Correspondent • Says That Armistice
lias Been Arranged.

NOT GENEBALLY 0EEDITED.

Greek Fle«t Reported to B« Blockading
the Gulf or Salonika and to Have

Stopped a British Steamer—Move-
menu of tue Xroopi.

Paris, May 13. —A correspondent of
The Journal at Lamia, TheBaaly, tele-
graphs from that place Baying he has
learned from official BOurceB that an
armistice between Turkey and Greece
has been concluded. He adds:

"This solution was Impatiently await-
ed by all, for It is Impossible to con-
tinue the war under the present circum-
stances. The interest is no longer in
Thesaaly, but In Athens, as It Is proba-
ble that the action of the cabinet In
ining peace 1B destined to bring the

ministry to a speedy end." '
The statement as to an armistice hav-

ing been concluded Is accepted with re-
serve here, as all reports from other
sources seem to Indicate that Turkey is
delaying action In the matter, and the
dlpajjities. from Athens and Constan-
tinople direct of yesterday do not bear
out the statement made by the Lamia
correspondent of The Journal.

How London View* It»
London, May 13.—The Greco-Turkish

yewe received today does not change
the situation. Everything Is facing on
the porte'a action. There 1B no con-
firmation of the report, printed by the
Journal of Paris, that an armistice has
been arranged, but the silence from the
seat of war seems to Indicate that Ed-
hem Paeha'B advance upon Domokos
may have been countermanded. The
sultan's position is little stronger than
King George's, and therefore It is not
surprising that while the war feeling* Is
so Btrong he hesitates 'at taking a step
which could be construed at Constan-
tinople as a surrender of Ottoman in-
terests. In addition to this, the feast
of Bairam began today arid lasts until
Sunday, offering another excuse for de-
lay.

HttMOImans Celebrating.
London, May 13. — The correspondent

of The Dally Mall i t Larlssa telegraphs
as follows: :

"The feast of Bairam has commenced
and there will be no military operations
except when necessary. Edhem Pasha
has caused sheep to be killed, according
to the Turkish custom, and has visited
the generals In the vicinity. The troops
flred a feu-de-joie. Tbe Mussulmans
and their families are celebrating the
faaal with enthusiasm, as marking their

ease'from foreign domination, each
bead of a family lulling- a theep with
bta own band. The rich are keeping
open • houee, and the Mussulmans are
promenading the streets in gala dresa."

Marching on "»'•-»—v-
Constantinople, May 18.—An offlolal

dispatch from Larlssa, dated from that
place yesterday, announces that elx
battalions of TurklBh Infantry from the
east and from Larlssa, four battalions
from Diskata and four battalions from
Janlna are marching on Kalambaka,
northwest of Trikhala, where they will
shortly be joined by the Turkish armies
from Janlna and. Elaseona.

Greek Fleet Doing Blockade Work.
Salonika, May 13.—The Greek squad-

ron is watching the coast from Plata-
mona to the gulf of Volo, and It is
claimed the Greek warships are also,
blockading the gulf of Salonika. A
British steamer, bound for Salonika,
has been prevented from entering the
gulf.

Foreign Market Strong.
Lobdoa, May 10.--The dtuck exchange

here and the continental bourses were
favorably affected by the good political
advices. Great confidence waB caused
by the evidence, official and unofficial,
of the effectiveness of the concert of the
powers. The reduction in the Bank of
England's discount rate Indicates pro-
longed ease In money. British consols
advanced and French rentes were up G
centimes and are now 20 centimes above
last Saturday's price.

Washington. May 13. — The situation
In Hawaii Is giving the administration
much concern.

The president and Secretary Sherman
have for some time been deluged by
the friends of annexation with alarmist
stories about the alleged attempt of
Japan to seize the islands, and some
weeks ago succeeded in BO impressing
the administration with the idea of a
revolution in the islands that the war-
ship Philadelphia was dispatched to
Honolulu.

The Japanese legation In this city has
persistently and consistently denied
that Japan had designs on the Islands,
but the reports are so conflicting, that
President McKlnley has decided to as-
certain for himself just what Is going
on.

He has Instructed Colonel Buck of
Georgia, the new minister to Japan, who
sailB for Yokohama from San Francisco
on the 29th of this month, to stop a
week at Honolulu and ascertain just
how much truth there 1B in these re-
ports.

The knowledge so obtained will
doubtless enable Colonel Buck to more
easily understand the real Inwardness
of Japan's action after he arrives at
Yokohama.

It is well known that Harold Bewail,
the new minister to Hawaii, who sails
with Colonel Buck, earnestly favors an-
nexation, and this has been taken as
an indication that the administration
at heart also leans In that direction.

