THETURKS AND GRERCE

They Are Likely to Conduct Peace Ne-
gotiations Direct,

EUROPE TO SURVEY TERMS,

Fighting During the Greek Retreat From
Domokos — Story of un Eyewitness.
How Prince Constantine “Far~
ticipates” Ino a Dattle,

Constantlnople, May 20.—Although it
{8 not definitely decided, it is thought
that the peace negotlations will be con-
ducted between Turkey and Greece di-
rect, and that afterward, following
the precedent of the treaty of San
Stefano, the terms will be submitted to
a European conference, which will
probably meet at Parls,

Turks Near Taratza.

Athens, May 20.—The Turklsh forces,
in pursulng the Greek troops retreating
from Domokos, kept up harassing at-
tacks upon the latter until last even-
ing, when the Turks learned that an
armistice had been agreed upon. The
Greek artillery retired in good order,
but in retreating the artillerymen lost
several wagons and a big gun, which
was upset, ‘The Turits now occupy ihe
Greele fortifications, an hour's, march
from Taratzn, which 18 occupled by a
reglment of Greek cavalry. Tho losses
on both sldes during the retreat were
considerable. Several Greek officers
were kiiled and wounded.

An armistice between the Turkish
and Greek troops in Thessaly, to ex-
tend over a period of 17 days, was form-
ally conctuded todey.

Lamia Deserted.

Lamia, May 190—(Delayed In trans-
mission.)—This town is deserted, with
the exception of the prefect, the news-
paper correspondents, the telegraph
operators and a few others.

- The Retreat From Domokos.

Athens, May 20.—A correspondent of
the press who was with the Greek army
after its retreat from Domokos has ar-
rived here from the fraont, being unable
to transmit his dispatches from Do-
mokos on .account of the wires being
blocked, He furnishes a picturesque
account of the battle of Domokos,
fought on Monday last, confirming the
storles previously told. of -the herole
conduct of the Greeks, but also fur~
nishing confirmation of the complete
break down of all the G ge};_‘mlutary
organfzations and the fafluré of thelr
generalship, He says:

“On Saturday the Crown Prince Con-
stantine .informed .the Brltish- ambu-

there would be no more fighting and
that they would better disband the hos-
pital and ambulance corps.

“On my way to the front I .found
around Lamia 40,000 refugees, miser~
able from three days' incessant raln
and having no shelter except:a few
blankets, Women were giving birth to
children on the sodden ground and the
road along the preciplious pass was in~
cumbered with -commissariat tralns,
rickety country carts drawn by feeble
horses,

*I heard sad accounts of the state of
the army. The men had no tents in the
heavy raln and for days they lay In
the trenches or on the open ground.
The weather was bltterly cold, the
neighboring heights being covered with
snow, and there were much fever and
dysentery among the troops.”

The Battle Redesorlbed.

The correspondent then describes the
battle of Domokos, his account agree~
ing with the storles previously.cabled.
In corroborating the reports of the
bravery of the Greeks, he refers espe-
clally to the young recruits and to the
Garibaldlans who, “In red shirts, caps
and green trousers, did splendid work
and inspfred ail’” .

Continuing, the correspondent says:
“With the Garibaldians was a vivan.
diere with a red jacket. She fearlessly
attended the wounded under a hot fire
and during the confused retreat and
never Jost touch of her wounded until
she had them safe In the German am-~
bulance hospital at Port Marino.”

Touching upon the retreat from Do~
mokos, the correspondent remarka: “At
ghout 9 o'clock at night (Monday last)
it was evident that the fight was lost.
Orders were given to retreat, and al-
though the road to Lamia was often
blocked by the peasants with flocks,
bullock carts and donkeys and by the
belated commissariat carts going to the
front and the remount horses for the
cavalry and artillery there was no @ls.
order. The bright moonlight saved the
refugees from a panle,

“The crown prince -had watched the
battle from the balcony of his head.
quarters bullding and from a rock
above the town. A carriage, with pos-
tillons and an escort of cavalry, await.
ed him, At dawn the prince departed.

“Late that afternoon, while I was in
the square at Lamia watching a long
string of carts and carrlages bringing
in the wounded, one of the prince's
gervants appeared and whispered:

* ‘Prince Constantine is outside the
town.’

“The gervant had come for coffee.

“A little later 1 saw the prince, with
a large escort, making a detour of the
town of Lamia, wisely avolding enter-
ing thdt exclted place,

“On entering Domokos the Turks set
fire to many portions of the town."”

HOW PEENE WAS ROBBED,

Yonkers' Ex-Mayor Explains the Manner
In Which His Money Was Taken.

Yonkers, N. Y., May 20—Ex-Mayor
John F. Peene, of whom it was report-
ed In today’'s papers that he had been
robbed in Springfield, Mass., last night,
when seen today, said:

“Yes, it is true that I was robbed,
but it s an unqualified lle that I was
robbed in the manner described by sen-
sationa) papers. 1 was at Greenfleld,
Mass., yerterday afternoon for the pur-
pose of purchasing some cattle, I had
$3,000 with me, I left Greenfield, Mass,,
at §5:18 in order to connect with the
New York traln at Springfield at 6:31,
1 sat in the train reading the New York
papers, and at Chicopee some one got
out from the shady side of the train,
and I took his place.

