Mr. Havemeyer had admitted that he
had access to the records, The only
thing he had asked was opportunity to
consult counsel.

‘Whether the question was a commit-
tee or an Indlvidual questlon was one
of fact for the jury to declde, In this
view the court apparently coinelded.

Western Btates and a Company to Build

Mankatee, Kan,, May 27.—Two thou-

ed the publlc would take the majority
interest in it and that the public need
not put up one cent until the raliroad
should be completed.

WINTERSTEEN'S TRIAL

Startling Evidence In the Alleged Dy-
namite Conspiracy.

YOUNG KNORR'S STATEMENT

He Seoured Diphtheria Germs and Polson
For I8 Mother, but Did Not Admin~
fster Them to Her—The Myste-
rious “Miss Mame Wilson”

Bloomsburg, Pa.,, May 27.—The thira
day of the trial of L. 8, Wintersteen for
conspiracy to murder by an attempt to
blow up the residence of Levi E. Wal~
ler with dynamite began with the usual
stampede for smeats. Clifton Xnorr,
whoege testimony yesterday created o
new and, if possible, more profound
sensation than any of the startiing
statements heretofore made by him,
after describing again the explosion and
the part that he played at the instiga-
tion of Wintersteen, in response to the
interrogations of District Attorney Gra-
ham of Philadelphia, gave the follow-
ing verslon of the events following his
flight to Reading:

“On Sept. 14 Wintersteen met me in
Reading. He gald a man named Jury
had met him in Bloomsburg and spoken
to him about the exploslon, This was
within a few hours after the explosion
oceurred. Wintersteen told Jury he did
not know anything about the explosion.
Wintersteen told me the damage done
by the explosion was comparatively
slight. He gave me $50 and told me to
leave, which I did. He told ine if I was
arrested ‘I shouild say absolutely noth-
ing, that he would defend me. The lat-
ter part of October I saw Wintersteen
again at Reading. He told me detec-
tives had been placed on the case, " He
gave me $10, Mrs. Sallie Gast was pres-
ent at & portion of this interview, when
Winterateen told me #about throwing
the supposed@ detective off his track.
Wintersteen had placed a watchman {n
front of his house and a detective had
been in his office, but he bluffed him
out, He said he had made an appoint~
ment to meet the detective that night,
but the man never came back.

The Mysterious “Mim Wilson.”
