WILSON PAYS THE PENALTY

FOR THE MURDER OF ILI8 WIFE
MELINDA A YEAR AGO.

SANG ON THE WAY T0 THE GALLOWS.

“I’m Golng HMome to Die no More,”
His Last Words as the Black Cap
Was Pulled Down Over Iis Faco—
Death Ensues From Strangulation
in 13 Minutes After the Trap Was
Sprung—S8tory of Iiis Crimo.

David Wilsom, the colored wife murderer,
yosterday paid the penmalty of his crime,
Chanting, in unison with his spiritual con-
golers, **I'm Going Home to Die no More,”
he walked bravely to the gallows, his death
song being stilled only when the black cap
was drawn down over his face. The scene of
the execution was the court yard of the Mor-
ristown jail. An improvised shack, 20 x 25,
erocted botween the court houss and the jall,
hid the gallows from view, and in this there
assembled a few minutes befors ten o'clock,
the members of the court and sherift’s juries,
among whom were Dra. James Douglas and
James E. Wright, of Morristown, and Dr.
Peter 8. Hann, of Dover, and representatives
of the press. There was a moment of hushed
expectancy and then the stillness was broken
by the words of the hymn, * I'm Golng Home
to Dis no More,” borne on the air from the
direction of the jail. ' All eyes turned to the
curtalned entrance of the shack and at pre-
clsely 10:00 the curtain was thrust aside, ad-

8:45 o’clock until the march to the gallows
was begun was spent in an informal service
of prayer and song, led by Pastor Anderson
and Mr, Hoch n, Jackson and Moeker, of the
death watch, accompanying tho singing on
the cornet and organ.

Ingress to the court house grounds had
early been barred, except to ihuse regu-
larly summoned to witness the execution,
by members of Torbett Post, G. A, R,, in
uniform and carrying muskets, and at 9:50
o'clock a large delegation of members from
the same post marched to the Court House
premises and were stationed along the line of
the aidewalk to keep back the morbidly curi-
ous, who were present in large numbers.

WILSON'S CRIME.

The murder for which Wilson was hanged
was itted in the & t known as
the “ Folly," on Bpeedwell avenue, on Batur-
day afternoon, June 6, 1806, Wilson came to
Morristown from Norfolk, Va., about five
years ago. He worked as & gardener and la-
borer and about a year before the murder he
moved into the “ Folly,” where he lived with
his wife, Malinda, and stopson in four rooms.

‘Wilson had been working as garduoer for
Dr. Swan and had remained at the same
place since the Doctor's removal from town,
but on that Saturday morning he remained
at home with the announcement that he had
“particular business to do.” And he re-
mained at home all the morning, once or
twicoe sauntering away for a drink. .

About noon Mrs. Wilson returned home
from her work, and after dinner told one of
ler neighbors across the hall that she had a
headache and would lie down awhile, About
one o'clock Wilson came home, saying to his
step-son, John, * where’s your mother,” and
was answered “*in the room layln' down,” as
the boy went out.

Then Wilson passed in and taking an old
broken handled axe, which was kept in the
house, dealt three fierce blows, cutting awful

witting Sheriff Durling, behind whom walked

Hangman VanHise and
accompanied by Pastor H, P, Anderson, of
the A, M. E, Church of Zion, of Morristown,
and W. F. Hoehn, former secretary of the
Y. M. C. A. The condemned man, wearing
the black cap, thrown back, and with arms
pinioned and noose adjusted about his neck,
took up his position under the gallows, still
chanting the words of the hymn, It took
but an instant to pinion hia legs, connect the
noose with the dangling rope and draw
down over his face the black cap, whichstilled
his song. Btepping aside, VanHise pulled the
rope which released a catch, causing the
heavy drop to fall from a helght of abont
eight feet.

