GREEN POND, MINNISINK AND

SIX PER CENT. LIMIT AN OBSTACLE

New Commlittne Takes up the Work
“Where Old Loft Off—Arteslan Well

Dover is in the market for a new water
supply, to be bought preferably outright,
and some half dozen schemes have of late
been brought to the notice of the city author-
itles. But, alas, while apparently confronted
with an embarassment of riches as to avail-
able sources of supply, it is just the reverse
wheon it comes to the question of means, the
city’s power of bonding being limited by the
terms of its charter to six per cent. of its
total d val which lmitati

with $10,000 of schoo) bonds

per cent. bonding limit, looked about for a
supply nearer home, and concluded to experi-
ment with artesian wells, the sum of §500
having been voted by the City Council for
purposes of Investigation. After much cast-
ing about it was decided to drive an artesian
well on the Baker property about a third of
a mile beyond Black pond, and at an altitude
of between 50 and 60 feet above Dover.
When the present Clty Councll came into
office it was decided by the committes on
water supply to continue the work begun on
the same lines, Three weeks ago this com-
mitteo entered into a contract with Coatractor
O. P. Cramer, of Paterson, who drove the
artesinn well on the stove works premises,
and two days after the contract was signed
work was begun, By the terms of the contract
Contractor Cramer {ato drivesa welland case it
for 4 per fovt.

To-day the Mayor and members of the
City Council, accompanied by Frederick A.
Canfleld and I, P. Merritt, areat Green Pond,
looking with admiring eyes upon that beauti-
ful sheet of water and deploring, doubtless,
the lack of presoience on the part of Dover's
earliest settlers which caused them to locate
nine miles from it. This question of distance,
be it remarked, would present no great diffi-
culty wore it not for the fact that the people

of Dover lave set their hearts on owning
their own wator supply, for an offer was
made last year by E. P. Merritt, who cun-
trols the lower end of Green Pond, to deliver
water from it in Dover at the same rate as is
now charged by the Dover Water Company.
But if the city is to own its own plant the
$00,000 available would hardly suffice to lay
the conduit from Green Poud to Dover, to
say nothing of acquiring rights of way and
water rights and the cost of piping the town,
which last item of expense, at a moderate
estimate, would be upward of $30,000,

Vet Green Pond would be an ideal source
of supply, Situated 1,048 feet above sea level
its waters could be brought by gravity to the
highest point in Dover at a pressure of about
100 pounds, while the pressure in the lower
parts of Dover would be double that, Dover’s
altitude, at the corper of Blackwell and Sus-
sex streets, being 580 feet.

companied by Mr, Canfield and Messrs. Cobb,
Howell and Kimball, on Thursday, It is
about 74 miles from Dover and the trip was

Livery fStables, This pond has an area of
from 76 to 80 acres, roughly estimated, and is
940 feet above sea level, which is about 90
feet higher than candle factory hill, the high-
eat polnt in Dover, The pond was used many
years ago as 8 water power for forges for-
merly operated at Hurdtown, when that
place passed under the name of New Partners.
The dam which impounded its waters was
later washed away and the bed of the pond
remained for many years a meadow. It be-
longed to the estate of thelate David B, Hurd
and was sold about four years ago by the
Hurd heirs t9 Messrs. Cobb, Howell and
Kimball, who intended to use the pond for
harvesting ice, a plan which they never car-
ried out on account of inability to getfreight
rates which would enable them to compete
with the railroad ice houses, Tobring water
from this pond to Dover would necessitate the
construction of a tunnel of from 300 to 400
feet in length, about 50 feet below the surface
of a knoll or hill, Whileits altitude makes
this pond availabloas a gravity supply, ite
distance from Dover presents the same diffi-
cultyGreen - Pond does.

MINNISINK,

At Minnisink, about five and & half miles
from Dover there is another available source
of supply which has been under considera-
tion, two trips having been made to that
locality by Mayor Pierson and the members
of the City Council in two partiés. The place
is the old' Cornine meadow, 100 acres
in extent and 250 feet higher than Dover.
The partles controlling this site proposs to
construct a reservoir and furnish a complete
plant ready to hand. ' The proposed reservoir
gite issurrounded by wild lands and there
would be little or no danger of pollution, as
the entire water shed of from 400 to 500 acres
would be secured to the clty. The water is
