CHIEF BOWLBY ON TRIAL.

HALTING ItlSTWlHlNawO OPINIONS,
J/IS TJCOUJtLlC.

STORIES OF THE FRACAS TOLD.

Didn't Know Whether Byram Was an
OlHoor—UesIdeH Ho Wasn ' t Awaro of
Any Troublo Culling for Ilia In ter
Jbrenco-No C'onoIuHton Reive lied by
tho Pol loo Commit too.

Chief of Police Charles W. Bowlby was last
Friday night called to account by the Police
Committee of the City Council for hia failure
to go to tho aid of Special Officer Byrain
on the occasion of the tatter's bard tussle
with an obstreperous drunken prisoner on
the Monday night previous. Tho Police Com-
mittee tribunal was presided over by Chair-
man Carhart, whose associates were Councils
men Raynor and. Lyon. Special Officer By-
ram first told his story of the fracas, which
was in flubstantial agreement with that pub-
lished in tin; ERA hist week.

The first witness called was William 13.,
King, a telegraph lineman, who said lie was
a "Cull witness" of the fracas from its start
until tbo prisoner was deposited in a curt on
Warren street. The first to run afoul of the
prisoner, witness said, was a man named Van
Ordon, who had awakened the prisoner, Ray-
mond, from his druuken sleep and advised
him to go home. For tbis well meant advire
the man Raymond had butted bim In tbe
bwid, upon which Van Orden had retired with
tbe loss of Bevoral teeth. Then Officer By-
ram came aloug and Raymond Baid, when
Byram showed his. badge and told him to
come along, "No three or four copa in Dover
can pull me in." To prove his words true he
"put up an elegant fight," witnesasaid. "He
kicked, hit and bit and from what I saw It
would bave taken about four to subdue him,"
this last In answer to Councilman Raynor's
question aa to whether one man could have
made the arrest, alone.

To the question as to where he saw Chief
Bowlby Mi*. King said:

X saw bim first around the corner near
Cox's meat market. Byram was calling on
"Friday" to help him and the Chief stood.011
.the curb, He made no effort to assist Byram."

" Could he see the fight? Chairman Car-
hart asked.

"Unless he was blind he must have seen it
as he was standing on the curb and the fight
was right out in the street," Sir. King an-
swered.

The next witness was "Friday," who told of
his part in the scrimmage, but said he didn't
see Cblef Bowlby at all. . 4 v

Station Agent K. A. Hunt was thoneit wit-'
nes». He said: .

I saw quite a crowd in the middle of the
street. Paw Chief Bowlby on tho curb and
said to him ; ' Why don't you go out there
and stop that fight ?' He didn't answer, but
moved away towards Blackwell street. How
far down I can't Bay; maybe about twenty
feet, I stood as close to him as 1 am now.
(Bowlby sat in tbe next chair); I thought it
was strange for him to walk away. He didn't
raise a hand to stop the fight."

Did you see any fighting after I got
there?" Chief Bowlby asked.

I wasn't cjose enough, hut I heard Byram
call for help," Mr. Hunt answered.

Councilman Raynor—"How far was Bowl-
by away when Byram called for help f"

Hunt—"I am not positive whether Byram
callod for help before or after Bowlby walked
away."

After a few moments spent in recalling the
occurrences of that night to mind, Mr. Hunt
said he was quite positive that Byrain hod
called for help before Bowlby had walked
away.

Daniel Praed, who had helped Byram arrest
Raymond, was the next witness. He had not
seen Chief Bowlby at any tune during the
tussle, which he appeared to think no great
affair, and didn't know whether he was there
or not. In front of Lyon's store the prisoner
broke away from Byram, but he hod held
onto him. At the lockup he hud misunder-
stood Byram and had closed the outer door
when Byram wanted him to open the cell
door.

The next to tell his siory was Chief Bowlby
himself. . He told how he bad been told by
several persons that there was trouble on
Dickerson Btreet, upon which he had hastened
to the scene. "On my arrival," he said, " I
saw Byram with tbe prisoner la a cart.
There was no disturbance after I got thero.
The prisoner asked for his hat and Byi am
said he would get it. To this the
prisoner replied, 'No, I want it now.1

Byrain and Praed then started off
with the prisoner and I followed, along.
Saw him make a break to get away In front
of Lyon's store, but Praed held on. Followed
as far as Holler's corner.. There was a crowd
of forty or fifty at the lockup. Watched
everything and then went upstairs and in tbe
police Btation first learned that Byram had
been hurt. When I got to the scone of the
troublo I supposed the man was subdued and
that no kelp was needed. I understand that
under police rules no officer has a right to go
to another's old unless lie is asked to.. I
talked to a man who had been a policeman
for SO years and lie sold ho wouldn't do so,
Bince, if ho didn't know what the arrest was
for he might put his foot in it."

Having given this naive excuse for his ac-
tion, or non-action, rather, Chief Bowlby
said: "I'll admit I would have done so (helped
Byram) had I considered Byram a legal of-
ficer."

Chief Bowlby hereupon went into a long
explanation of how, after listening to one
"crowd," as he put it, he had supposed Byram
to be all right, only to be distracted with
doubt upon hearing "the other crowd" say he
wasn't a legal officer.

"Did you go to the Corporation Counsel for
advice ?" Councilman Raynor asked.

'No, I didn't go to the Corporation Coun-
sel," Chief Bowlby admitted.
To Chairman Carhart's question: "Can't any

citizen make an arrest V1 Chief Bowlby an-
swered:

"I don't see whero you got that authority."
Councilman Raynor—"Didn't some one say

say to you, "Bowlby, got out thero and help
or else take that uniform off!"

Chief Bowlby—"No, I didn't hear it."

Chief Bowlby then launched out upon the
subject of Byram's status as au officer and
told how "one crowd" had advised him one
way and "the other crowd" had advised him
to the contrary until finally Chairman Car-
hart suggested that he refer to these respec-
tive "crowds" as "crowd No. 1," and "crowd
No. 2." Councilman Raynor was curious to
know about the personnel of the respective
"crowds" and by ubaip questioning brought
out th« fact that "tbe other crowd" was com-
posed of "one Councilman, the Mayor and a
good many outefders."the "crowd" favorable
to Officer Byram being the three CouncII-
nien composing tbe Police Committee, namely,
Carhart, Ra* nor and Lyon.

An intimation on the part of Councilman
liny nor to the effect that tbe Chief need con-
Bult only the Police Committee roused the ire
of Mayor Piersou who asked, with some as-
perity, " If tbe Mayor hasn't anything to say
why did you ask him to sign a paper request-
ing Byram's reappolutment?"

To tbis Councilman Raynor replied that at
that time he supposed that Byram's term hod
expired, but on the following morning he
had learned from City Council Neighbour
that he was wrong.

Chief Bowlby protested that he hadn't ig-
nored the Police Committee, having advised
with Its members, but it was evident tbat he
didn't convince them that he had been guided
by their advice. The discussion lasted far
into the night without any conclusion being
reached and the tribunal finally adjourn-
ed with the matter still in abeyance.

THREE COMPLAISANT COUNCILMEM.

Turn a Deuf Eur to Counullmau Lyon's
Plea for T ime toCoiislder—Fmnohlse
Railroaded Througl i -Duve Young's
Fa i r PromlsoH-Gas a t $1.50 por
Thousand and $30O u Year for the
Franchise.

At the meeting of the City Council last
Monday night application was made for a gas
franchise by Manager David Young, on be-
half of the Dover Electric Light Company,
and granted out of hand, eo to speak, despite
the strenuous objections to such hasty action
urged by both Councilman Lyon and Mayor
Pierson. And now tbo people of Dover are
asking one another what potent influence
brought about the change In the spirit of
their dreams, 1. e., Councilman Raynorfe and
Btumpra, since both only a short time ago had
expressed themselves as being in accord with
the people in their desire to be delivered from
the exactions of the electric light monopoly.

For several days before tho meeting it was
in the air that something was being hatched,
Chairman Raynor having been several times
observed colloguing with Manager David
Young and Alex. Kanouse, and in conse-
quence a larger assemblage than ordinary at-
tended the Council meeting on Monday night.

The meeting began in the usual bum-drum
fashion with the customary monthly reports
of tho City Treasurer, Chief of Police, Recor-
der, et. al., and not much interest was oreated
until Chairman Raynor reported on behalf
of the street committee on the long pending
application of the Dover Gaa, Light, Heat and
Power Company for permission to lay pipes
for tho purpose of supplying gas for lighting,
heating and cooking purposes. The report
was an adverse one, the committee taking
the ground that the sum of $250 per year of-
fered by that company, being tho. interest
only at 5 per cent, on $5,000, was not enough
for the asked for privilege of tearing up tho
streets of the city in order that gas might be'
furnished at $1.00 not per 1,000 cubio feet.
The report concluded with a request by the
committee for better terms, and was signed
by Councilman Stumpf, chairman, and Coun-
cilman Raynor and Carhart. On Council-

.n Carlifirt'a motion the report was adopted
and ordered spread upon the minutes.

The next business to come up was in rela-
tion to the proposed new water supply and it
was decided, on recommendation of the Fire
Lamps and Water Committee, to advertise
for proposals for a complete working' water
plant baying a daily capacity of ra half mil-
lion gallons of pure water; and also for. pro- ;'
posals for crushed stono for road purposes.

Tho appointment of H. S. Peters and Sam-
uel S. Clark as members of the Health Board,
in place of James Bell aud George Cole, who
failed to qualify, was next accomplished, the
Mayor voting to break the tie between the
two men named and Messrs. Titman aud
Hagan, named by Councilman Lyon.

At this juncture Manager Young stepped
to the fore, and handing City Clerk Baker a
paper, asked that it be read. Every one was
on the qui vive at once and not without
causo, for the paper when read proved to be
an application for a gas franchise, the Dover
Electric Light Company agreeing to pay $800
a year during the life of the franchise and to
furniBh gas at $1.50 per 1,000 cubic feet.
This was the gist of the document. There
were besides the UBual promises about the
restoration of the streets; completion of the
plant within a specified time (six months after
the acceptance of tho franchise}, etc., etc. \,

That Councilman Lyon had not been taken
into the confidence of his colleagues was quite
evident from his manner as the reading of:
the application progressed. ;,

" I want to look into it before I vote on it,"
he said. '"This has been sprung upon me.
It's a matter that should be carefully consid-
ered." . -'.;.•. • '

His appeal for delay, however, did not
strike a responsive chord in the breasts of his
fellow members, who, as events showed, had
come determined to railroad the franchise
through. :

" Tou have heard the petition; what's your
pleasure?" Chairman Raynor asked, and
Councilman Carhart moved that it be granted,
'' to get the question before the house," he ex-
plained, adding, " I believe it is the best V
proposition of the two. The compensation is
greater and the price of tho gas less." More:
was said by him along this line and when he
got through Councilman Stumpf said,.u I
second it." , . :

Councilman Lyon arose again to urge
caution In, dealing with so important a matter
to the end that Council may not be placed in
a bad light before the community*

"We have rejected one offer," he said,,
"and the additional compensation offered
here is not large. Besides, by holding the
matter open we might find others who will
make a still more favorable offer. I t is not
necessary that this be decided at once. I
havo a right to look Into this matter and
Bhould have had some chance. I shall oppose
this." ' ' ' • • • ' • ' * • • . •

Chairman Raynor, In reply, undertook to
set forth the advantages of the petition under
consideration over the application before re-
jected, and said that the interests- of the city
would be properly taken care of in tho fran-
chise ordinance to be drafted.

His remarks didn't satisfy Councilman
Lyon, however, and he again made a plea
for more time to consider the application.

" We have just rejected one application
niiil have asked for better terms. Now, by
sealing tbis to-night you give no opportunity
for any further nffor. You are not doing
justice to the taxpayers by granting this
franchise You ore going to advertise for
bids for a water-supply; why not do the
same for a gas-plant, I move that,this
matter be laid over for two weeks, when it
can bo acted upon at a Bpeclal meeting called
for that purpose." '. ••..'.'•

Mayor Pierson fold: " I second all that
Mr. Lyon has Bald. We can advertise, for
proposals for a gas plant as well as for a
water supply." .
