Visited In Turn.
Burglars visited Donville ou Tuesday night

and entered D. M. Rlghter's store, the hotel
and the passenger station and freight house
of the D., L. & W. Railroad. It is supposed
that they entered Blgbter's store first, some
time between 11:30 and 12:30 o'clock. There
is a window near the door of the Btore. The
thieves pried the shutters open, cut out a
pane of glass, reached up and sprung the
catch, raised the window and crawled in and
then opened the door so that In case of dis-
covery they could get away quickly.
