GAS QUESTION TO THE FORE

$11,000 CABS Aim $300 A TEAM OF-
FERED FOX MTU FRANCHISE

M Y TO BE IGNORED BY COUNCIL.

An Infirm Ordinance Granting a Gas
Sranohlse to the Dover Electric*
Ulffbt Company But on lta First
Beading— An. Attempt to railroad
through a New Lighting Contract
Falls-Ordinances Vetoed by Mayor
Plorson Pass-Offer to Boll Dover
Water Company's Plant Received—
Chief Bowlby Again Distinguishes
Himself,.Eto., Eto.

The gas question reached an acute stags
when the City Council on Monday night put
on Its first reading an infirm ordinance grant-
ing to the Dover Electric Light Company an
excluaivo gas' franchise on terms immeasm*"
ably less advantageous than were oontalned
in a proposition submitted by the Dover Qas,
Light, Heat and Power Company at that
same meeting. The proposition ot the latter
company, which came np first, BO that it
can't be said that the members of the City
Council sinned in ignorance, was as follows:

A LIBERAL PROPOSITION.

The report of your oommittoe upon our
application for pennl<sion to ooustruct a gas
plant in your city, made on the 14th day of
June hut. conoluded with a request for better
turnis. And, cnslderluK all the circum-
stanoes connected with the case, we beg leave
to renew our application for permission to
construct a gas plant In your city upon the
following terms and conditions, to wit:

We agree to erect, under the permission to
be granted, gas works of a sufficient capacity
to manufacture 80,000 cubic feet of gss per
day of twenty-four hours.

We further agree to lay, within twelve
months from the granting of permission, not
less than eight miles of gcu mains; thai the
sum to be expended In construction of the
plant and laying of mains thaU not 6s tut
han $30,000.
We further agree to furnish gas at a mini-

mum of sixteen oandls power at a prios nol
> exceed $1-40 net per 1,000 feet.
To restore all streets necessarily opened by

us to as good condition as before they were
opened, and, In default ot our doing this that
the city may do it at our expense.

To commence constrwtfosjrfjdant within
sixty days from granting of,franchise; to
complete same eo as to furnish gas m or be-
ore January 1, 1SSS.
We also further agree to pay to the city
i eaeh the sum of $5,000 within ten days

after the franchise or permission to open
struts, etc., granted by the Mayor and
Council, is aocept*4 by the company as Is
provided herein, and also to pay tothocity

this reaUy astounding proposition' did not
provoke discussion and the oommunloation
was, on motion of .OouncilmaniBtumpf, sec-
onded by Councilman Carhait, ordered on
file. CooDdlman Ijjon later •iplalmd to
the representative of the ERA that the rafer-
enoe to the payment of $5,000 cash within ten
days after granting the franchise escaped his
hearing; while Councilman Raynor, Carhart
and Stumpf were evidently of the opinion
that the motion passed at the last regular
meeting to grant a gas franchise tothe Dover

forfeit the rights and privileges of the rams,
unless a reasonable cause be assigned, etc

Next comes the price section ot the lot Wi
give it verbatim, with the explanation that
the reference to "thickly populated streets"
was incorporated in this section only after
the most stubborn Insistence on tho part of
Councilman Lyon,

" das pipes tt'.irM bo le!J in all thickly pop-
ulated streets In the city Uniitu and in all
other streets where Hit consumption of the
gas will be a sufficient remuneration to
justify the laying of the pipes. When the
consumer unee ou an average 3,000 cubic feet
of gas per month the Dover Electrio Light
Company shall furnish a meter free. The
consumer, however, slmll have the privilege,
of purchasing such meter at cost,
nail other oases, the consumer shall pay to

the company twenty-five centa per month as
meter rent for the use of the mBter over and
above the charges for gas consumed."

The next paragraph provides for the pay-
ment by the Dover Electric Light Company
to the City of Dover of the sum of 1300 on
the first day of October lu en.ch and every
year thereafter, during the life of this fran-
chise, default of sixty days iu payment of
which sum to result in the forfeiture of the
franchise.

The next paragraph provides that this or-
inance shall not take effect until the Dover

Electrio Light Company shall have Died it»
written acceptance of the eatne, which ac-
ceptance shall be so filed within thirty days
after the same shall have become a law.

The next and last section provides that
'hen pipes or mains have been laid by an

The suooessful launching of this ordinance,
which, under tlio rules, was laid over to be
taken up for final action at the next Council
meeting, was witnessed with a goo] deal of
gratification by Manager David Young, of
the Dover Electrio Light Company, who aat
among the spectators outside the railing, hut
within hypuotio range,

WANT A KIW CONTRACT.
The outcome of another matter which came

up in the course ot the proceedings was leas
to Mr. Young's liking;, however. It will be
remembered that at the last regular meeting
of the City Council Councilman Carhart
moved that an effort be madd to get bettor
rates for public lighting from the Dover
Electrio Light.Company. The ulterior pur-
pose of this was revealed when on Monday
night Councilman Carhart, of the Fire,
Lamps and Water Committee, presented a
report to the effect that the Dover Electrio
Light Company stood ready to enter into a
new contraot with the city to furnish
twelve aro lights of 1500 candle power at
$70 per year for each light, and 300 incandes-
oent 35 candle power lights at $16 per yesr for
each light, and $70 for each additional aro and
$15 for each additional incandescent light,
the oontract to be for ten yeara from time
agreed upon.

Ths report concluded as follows:
Tbs oommittoe find these prices to be

considerably Iowor than cities are paying for
electric Ugbts. The city started with 75 lights
and has added to the above number at dlf-
erent times and now has 169 incandescent

lights, not distributed as they should be, some
putt of the city not having any. With 12
aro lights In the business part of tbe city a id
aoOmcandesoent lights distributed through-
out the city, this would be sufficient to light
all the streets and at a trifle cost over wnat
ths city is now paying. The committee rec-
ommend to the Council that the old contract

i oanoallad and a new one entered into.
"A LmLBTOO FAST."

The instant City Clerk Baker got through
reading the foregoing report Councilman
Btumpf was on Us feet with a motion that
tbe old oontraot be annulled and a new one

1 Into, and Councilman Carnart
quits as prompt -to second his colleague's
motion.

Chairman Eaynor immediately put the
question and said, "The Clerk will call the
roll" (for tile ayes and nays), and it looked
for ail the world as if the oontract was about
to be railroaded through without more ado,
when Councilman Lyon suggested that a
matter of such far-reaching importance
ought to b* discussed.

"I understand," be said, "that tho motion
Is to enter into a new oontract for ten years.
Inasmuch as we're about to grant a gas fran-
chise, are we not going ahead a little too
fasti Here we are about tying ourselves up
for ton years, when we do not know bnt
what, by lighting the city by gas, we may be
able to effect a saving of hundreds, or maybe
a thousand dollars. With the near prospect
of a gas plant it seems to me we ought not to
dedde this matter to-night."

This protest, urged with coniiderable vigor
by Mr. Lyon, elicited a remarkablo response;

"It umt at all likely," answered Chairman
Raynor, "that the Dover Electrio Light
Company will give us lower rates. There
wiU be no competition for city lighting;, as
they (the Dover Electric Light Company
have both electric light and gas, and it will
be impossible to get lower rates."

This answer afforded Councilman Lyon an
opening, of which he.was prompt to avail
himself| and he answered:

"The desire' for gas was for tfcat very
thing; that we might have competition with
a view to lessening the cost for both public
and private lighting. As to thi» contract I
am not prepared to Bay which will be the
cheaper, whether gas or electricity, and be-
fore I cast my vote I would like to know.
The others may be prepared to vote; I am
not"

"If Mr. Lyon thinks he Isn't satisfied to
vote on this *to*ilghti" Counoilman Carhart
interposed, "we oould lay the matter over
until the next meeting, hi order that we may
find out what It will cost to light the city by
gas. I don't think myself, though, that we
will ever get cheaper rates than these.1

Chairman fiaynor professed to be of the
same opinion. Indeed, he went further.

The Dover Electrio Light Company,n he
said, "would Da only too glad to make the
oontract for five years instead of ton years.
I got these figures four or five weeks ago;
couldn't get the same to-day."

ThlB didn't convince . Councilman Lyon,
however, and ho moved that the matter be
laid over till the next meeting. The motion
was seconded by Councilman Carhart̂  and
