GONGRESSHAK PITNEY'S EXPLANATION.

Qrouudu TTpon Whloli tl io Controversy
is Baaod and the Efforts Wliioh l l a r o
Been Mado to Bottle It-Cli iof Points
iu Ulsputo-Canadn'a Couteutlon, If
Al lowed, Would Dfemeiitbor Alaska
—Other Po in ts of Interest.

Too very general Interest which attaches to
everything Alaskau warrauts the publication
in tbe ERA. of the subjoined article from last
Monday's Tribune on "Rival claims in
Alaska;"

Much contusion of ideaa appears to exist
concerning tbe nature of theAlasko boundary
contention between the United States and
Great Britain, which has suddenly assumed
greater Importance than ever in tbo public
estimation on account of the rich gold discov-
eries and developments ia Yukon basin. AH
boundary disputes between the United States
and Groat Britian seem to be 'interminable.
Disputes of that sort which arose from Ihe
treaty of 1783 are still unscttlwi, despite tbo
negotiations and provisions of the Xrcaty of
Ghent In 1613 and the Vebster-ABbburton
Treaty of 1813, both of which wore In largo
part designed clearly to define tbe boundaries
of the respective countries, as well of at least
a half-dozen other treaties and conventions
and as many International commissions.

According to tbu annual Message of Presi-
dent Cleveland for 1805, "tbe commissioners
appointed to mark tbe international boundary
n Fassatnaquoddy Bay, according to the des-

cription of tbe Treaty of Ghent, have not yet
fully agreed"; and In the Bame Message atten
tion was called to "the unsatisfactory delimi-
tation of the respective jurisdictions of the
Doited States and the Dominion of Canada in
the Great Lakes at the approach to the' nar-
row waters which connect them,"and "a joint
commission to determine the line" was doolared
to be a necessity for which Immediate pro-
vision should be made." And yet most per-
sons.had supposed that these ^boundaries,
which had been prescribed by the Treaty of
Ghent, and marked and described by the com-
missioners under that treaty more than'
seventy years ago, were established for all
time to come, or at least untiinicb time as all
Canada should become a portion of the United
States; .; ;.'.; '' '. , " : ; :'\ •'•

THE CHIEF PO1HTS IN DISPUTE.
In View of these and other historical facts'

which might be cited, it wouMnotbesurpris-,
Ing if the Alaska boundary controversy
should still remain unsettled in the evening
of the tweutieth century. It U well, however,
for tlus'generation to obtain a oorrebt ides of
t ie grouoda of the controversy, One, and'
that which offers the greateat dKHoultieo, re-
lates to that portion of the boundary iinej
which followa'the'contour of the coast from:

fKMtheruuiMt point of Priaca of Wales;
Island until It strikes the Mist meridian of
longitude at or near the aummit of VountSt.
Ellas; theother relate to the physical loca-
tion ot the Hint meridian, which forms the'
aastern boundary of Alaska from Mount St.
Ellas northwardly to the Arctic Ocean. It is
the latter portion of the boundary whioh
crosses the gold fields of tbe Yukon basin. In'
bis annual Message, dated December 3,1895,
the President dwelt on the Importance of
having' this portion of theboundory defined'
and marked as soon as practicable. Among
other things he said: ; ' , . , '

The ascertainment of a iriven meridian at a
particular point la a' work requiring much
time and 1 caretul observations and surveys;
Such observations and surveys were under-
taken, by the United States Coast «ndQeo-
detlo Survey to' 1680 and 181)1, white similar
work In the same quarter under iBritish aus-
pices ia believed to givo nearly coincident re-
BUI ts; but the surveys have been independently.,
conducted, and no international agreement to
mark those or any other parts of the Mist
meridan by permanent monuments has yet
been mode. In the mean time, the Valley of
the'Yukon'is becoming a* highway, through
the hitherto unezplorel wildi of Alaska, and
abundant mineral wealth baa been discovered
in that region, especially at or near thejune-
tion ot the bdundry meridan with the Yukon
and its tributaries.' In these circumstances it
is expedient,*and, indeed, imperative, that
the juriBdictlonal limita ot the respective gov-
ernments In thiB new region be speedily der
termlned. Her Britannic Majesty's Govern:
ment has toroposel a joint delimitation of the
141st meridian by an international comnuV
sion of experts, which, if Congress will auth-
orize it and make due provision therefor, can
be accomplished with no unreasonable delay:

..MR.'prri[ , j
Congress did not hesitate to provide the

money required, a joint resolution' approprif
ating f 75,000 for this object having passed
both houses and been approved on February
SO, 1890, When this resolution was. pending
in the House of Representatives Mr, Pitney;
of New Jersey, then and now a member of
the Appropriations Committee, delivered a
speech in which he clearly set forth and ex-
plained the grounds of the Alaska boundry
controversy, and showed wlmt had alrsfuly
been done. ' In' relation to tho southeastern
boundary (between Prince of tVales Island
and Mount St. Ellas) Mr.Pitney, anongotber
things, said:';.'. ' ' . ." ' . ; '".f".,; ',
' Ou tiie-Canadian Bide of the question two

claims are . made. In the first place, they
claim that, while there Ii no range of moun-
tains distant ten roarino leagues from the
coast or thereabouts, there is a range of moun-
tains very near to tbe coast ot the mainland,
and, that the line .should be run.there near
the coast, which would leave in British terri-
tory a large part of TaJm Inlet and a large
part of Lynn Canal, two great estuaries which
extend into the'interior.. This would bring
tho British possessions down very clo<e to the
op-in, and at the same time the American
teMtory of Alaska would bo dismembered,
and it would be impossible for' us to proceed
by land from one part of that territory to the,
other, without tho consent of ;the British au-
thorities. Moreover, the British Government
could establish fortifications upon tidowater,
could run a branch of . the Canadian Pacific
Railway to Taku Inlet or to Lynn Canal, and
could thus control those two great cntrancos
Into the inlorlor of the country, Tho second
claim on the port of the Canadians is that the
ten marine lekgups, or thirty nautical miles,
equivalent to about tbirty-nve statute miles,
which are to'be the limitof the width of this
portion of our possessions, Bhould be 'meas-
ured, not ; from the coast of the main conti-
nent, but. from tbe outermost edge of tho
archipelago which fringes tho continent. The
result of allowing' that claim would be to
throw the control of all these, waterways into
British hands.

, - . , MABK1NG TnH 1418T MERIDIAN.
Mr, Pitney further, explained that "tlio

Joint or coincident topographical survoy" of
this port of [the boundary, under the conven-

tion of 181)3 botwoen tlio United States and
Great Britain, had been completed and a re-
port signed by tbe commissioners on Decem-
ber 31,1895, but that tbe maps bad not been
engraved and tbe matter was not in a oon-
dition to be laid before Congress. Mr. Pitney
then went on to discuss that phase of the
question which relates to the boundary north
of Mount Bt. Ellas. Among other things he

Id:
"The second great question between the

British authorities on the one side and the
Government and people of the United State
on the other relates to the true location upon
tbe surface of the earth of the 141st meridian
of west longitude, and it ia to this branch of
the subject that this present resolution mainly
relates. In regard to that meridian no doubt
arises trom the language of the treaty. The
doubt arises only In attempting to mark upon
tbe earth's surface the location of the inert*
dlnn. That location is to be ascertained by
astronomical survey; not by the ordinary
topographical survey, but by observation of
tbe stars, end it is a very expensive operation
and requires a great deal of time.

Now, money has already been spent under
tbe authority of the United States Govern-
ment, and some, also, by the Cauadlan, or
British, authorities, for the purpose of oscar^
taming with Buch degree of oertolnty as
human observation permits where the 141at
meridian runs.. At Borne points along the
line both the Canadian surveyors anu our
own have made observations. At one point
—at the crossing of Forty Mile Creek—the
two surveys are only about six feet apart; in
another placs—at the Yukon River—they are
018 feet apart. The meridian has been located
with this approximate degree of accuracy
upon the principal water-courses which form
the highways by means of which miners and
other Immigrants enter the country.

It Is very desirable, in the opinion of the
Departments State, in tbe opinion of the
Senate, which has passed thla joint reaolur
tion, and ill the opinion of the Committee on
Appropriations, which has reported it to the
House, that this survey should "be promptly
completed by duly authorized cominiaafonera
on the part of the Dominion of Canada and
duly authorized commissioners on the part of
the Government of the United States; that
an agreement should be reached and monu-
ments should be set up atoll the. principal
points along the Witt meridian, in order that
settlors ana others shall be able to tell
whether any partloular spot' la in the' British
possessions or is United States territory. So
Boon as the principal points may have, been
ascertained by astronomical. surrey and
monuments erected upon tbe ground, those
points may be connected by lines run by: the
ordinary methods of triangulation.
