4 NEW PUBLIC LIGHTING CONTRACT.

Resolut ions passed Di rect ing the Exo-
out lon of a Now Ton Yours* Contract
—Remonstrance Wi th Sevenry-olght
Slffnors Tabled — Pol ice Ordlnanoe
Veto Sustained—Now Truck Ordered
Miscel laneous Business Galore. •

At Monday night's regular monthly meet-
ing of the City Council interest centred in
the muoh dismissed gas franchise ordinance,
passed by that body at its July meeting, and
since vetoed by Mayor Florson, and in the
proposed new public lighting contract. In
both these matters a subservient majority,
recreant to the trust Imposed In them, did
the 'bidding of the electrio lighting monopoly,
in defiance of theexpressed will of the people.

The veto message on the subject of the gas
franchise ordinance, 'which was published
exclusively in the ERA of July 25, was read
by City Clerk Baker and upon its conclusion
Councilman Carbdrt passed over to Mr.
Baker a paper containing an excossivoly
turgtd alleged justification of the course of
the aforesaid subservient majority, which
was as follows 1

'The committee notice In the Inns EIU of July
23,1807. the Mayor's veto message ot very near
three columns and as it Is quite' mlBletdlng they
think proper to call the attention of the citizens
of Dover to some of the facts, in regard to this
matter. ' - ,

' The Dover Qas, Light. Heat and Power Com-
pany, compoaed mostly of New York capitalists
and not interested In the city of Dover, excepting
to make aN tney uowu out ot thu ut^, titum Ui
Dover about the Drat ol January and made appll
cation for a franchise to lay pipes and etartacas
plant. Their representative Informed sevrral par-
ties that if they had to pay any money for tho
franchise they did not want It as In such a small
town it was'imposslble to make any money In the
gas business and pay. for the franchise Theydld
finally offer .the former Council I'M for twenty
years for the franchise without limit At the first
meeting of the Council the ordlnanoe was pre-
sented and a minority of the Council waa In favor
of Krantlug the franchise without receiving a dol

jjforlt
"As soon as the new Council was organized they

submitted an ordinance to the committee to have
the Oouncll pass and hi this ordinance they agreed
to 'pay I'M for twenty years and charge their
customers Cl.fll per thousand cubic feet with a
reduction of Illteen oenta per thousand If their
customers paid their bills promptly. Their repre-
sentatlvt informed1 the oommlttM they could not
pay any more money for the f ranchiaa,

" In regards to the interests of the city, which
the Mayor In his veto menage thinks cannot be
frosted ID the hands of the Dover Electrio Light
Company the committee do not agree with his
honor, knowing that they are business men of this
'city that own about all the stock of the company
they would rather take the chance of a home com
pany using honest meters than take any risk ot an
outatde company even If they were incorporated
under the State law*

"In regards to the clause of the ordinance the
Mayor in his veio message thinks U Inconsistent
and oontiaoictory the section is almost each word
for word the same as was contained in an ordl
nafloe handed them to have passed by the Dover
Qas. Light, Heat and Power Company or their
oounnl.

"These are a few of the reasons why the com-
mittee are In favor of the ordinance pssainc over
the Mayor's veto:

The city receives more money; the consumers
gets gas at S9 cents per thousand less than was
offered by the other company Pipes to be laid
In all thickly populated streets, that tho Dover
Qas, Light, Heat and Power Company did not
agree to lay In any street in orijrlnal ordinance
and the principal reason would be they think that
the Dover Electrio Light Company offering the
city by far the best terms for the franchise and
the franchise having been granted to them by a
vots of Council standing three to one in favor ol
accepting their petition It would not be a fair and
just business transaction at this late day to cancel
an agreement passed by the Council and the oom
mlttee thinks should be sustained.

BUSINESS W5«'B RIMOHSTRANOE.
When the foregoing had been read Mr

Baker informed Chairman Raynor that there
had been handed to him a remonstrance
against the proposed enactment of the gas
ordlnanoe, and a whispered colloquy ensued.
Chairman Raynor wanted the remonstrance
to come up later, while Mr Baker argued,
solfo wee, that the romonstrance ought to bo
considered in connection with the veto. The
whispering hack and forth lasted several
minutes when Councilman Lyon put a stop
to it by Baying:

" In justice to the people of Dover and in
order that we may have as much light as
possible on this question before it is put, and
inasmuch as the committee ban set forth tfteir
side in a long letter, I ask that tho remon
Btrance toe r6ad. It contains tho names of the
principal business men of Dover and it would
he nothing more than an act of justice to
have the remonstrance road before taking
further action in the matter."

Chairman Itaynor's reply to this was, "The
Clerk will read the remonstrance," upon
which the following was read
To the City Council of Dover

Gentlemen:—Wo, tho subscribers, being of
opinion that the granting of a gas franchise
to tbe Dover Electrio Light Company by the
ordinance now before you, and which has
been vetoed by Mayor Fierson, and upon the
conditions now contained in said ordinance,
is against tho best interests of the city at
large, do hereby respectfully petition you
not to pass such ordinanco oxcept upon tho
best possible terms for the city, avnllablo
'rom a.iy source an'I with tho more dr-flnito
conditions, restrictions and safeguards sug
gested by the Mayor's veto embodied thoro-
