Some Things Abont Stanhope.
"I came to Stanhope with my father in

1B3G," writes on elderly correspondent to the
Eagle, " when he came to erect the present
residence of the widow of the late J. Seward
Wills, below Stanhope beside the Morris
Canal. ' It was built for Jacob Lawrence and
in that day was considored a flua residence.'.
We had very deep. Bnow hi 1836, which is a
matter of record. A great amount of it re-
mained after the first of April. The grist
mill, where Drake's Opera House now stands.
was built in 18». The late Amos Smith
worked as a stone mason in' its construction,
and the late John H. Knight, his father and
ray father, myself add a millwright from
Flanders all worked as mechanics on the mill,
In 1837, tbe Mormon prophet, Jim Lane, come
to Staobopeand held a camp meeting In the
woods near the old boat yard on the edge of
what in now called Lake Musconetcong. He
had quite a number ot converts to the Mor-
mon faith, who were baptized in the canal
near where Julius Levy now has his barber
shop and residence. But a groat number of
the converts rackslid,. Very, few remained
faithful and accompanied the prophet and his
disciples to Nauvoo, HI., and later to Salt
Lake City, Utah. At that tune tho Sussex
Iron Works were being constructed -under
Edwin Foil as Superintendent.

Bear Tula In Mind.
On account ot the special election to be

hold on September 28 next, there will be no
more naturalization papers granted uutil
after that date, an the laws of tho Stato pro-
hibit any person being naturalized or admitted
to citizenship within thirty day!, next preced-
ing an election. This, however, does not
apply to any applicant who bos already made
application and who may become eligible
during the saici period of thirty dnyfi.

Assessor Tlppott ltoports " ProarroBs"
—Now Police Ordinance Pro-

- sentod, e t c , etc.

A Bpecial session of the City Council was
hold on Friday night to receive Assessor
Tippett's duplicate, which, under the charter,
must be submitted to the City Council. The
first Monday in September being a legal hol-
iday (Labor Day) the meeting was called for
Friday night. Assessor Tippett was present
with bis duplicate but said that it was not
yet completed as the County Board of Asses-
uors had not yet met. There was nothing to
do but to return the duplicate to Mr. Tippott
and it was decided to call a upeclal meeting
on September 20, at which time, Mr. Tippett
Bald, tbe duplicate would be ready.

The fallowing motion was presented by
Councilman Stumpf and seconded by Coun-
cilman Carhart as offering a way out of the
difficulty in the matter of tne tost well:

" Moved that the sum of 1000 be appro-
priated out of the general incidental expense
or miscellaneous fund of the city, not other-
wise appropriated for payment of bills in-
ourrsd in making surveys, measurements,
borings sad otbur work for ascertaining city
water supply."

The motion was adopted by a vote of 3 to 1,
Councilman Lyon voting in the negative. As
tbe motion appropriates money it will have
to go to the Mayor for his signature.

In a communication from Foreman Boff of
Engine Company No. 1, read by City Clerk
Baker, the City Council was requested to
postpone tbe annual inspection until October
0, the day of the parade, this being the unan-
imous wish of tbe members ot Engine Com-
pany No. 1.

The request could not be complied with as
the annual Inspection is fixed by ordinance
to take place on the second Wednesday in
September. . . V

A communication from Chief James B.
AMick requesting lbs members of the City
Council to Inspect the fire department .and
review the parade on September 8 was read
and the invitation accepted.

The Board of Engineers in a communica-
tion recommend the confirmation of the fol-
lowing new members of the Are department:
John Hart, Edward Praed and John Roderer,
Engine Company No. 2; David Young, Frank
Praed and Robert T. Smith, Engine Com-
pany No 1. Also the reinstatement of N.
Martin Kennerup as member of Engine Com-
pany No. 1, and resignation of Fred, Batten
from Engine Company No. 2 ; and Fred. H.
Beach from Protection Hook and Ladder
Company No L ".

The board also recommended tho purchase
of eight rubber coats, four for Engine Com
pany No. 1, and four for Engine Company-
No, a.

The City Council confirmed the election of
the new members and reinstatement ot Ken-
nerup, and referred the matter of the rubber
coats to the Fire, Lamps and Water Commit-
tee with power.

The Committee on Officers and Salaries
recommended that a salary ot f ISO per year

paid to Chief James S. Helick, in quar-
terly payments, and it Was so ordered.

The question ot confirming tbe appointment
by Chief Bowlby of Edward J. Maloney aa '
policeman was put to a vote and Councilman
Stumpf alone voted to confirm the appoint-
ment, Councilman Lyon, Carhart and Raynor
voting^"No."':'•'.; .

Councilman Lyon submitted a new poUce
ordinance, which had the merit of being much
shorter than the one vetoed by Mayor Pier-
son, It was put on its Srst reading and will
come up for final action at the next council
meeting. One clause in tbe new ordinance
provides -for the appointment of a night
watchman by the City Council. Another
directs that the chief and other officers shall
be, under the direction and -control of the
Police Committee of the City-Council.

A request from Dr. R. B. Bryant for per'
mission to suspend a sign over the sidewalk
in front of Donohue's grocery store on West
Blackwell street was referred to Btraet Com-
mittee with power.

The Sussex Begiitar contained the follow-

ing articles ot local interest last week in Ita
review of ita files for the year 1M9:

January 10. The Legislature waa peti-
tioned for railroads from" Paterson to New
Torkaud from Morrijtown to EUxabethtown,
to get cheaper rates for passengers and
freights. The Morris and Essex represented
that it was not able, owing to the high grades
and length of then* road, to reduce'prlces. <

SO. Lively discussion in Bouse over bill to
renew charter of Union Bank at Dover,
during which it was stated that the institu-
tion was owned in New York by a person
who appointed bis own cashier, and that the
charter did not impose proper restrictions.
The bill passed January 31, with a require-
ment that directors should own shares of
Block, etc, but was afterward reconsidered.

February 15, The Boonton Iron Works,
having completed contracts made in 1847,
shutdown, and 250 men in the rolling mill
were out of employment,' and not lees than
1,000 indirectly. On 7,000 tons of railroad
iron mode lost year $50 per ton was paid for
labor,.

March. 4. New Catholic Church at Morris-
town, dedicated by Bishop Hughes,

2. Morris & Essex trains began running
on new time table. Loft New York for
Dover at 8 a. m. and 4 p. m,} running time
to Newark 45 minutes.

Arriving time of passenger trains not given,
but the freight train with passenger car
attached took 4,Y hours from Dover to Jersey
City. An accommodation car was run from
Orange to Newark.

Mrs. Martha Falno, aged 09, residing at
Kforristown, burned to death by her clothing
taking fire at a late hour iu the night during
a drunken debauch.

June 10. Dover had six cases of cholera,
and two deaths; a letter from thoro assured
people that the disease was wholly confined
to emigrant families and that persons wish-
Ing to visit Dover need have no fears ot con?
togion. •
