WASHINGTON, D. C., September 21,1697.
Much interest is felt hem In the Senatorial

contests In the several States, especially Ohio,
Bfarylnud, New Jersey, Texas and Iowa, for
portions of tbe legislatures which are to be
chosen in Iowu, mid New Jersey are to parti-
cipute in tho election of Senators.

While all Senatorial elections ore subjects
of especial Interest here, those this fall, espec-
ially in Ohio and Maryland, are particularly
so, because the control of tbo Senate from
March 4,1601), to 1001 may be determined by
them. On the Ohio election will depoud tbe
complexion of tbe Senate between thte and

>, provided a Republican is seated from
Oregon.

Bo Ohio is tho first to attract attention, he-
cause she way determine the control of the
Senate for the next two years, while she may
with the other States above named, control it
for two years more. It 1B not surprising
then tbat every politician from Ohio is eagerly

titiotiod on his arrival here, aud those from
other States are aUo the mibject of attention
when they put in an appearance. On the
States above named may depend the control
of the Senate during all of President McKin-
ley's term.

There are uowlU Republicans in the Senate,
'A'-i silver Democrats, 5 bilver Republicans, so-

iud, 6 Populists and 3 Bound-money Demo-
crats. The death ot* Senator George and the
absence of a Senator from Oregon leaves
the total number but 88. With a Republican
soated from Oregon, and one elected In Ohio,
that party would, with the co-operation of
one Populist, control the Senate. Even if a
Democrat were appointed to succoed Senator
George, it is considered probable that at least
one of tho Populists would co-operate with the
Republicans, thus leaving that party In con-
trol of the Senate with the aid of the Vice-
President's vote,

Tuirty-one seats in tbe Senate are to be titled
between now. aud March 4, 18iK>. Eleven of
these are now filled by Republicans, fifteen by
silvor Democrats, two by Populists, two by
illver Republicans, and one by asound-moaey

Democrat. It is conceded that the RepubH-
canH will elect Senators from Maine, Vermont,
Massachusetts, Rhode Island, Connecticut,
Pennsylvania, Iowa, Michigan andMInnesota;
the Pemoerata in Virginia, Florida, South
Carolina, Texas and probably Missouri and
Tennessee; and the silverltes in Nevada, Mon-
tana and Utah. With the Ohio Republicans
successful this fall, the Republican partv is
practically Bure of 41 votes in the Senate in
the last half of McKin ley'* term, and the sil-
ver Democrats of 25.

There Is reason to believe that the Republi-
cans may be successful in sending members of
their own party from Maryland, "West Vir-
ginia, Indiana, Wisconsin, North Dakota,
California, New York and New Jersey to suc-
ceed Democrats now holding seats from these
States. Should this happen it would give the
party an easy control of the Senate. Should
tboy.wily- wiu. in oue-half tbesp SUtea tbey
would control the Senate with the vote of the
Vice-President. : •••

It will be seen, then, that there is good
reason for the intense interest with which the
Ohio election of this fall is being watched.
Upon it alone may depend tho control of the
Senate between this time and March 4th 1890,
while upon Ohio, Maryland and a few other
close States wilt depend the control after
March 4th, 1809, to the end of President Mo-
Kinley's term. • ;

Therefore all eyes are on Ohio as to her
possible control of the Senate during the next
18 months, and on Ohio, Maryland and a few
other States OB to the control of that body
during the remainder of President McKlnley's
t e r m . - •:' • ' ••'- . " " •• "• • • • • . ' ' • ' .

Happily, the reports from all these* States
are very encouraging to the Republicans.
In Ohio there nuw remains no doubt of sue-
oess, provided tbe * members of the part? in
that State do not allow their good prospects
to lead to neglect of duty. They have some
very ahrewd men to deal with, and some very
unscrupulous ones, too, and between these
two they will need to get out every vote.
But if they di so, it is conceded that they
will win. In Maryland the Republicans are
very hopeful. They all stand now well In
line, and when the good round majority by
which they carried tbe Stite last year is
remembered, it is apparent that they have
good chances of success. Yet they have as
shrewd and unscrupulous a man to fight as
have the Ohioans, for Arthur P. Gorman is a
man who can only be beaten by the most
heroic work on the port of the Republicans
ot Maryland.

Advices from Ohio indicate that the voters
there understand pretty clearly the heavy
responsibility which rests upon them. A
failure to elect a Republican from that
State passes the control of the Senate into
the hands of those opposed to President Mc-
Kinley, at least until March 4tb, 18U0, per-
haps until the end of bis term. It is a big re
sponsibility, and It is well that the O&io Re-
publicans recognize it.

Shooting Affray In Morr istovm.
The customary quiet of MorrlBtown was

Dougherty, from Whippany, Is lying in All
Souls' Hospital, STorrlstown, with a bullet
hole through his right loir. Dougherty, his
brother John and' three others, all mill
hands from Whtppany, were acting in a dis-
orderly manner on Morris street, just below
Pine; when Special Officer Nutan.happened
along. There wore told to move on but the
men only swore at the officer, who thereupon
attempted by force to drive them along. At
this 4'phn Dougli>rty knocked htm down and

e#%g fell upon and beat and kicked the
prostrate officer unmercifully and finally,
seizing him by the legs, they started to drag
himalongthesldewalk. While being dragged
aloug Officer Nunn roachod for and drew his
revolver and fired a shot to scare the men.
It did not have this effect, however, and
Nunn fired again, aiintae, as he says,
between tbe logs of one of the men wlto was
dragging him along.' Had this fellow, who was
David Dougherty, held still this second shot
would probably have sped into apace as harm-
lessly as tho first, but Dougherty pranced
around to suoh good purpose that tbe bullet
passed, through the fleshy part of his leg.
Dougherty fell with a groan and h's compan-
ions ran away. . Officer Nunn secured help
and the wounded man was transferred to All
Souls1 Hospital. .Warrants were at onco
issued for Officer Nunu'a other assailants and
John Dougherty later gave himself up. Be
waived examination and gave $300 ball for
his appearance before the Grand Jury.

N'orrR While he was there a young lady
from Orauge, who was visiting Mrs. Norrifl,
bad occasion to take out her pocket book,
and when she subsequently left the room with
Mrs. NorrJs the pocket book, which contained
$7.80, an imitation «50 bill and other articles,
was left lying on a table. This woe Mul-
doon's opportunity and nieum and tuam lost
all significance to him. When .the owner of
the pocket book returned to the room and
found her pocket book gone she supposed that
Mrs, Norris hod taken it for safekeeping and
it was not until the next morning that she
discovered her mistake. Suspicion fell upon
Muldoou but in the absence of proof Mrs.
Norris was loath to make a charge ot theft
against him. When, however, Information
came to them on Monday night that UCuldoon
was In Dover drluking and Bpendlng money
somewhat freely, they concluded to take fltepo
looking to the recovery of the stolen pocket
book. So on Tuesday morning they visited
Recorder Gage who made oat a warrant tor
Muldoon's arrest, and hardly was the ink dry
when Marshal Williams opportunely stepped
in. The warrant was given to him to serve
and, accompanied by Chief of Police Bowlby,
he fltartad for Davenport's saloon, where he
was told Muldoou was. On opening the
saloon door he caught sight of Muldoon but
the latter was qnl'e as qulok to see the Mar-
uual and like a 'dash he disappeared through
a rear door, with the^Morsbal after him.
while Chief Bowlby started out the front
way to head Muldoon off.

This was Muldoon'i opportunity
and he dromptly availed himealfotlt Hurt
Hhouted " He's gone I" and Marshal Williams
got to the door in time to sw the flecfe«
prisoner making tor Morris stow*, opwbk*
he ran like a deer, with tbe Marshal in hoi
pursuit.. Muldoon, however, was MOO lot*
sight of, and Manhal WUUatns, yerj much
crestfallen, started back for Fort Own, But
he didn't give up hope of getting his man,
and just for luck he visited Mtlldooo's board-
ing house in Port Oram on Wedasatey morn-
ing, between 3 and 8 o'olock. Muldoon was
there all right, lying fully dressed on hit bed;
and, when Manhal Williams prortoned a j*tr '
of hand cuSs he meekly held out his write
for the steely ornaments. " It w u the first
