Local horsemen arranged two match races
at the race track* of the Dover Land and
Driving Park Association on Saturday after-
noon. As it was a very cold day and the
wind was blowing a gale, only about one hun-
dred and fifty were present when the first
race was called at two o'clock. The judges
were William Cook and L. D. Querln, of
Morristown, and James Gardner, of this city.
L, 1) Querin acted as starter.

Tbe fl'st event was a three-cornered race.
In which were entered 3overnor, owned by
H. C. Newkirk; Little 81ms, owned by Her-
man Holler; and Lucy B.,,owned by Robert
Smith. After scoring several times tbe
horses got oil well together, with Little Sims
ttolng good at tbe pule. At the eighth pole
Governor and Lucy B. left their feet and be-
fore their drivers could get I hem going again
Little Sims had taken a good lead, which he
kept throughout the heat, winning easily In
3:44X. Governor cams under the wire sev-
eral lengthB ahead of Lucy B. t who was act-
ing very badly.

In this heat Luoy B., with "Bill" Emory

holding the ribbons, seemed to be a different
horse. Taking the lead at the Blurt she kept
It until tbe heat was over, with Governor and
Mttle Sims trailing along behind.

THIRD BEAT.
After scoring twice the horses came down

together and tbe starter said "go," but as
Little Sims left his fe«t be rang the hell.
Deoker, who was driving Governor, and

-round the track. At the half they were
told It was no hea*, as LI1 tie SlmB did not go,
hut this did not Batlsfy them and after Btop-
1'lng and talking for a few seconds they drove
on and finished the mile.

GOOD IDEA TO BORROW.
I l l* That or HBLVIBS; tkm Oslellil Drafter

of Bills.
One of tbe minor features of the Eng-

lish legislative system might with pro-
priety and profit be reproduced in the
state and national legislatures of Amer-
ica, says the KanBas City Journal.
Every measure, before it Is brought
before the bouse of commons, is sub-
mitted to the examination of tbe official
drafter of bills. Tbls official Is a man
well versed In the history of law and
lawmaklng, a, constitutional lawyer of
high rank. He examines the bill, points
out anything In it' that is in conflict
with the constitution, elucidates ob-
scurities and Indicates omissions and
redundancies. More than thai, he will,
on request, draft any measure which
• (number may dtdt* to bring before
th» fcowtY". * '< ; • • '- - . . - -,

The result of this is a wonderful
economy of the tin* of <o» parliament
and of th« eonrU. Unconstitutional
bills are often killed by the band of the
bill drafter, and all measures anbmit-
ted to the legislative body are clear
In Import and fall, yet concise, In form.
vVe need something of tbls kind here.
Excellent measures are not seldom the
offspring of the brains of men who are
not trained constitutional lawyers, and
they fall of enactment, or of enforce-
ment if enacted, on-accountof technical
blemishes, which might easily be re-
moved. The records of our legislators
and courts are full of the obituaries of
such laws. "The appointment of a cap-
able drafter of bills to aid legislators
In the preparation of prospective laws
would enable each measure to stand or
fall squarely on Its merits. Irrespective
of considerations merely technical. '

MOBRIS COUNT! COURTS.

Civil and Criminal Cases Disposed of
and sentences Imposed.

Judge Cutler sat in the Circuit Court on
Monday last to hear the case of Francis J.
Blanunard against tbe Morristowa Gas Light
Company, which had been certified down to
him by Chief Justice Megle. This was an
action brought by the plaintiff to recover1

damages for injuries sustained by failing over
an obstruction placed in the sidewalk of Cole
avenue, Morristown, by the defendants. The
defendants denied liability for tbe accident on
the ground that there was no obstruction in
the walk, and that if tbe plaintiff was Injured
it waa because of her own negligence. The
jury evidently did not take this view ot the
case for, after deliberating all night, they
rendered a verdict in favor of the plaintiff
for t&00 with costs.

The Court of Quarter Sessions has been
busily engaged during tbi past week in dis-
posing of the criminal cases In which Indict-
ments were found by the Grand Jury at its
recent session. The following have been tried:

Norman Miller, of Boonton, Indicted for as
assault and battery upon James Sfcane, was
acquitted of the charge, having acted In self
defense. Charles SUUwoll, jr., appeared as
counsel for the accused. * •

David Dougherty and James Dougherty, of
Morristown, indicted for an assault and bat;
>ery upon Officer David Nunn of that place,
were convicted of the charge and sentenced
to imprisonment in the county jail for ten
dayB and to pay a fine af $60 and costs eacK

Alfred Con way, of Morristown, who was
Indicted for having maintained a disorder)/
house in the saloon kept by him at that place,
by permitting gambling to be carried oh, re-
tracted his former plea of not guilty entered
by him and pleaded non vult. Conway has
sinob been sentenced by the court to a term
of three months' imprisonment in the county .
jail and to pay a fine of 9180 and cos's.

Samuel J. Ritchie, charged with having
brokenand enteredairelght caratPortMoc-
rls and Bteallng therefrom a crate of eggs,
entered a plea of guilty to the charge and was
immediately sentenced to a term of two years'
In State prison. Ritchie, it seems, is .a pro-
fessional crook who was but recently relea«d .
from State prison after serving a sriutenoa
for highway robbery. He is also wanted In
Ottumwa, Iowa, for complicity in a bank
burglary at that place.

Richard Binder, of Hibernla, charged with
malicious mi chief, In having poisoned'a lot
of chickens belonging to John Slmolaski,
was acquitted, the State failing to
show that the chickens had died as the result '
of poison administered to them or that the de-
fendant had any connection with the ease.

'William B. Bray, an old and rssoec'ea resi-
dent of Mine HU1, in business In Dover, d M
st his home on Wednesday ennlng, at fight
o'clock, after an illness. of several months,
although confined to his home only two
weeks. Mr. Bray, who wsa bom st St.
Blaise, Cornwall, England, In 1834, came to
this country about forty-five years :ago, lo-
cating first in Michigan, whare:.he remained
for about twelv> years, whsn be removed to
Morris county, where ne lived in the vicinity
of Mine Hill ever since. He wai at one time
connected with the old Jackson Bill mine, at
Irondsle, and for a time was supsriatandent'
of iron mines at Ijake Champlaln, m Kew
York State, Mr. Bray was one of the charter
members of the Mine Hill Presbyterian
Church and all his life took a deep interest
in church work. For the past four years
Mr. Bray has carried on > coal, wood and
feed business on Bergen street in this city.
During July he complained of feeling bad,'
but did not think anything serious, was the
matter with him until about two weeks ago,
when he went to New Terk and consulted
Dr. McBorney, who told him that bs was
suffering from a tumor of the liver' and that
nothing could be done for him. He then took
to his room and did not laave it nnUl his
death'. In 1862 Mr. Bray was united in
marriage to Miss Mary Ann Thomas, daugh-
ter of the Rev. Mark Thomas, "of Illinois,
who with six children, William Bray, of
Nevada; George Bray, of New York, and
Oscar, Elmer and the Stlssea Kll̂ antttl mnA

Effie Bray, survive him. The funeral will
be held from the Mine Hill Presbyterian
Church on Sunday afternoon at two o'clock.
The funeral service will be conducted by the
pastor, the Rev. F. M. Todd, who will be
assisted by'the Rev. A. M. Harris, of Port
Oram, and the Rev. Dr. W. W. Halloway, of
this city. Interment in the Orchard street
cemetery.

State Board o t Taxation.
The State Board of Taxation will hold a

session at the Court House, Morrlatown, at
10;SO a. m., on Thursday,December 2, for tfce
purpose of hearing complaint* of taxpayers
from excessive.!or unjust. assessmenta. Ap-
peals may be brought before the Htate Board
of Taxation at this session by fUlag with the
clerk of tbe board an appeal and serving a
copy of the same with a notice in writing
upon the clerk or attorney of the taxing! dis-
trict where the property is situate. Such
appeals must be presented, to the board at
lea t three days before the time designated
in the notice for hearing.