Should It turn out that Japan Is se-
cretly conniving at the seizure of ttie
Sandwich islands, it Is altogether prob-
able that such an attempt will ue fore-
stalled by their Immediate annexation
to the United States.

BIG ESTATE TIED 0R

THE HAWAIAH SITUATION.

Hlnourl Supreme Court Equally Divided
on a Novel X<epal Points

St. Louis, May 13.—The supreme
court of Missouri Is in a deadlock over
the partnership' estate of Murdock &
Dickson, which Involves more than |1 , -
000,000. • The case Is before the supreme
court on a writ of prohibition to re-
strain the circuit Judges from enter-
taining or making any orders in the
case. Charles K. Dickson, who was in
partnership with- William Murdock,
died in 1871. Dickson's individual es-
tate was Inventoried at over $1,000,000.
Dickson made a will, with the late
James B. Eades and Barton Bates as
executors. Murdock took out letterB of
administration on the partnership es-
tate. Later he made an assignment of
the assets to John G, Priest.

In 1895 Attorney John M. Dickson,' a
son of Charles K. Dickson, went Into
tbe probate court and raised the point
that the law had no provision for an
estate in course of. ad mini at rat Ion
being assigned. .

This pulnt-WB^earried to th«rh1ghest
court, but the supreme court of the
state stands 3 to 3 in respect to It. The
court has asked the adverse parties to'
agree upon a special judge,, whose de-
cision shall be final.

Fonnd Ulinnell^Barled Alive.
Hamilton, Ont,, May 13,—Professor

Ferris, a hypnotist, put Fred Smith un-
der the Influence, placed him In a coffin
and burled him in a vacant lot with a
ventilation shaft. Smith was to remain
under ground for three days. People
Burroundlng the grave heard cries com-
ing up the shaft. Smith, waa shrieking
to be let out, and was soon dug up. The
professor explained that Smith had not
been sufficiently hypnotized.

Governor Black Will Participate.
Albany, May 13.—Governor Black has

accepted the Invitation of the chamber
of commerce of Rochester to participate
In an excursion from that city to Ni-
agara Falls on June 11. Superintend-
ent of Public Works Aldrldge and
Speaker O'Grady tendered the-lnvita-
tlon to the governor this morning.

Sale of AHeta of Bank of Tacoma.
Tacorxm, May 13.—The sale of the as-

sets of the Bank of Tacoma to J. J. Mc-
Kone for (8,250 has been confirmed by
tbe superior court. The face value of.
the assets was more than $250,000. The
city of Tacoma had over 1200,000 on de-
posit at the time of the failure, Aug. IS,
1895, nearly all of which was lost.

Frenchmen Were Pleased.
Paris, May 13.—At a cabinet council

held today Admiral Besnard, the min-
ister of marine, stated that the repre-
sentatives o£ France at the ceremonies
attending the dedication of the Grant
memorial tomb were the objects of spe
cial attention upon the part of the
American authorities.

FontMul Siayerof Hodgette Executed
at Sunnnerville, ft J.

HIS BEOTHEE NOT ADMITTED

The Unnatural Buquest of George Be-
tuzeil—A Cold Blooded Crime With

Ho Apparently Strong Motive—A
Protracted J^fal Fight.

Thought He Wai to Be Hanged.
Cheyenne, Wy., May 13.—Albert Quin-

tano, a Mexican In jail here awaiting
trial for giving whisky to the Shoshone
Indians on the Wind River reservation,
attempted suicide by cutting hla throat
with a piece of glass. He cannot speak
English and imagined that he was to be
hanged. *

Heavy Xlains In Kentucky*
Mlddlesboro, Ky., May 13.—Rain for

86 hours has again flooded Mlddlesboro,
and thousands of acres of growing corn
are under water. Loss to farmers Is not
less than $20,000; to Mlddlesboro, $5,000
The rain has not ceased, but the waters
are receding, and the worst Is over.

SomervJHe, N.: J.,' May 12.—Elmer
Clawson, the self confessed murderer
of Henry Hodgctts, was ihanged here
today, lie showed much self possession
on the scaffold. George Glawson, his
brother, who applied for admission to
the hanging, was not present, aa the
prisoner objected.

Claweon spent his last night In peace-
ful slumber.. He was baptized at 7:30
by his spiritual advleers, the Rev. J. O.
Winner and the Rev, <W. H. Pehart.
He was solemnly impressed with the
ceremony and answered. the questions
of the ritual with more intelligence and
feeling than he had ever 'manifested
before. After his spiritual advisers left
him at 8 o'clock he was unusually quiet
and meditative. He retired at 9 o'clock,
after reading a chapter In the Bible,
singinj? a hymn and saying his prayers,
He was sleeping soundly three mlnuteB
after laying his head an his pillow.

He was awakened at 6:30 this morn-
ing by the death watch, Furman Low-
rle. He arose at 6:30 and attired him-
self in a neat suit of block clothes. &
white shirt and a black necktie. Jailer
John Ammerman carried him a break-
fast of beefsteak, coffee, strawberries
and cake at. 7 o'clock. His stomach
was disordered, and for the first time
since his imprisonment he ate a light
breakfast.

He was depressed In spirits when his
counsel, James J. Meehan, visited him
at 8 o'clock. Hangman Van Hlse was
erecting his gallows on the floor below
and the noise could be heard In his cell.

Keifffned to Ilia Fate.
When his counsel took final leave of

him at 8:20, he was composed and said:
"I would rather go to state prison for

life, but I am not afraid and will go
through It all right."

He was not demonstrative In parting
with Mr. Meehan, nor did he ehow any
emotion in parting with his mother and
other members of his family, who left
him In tears.

He was visited by hie spiritual advis-
er at S o'clock.

Promptly at 10 o'clock Sheriff Wyck-
offe and Hangman Van Hlse went to
the cell of the condemned boyi'' The
sheriff, told. Clawson that tbe time for.
his execution,had arrlvtd. Whtit the
sheriff was talking to him Hangman
Van Hlse slipped up behind plawton
and pinioned his hands behind him.

Then he readjusted the black cap on
Clawson'B head, fixed the silken noose
about the neck and the march to the
gallows was begun. The sheriff and
the hangman led the way, followed by
Clawsoh and his spiritual adviser, with
a deputy on either side. It was but a
short distance from the cell of Clawson
to the Instrument of death. Clawson
stood InBlde the staked circle on the
floor, and then Van Hise attached the
hook at the end of the rope to ,Uus noose
about Clawaon's neck, and the drop fell
at 10:07. The body was cut down i9
minutes later.

CUwnnD'fl Cold Blooded Crime.
The murder for which Elmer Clawson

was hanged was committed on the morn-
Ing of Aug. 29, 1896. Harry Hodgetts,
an Englishman, who owned a Btnall
farm near the village of Pluckemtn,
waa eating h.s breakfast with bis little
family, when there was a knock at the
door. His wife answered the summons.
Elmer Clawson stood outside and asked
to se? Mr, Hodgctts. The latter went
to the door, and Clawson asked for
some work, ' Hodgetts replied that he
needed no more help Just at that time.

Then, without any warning, Clawson
pulled a revolver and fired three shots
at Hodgetts. Two of the bullets took
effect, one piercing the lung and caus-
ing death. Hodgetts staggered Into the
yard and died a few moments later.

Clawson. after doing the shooting,
ran to the roadside, where he had left
his bicycle, on which he came, and,
mounting th& wheel, he sped along the
road to Pluckemln. . Tbe villagers saw
him and his red wheel pass; through tbe
street, but had no Idea he -was a mur-
derer. Shortly after they were aroused
by John A. Powelson, a neighbor of
Hodgetts, who had pursued Clawson In
a wagon.

Two men on wheels started out In
pursuit, and word was telephoned to
Far Hills station, the direction In
which Claweon had gone.

lawHon In the meantime arrived at
Far HU1&; and while resting In the sta-
tion heard the agent repeating the tele-
phone message about -himself. He
quickly remounted his wheel and hur-
ried toward Bernardsvtlle. He —was
overtaken about a mile from Far Hills
and hid In the bushes, but when his
pursuers demanded that he should come
out he gave himself up without farther
resistance. ••-••. ;

Clawson was only about IB years of
age at the time of the crime. He was
formerly employed by Hodgetts oh his
farm and claimed that the latter owed
him some money.

He told several persons that he -was
going to kill Hodgetts, but they thought
it was mere boyltii talk and paid no
further attention to it.

At the trial the defense made no at-
tempt to deny the fact* but endeavored
to show that Clawson was not morally
responsible for his acts. They tried to
show that his ancestors were mentally
unbalanced.

Karthqnake In Ouadaloape.
St. Kitts, May 12.—A Bevere earth-

quake has occurred in Guadaloupe. At
Polnt-a-Pltre 5 persons were killed, 60
bouses destroyed and a church thrown
down. Thirty-five persons were wound-
ed. All the Inhabitants were driven to
the streets.

A Now Chinese Loan.