'On leaving the train at Springfleld I
felt some one push me from behind,
but T took little notlce of 1t. As I de-
scended among the crowd I notlced a
man on the platform, almost on all
fours, groping as If {n search of some-
thing he had lost. At the same time T
felt some one evidently trying to get
his hand in my pocket, and as soon ag I
could get my hand behind me I felt for
my money, only to find it missing. Then
it flashed upon me that the man on all
fours was a decoy, and, looking around,
I saw a man sneaking down the plat-
form casting an eye over his shoulder.
I started for him, and he ran toward
the outer end of the platform, where
an fron fence barred further progress,
Here I cornered him and eald: ‘You
have got my money. Give it to me,’ at
the same time seizing him by the two
arms. Quick as lightning he threw up
his knee and kicked me In the left
groin, stopping my breath,

“The man then ran swiftly away and
I, ag best I could, went to the other end
of the platform and notifled the train
men that I had been robbed. While
engaged in talking to them I notlced
the man who had robbed me on the
train, which was on the point of start-
Ing out. I yelled: ‘There is the man
who robbed me. Stop the train.’ The
conductor, after a few seconds' hesita-
tlon, waved his hand, saying, ‘We can‘t
stop for that," and the train passed out.
Had I received proper attention from
the trainmen both men would have
been captured.,”

Mayor Peene says he conversed with
no represehtatives of the press, and
only gave a description of the man who
robbed ‘and assaulted him to a local pe-
liceman.

MANY BUILDINGS BUR

Yire In Jersey City Renders Seventy
Families Homeless,

ESTIMATED LOSS, #175.000.

The Greater Portion of Two Blocks De-
stroyed —Many Tenants Escaped With
Great Difficulty—Promnpt Action
of the Fire Department,

New York, May 19.—Fire such as has
not visited Jergey City for several years
atarted carly today and was not got
under control for several hours. It
swept away a block and a half of build-
ings and did damage that was estl-
mated at $175,000, The buildings burned
were mostly of frame, and in many in-
stances the occupants, who were asleep,
barely escaped with their lives,«so rap-
idly did the flre spread,

The fire was in one of the moat dense-
Iy populated- digtricts of the city, and
the whole fire department of the place
and all the police reserves were called
out to fight it. The flames and sparks
lighted up the entire city for several
hours. Enormous crowds gathered, and

.occupants of houses for many blocks

around were obliged to fight the sparks
that fell in great showera on the roofs.

A policeman attached to the Gregory
Street station of Jersey City, passing
the big four story brick bullding at 215
and 247 Newark avenue, noticed smoke
coming from the windows. The build-
ing was occupled by F. W. Payne as a
general department store, and extended
back through the block to First atreet.
The policeman at once turned in an
alarm, but almost before the first fire
company arrived the flames had spread
to a five story brick bullding at 241 and
243 Newark avenue, which consisted of
double flats,

The fire had already assumed such
proportions when the firemen arrived
that a second alarm was sent in. But
the firemen did not appear to be able
to control the flames even then, and a
general alarm followed the second, call-
ing out all of the seventeen engine com-
panies in the city. By the time thay
arrived the fire had spread to the rear
of the Newark avenue buildings and
had ignited a number of frame houses
in First street,

Tenants In Danger,

These frame bulldings were four and
flve story tenement houses, each con-
talning five or six famillea, The ten-
ants were all asleep at the time the fire
started, and even the clanging of the
fire engines and the other nolses of
the conflict with the fire in the next
street had not aroused them when the
flames had reached the rear of their
houses., 8o quickly did the fire spread
that many of these tenants had to be
taken from the windows by the firemen,
and there was no time for even dress-
ing, much lens the maving of clothes or
household goods.

‘When Chief Conway of the fire de-
partment turned in a general alarm,
the police reserves in all the precincts
of the clty were at once sent to the
scene of the fire. They assisted the
firemen In arousing and rescuing the
tenants of the burning frame buildings.

Not only did the police arouse the
tenants in the buildings which were al-
ready ablage, but, realising the danger
because of the Inflammable nature of .
the structures on both eldes of First
street, they alarmed the occupants of
all the houses in the atreet. So rapldly
did the flames spread that once they
had fairly got under way the tenants
had no time to save anything.

Many of the occupants of the tene-
ments woke up to find thelr places
filled with pmoke and retreat by the
stalrwuys below cut off by flames. Wo-
men and men, wany of them carrylng
children, rushed to the windows and
called for help. 'In most cases they
were scantlly clothed and were taken
down over the ladders by the: firemen
just as they had left their beds. Resi- -
dents in neighboring streets cared for
some of these, while others were wrap-
ped in blankets and taken to the police
stations in patrol wagons. There they
were cared for.

There was a wake in the frame house
at 317 First street over the body of Ar-
thur Donnelly, . The body was in apart-
ments on the second floor, and some of
the former friends of Donnelly were
gathered there when the building took
fire. By the tlme they had decided that
there was no hope that the fire would
be put out the flames had gained such
headway that they barely had time to
get. the Lody out of the building by a
rear entrance to Rallroad avenue. A»s
it was, the body was gomewhat burned.

‘The Fire Spreads. .

The flames and. sparks, reaching
across the street, attacked the larger
row of frame buildings on the opposite
slde, and before the fire was under con-
trol either completely destroyed  of
wrecked the frame bulldings from 807
to 823, Bulldings on both sides of the
street were burning at the same time, *
and the Intense heat made it impoasible
for the firemen to check the flames un-~’
til they had burned out to those bulid-
ings which had previously been drench-
ed with water as a preventive. ’

There were six families in the frame
house at 311 First street. . The tenants
were the familles of Martin McDon-
ough, John Mills, Lester Brady, Arthur
Galligher, Mrs, Woerz and Mrs. Creig.
These families lost everything, even
thelr cluothing. The house was com-
pletely destroyed. The five story flat-
houses at 241 and 243 Newark avenue,
which were occupied by six and seven_
families, respectively, were completely
destroyed and the tenants lost every-
thing, - '

The double four story brick building
owned by F. W. Payen, in which the
fire started, was totally destroyed with
the stock.