Wilson’s body shot up into the air, and
then, settling down, hung about five feot
from the ground. This was at 10:08. After
s moment there were seen convulslve move-
ments of the legs and arms, and a peculiar
twitching of thefingers, which continued for
gome time, At 10:12 o'clock the body was
lowered to within a foot of the ground, to
enable the physicians present to foel of his
pulse and listen to the heart beats, At 10:14
Dr. Douglas announced that the pu'so was
growing very failnt, but Dr. Wright said
that the heart'saction was still quite strong.
At 10:16 Dr, Douglas announced that the
pulse was no longer discernible. The heart
still throbbed, however, and 1t was not until
10:91 that Wilson was pronounced dead. This
was thirteon minutes and twenty seconds
after the drop fell. The body wasloft hang-
ing nearly half an hour longer, and was then
lowered and placed on a stretcher, where it
was oxamined by Drs. Douglas, Wright and
Hann, who pronounced death due to strangu-
lation. The body was then placed in a coffin
and taken by Undertaker O. N. Hughson to
Evergroen cometery, where it was buried.

The members of the Court Jury who wit-
nessed the hanging were : Dr. James Douglas
and Dr. Joseph E. Wright, of Morristown ;
Dr, Peter S. Hann, of Dover ; Constable John
Wood, of Dover ; Albert Bunn, of Washing-
ton township; Mahlon K. Tharp, of Mt,
Olive; George C. Smich, Charles W, Ennis
‘and Orin N, Hughson, of Morristown ; and
William Gill, of Rockaway.

From the time of setting the death watch
| Wilson spent the greater pa:t of his waking
hours in singing and praying. A small organ
had been brought into the room in which
Wilson was confined, and John W. Meeker,
of the death watch, played on this, while
Ellis Jackson, colored, another of the death
watch, accompanied Wilson on the cornst.
Pastor Anderson and Mr., Hoehn spent all
their spare hours with the jcondemned man,
On Wednesday Wilson was visited by his
counsel and & number of acquaintances who
called to bld him farewell. He thanked his
counsel, the jail officials and all those who
had interested themselves in his case, and
directed that a trunk containing all his be-
longings be given to his stepson, John Taylor,
Wilson seemed specially grateful to Sheriff
Durling for the many kindnesses which the
latter had shown him during his long incar-
ceration of nearly a year. Pastor Anderson
and Mr. Hoebn remained with Wilkon on
Wednesday evening and offered to remain
all night, but Wilson thanked them and said
that it was not necessary, as he waa tired and
wanted to go to bed. Ho retired at eleven
o'clock and his stumber was sound and undis-
turbed. He awoke at 6:30 o'clock Thursday
morning and ate with a relish a breakfast of
stealk, bread and butter and coffeo, which he
had ordered the night before. This finished,
he triod on a suit of clothes which Sheriff
Durling had presented to him. The trousers
ware found too long and had to be sent back
to the tailor to have them shortonnd.

The first announcement of the crime was
was made in the loud cries of the son of the
murdered woman, who came rushing out of
the building and down to the police head-
quarters crying that his mother was killeds
Officers Morrison and Campbell hastened
with him to the  Folly” and from thence to
the West End Hotel, where Wilson had gone
for more drink, He started to go out by the
rear way, but was captured by Officer Mor-
rison, and led back to the scene of the mur-
der, where thoy found the woman lying dead
upon the floor, her head resting in a pool of
blood. Wilson acknowledged the deed and
produced the hatchet which ha had placed
behind the stove in the kitchen.

A post mortem examination of the body of
the murdered woman was made by Dr. Thos.
P. Prout, pathologist at the State Hospital,
assisted by Dr, J. E, Wright, of Morristown.
The face and head bore several ragged wounds
and tHe cause of death was named in the
autopey as the *shock following extensive
compound depressed fracture of the skull,
with subdural hemorrhages,”

The murderer was immediately taken to
jail and placed in the steel cage.

THE TRIAL,

November 28, 1806, was set down for the
trial of Wilson but the case could not go on,
as Thomas J, O'Brien had withdrawn as
council for the defence. At the request of
Wilson Justice Magie appointed Mayor E.
A. Quayle and Alderman C. A. Reed to de-
fend him, and fixed the day of trial for No-
vember 13, Counsel for the defendant made
efforts to secure & postponement until the
next term but Judge Magie said that it was
important that cases of this character be
speedily disposed of and refused the request.

The trinl was begun in the Court of Oyer
and Terminer before Justice Willlam J. Ma-
gle Thursday, November 12 - The court room
was filled to overflowing by a crowd of curi-
osity. seekers, colored poople, especially
women, belng in the majority. Wilson dfd
not seem much worried by the position he
was placed in, and took but little interest in
the proceedings. After three hours’ work a
jury was secured, consisting of the following:
