Bonrol of Health.
The Board of Health, at its regular monthly

meeting on Monday night, again concerned
itself with Dr. George O. Cummlns's alleged
failure to promptly report a second case ol
scarlet fever which broko out in a family
already quarantined. This matter, it was
thought, had been settled at a recent special
meeting of the board, when it was decided to
ibandon the suit begun before Recorder
3age by Health Inspector Blake on Dr. Cum-
nins agreeing to pay the costs. When It came
•»'paying the costs, however, Dr. Cummins
found that he was expected to pay, besides
the statutory charges of the Recorder, a
charge of 15 made by City Attorney Neigh-
bour for prosecuting the case. This Dr. Cum-
mins refused to do, and on this state of affairs
being reported to the board on Monday night
that body voted unanimously to direct Be-
corder Otsge to reinstate the suit

The board alto had a bone to pick with Re-
corder Gage for his alleged leniency In let-
ting off Mrs, Amanda Davenport with a fine
of only 15 and costs when the ordinance pre-
scribes a penalty of $10 for the offense of
which she was convicted. The board desired
to know why this was thus and directed Clerk
Baker to ask the Recorder why he halved the
penalty.

The sanitary, or to be more exact, alleged
unsanitary condition of the south side school
bouse was the subject of a more or less desul-
tory, discussion by the board, some of the
members seeming to think that much of the
scarlet fever which has kept this city's Lealth
officer on the jump for the past year or more
was due to that school's alleged faulty system
of ventilation.

"How did the first one get the scarlet fevort''
asked one of the members.

I don't know. Who built the fence I" the
chairman answered.

The regular monthly report of Health In-
Bpector Blake told of five cases of scarlet
fever, of which only one was still under
quarantine, and' five cases of typhoid fever,
reported during the month, of which number
four are on the mend, and one had resulted
fatally. Incidentally the report stated that
none of the cases of typhoid fever had beau
caused by impure milk or water.

Owing to the many cased of contagious and
infectious .diseases, reqnirlng the almost un-
remitting attention of the Health Inspector,
it> was held by some of the members that
that official's salary was ridicuously inade-
quate. There waa no dissent from this and
the matter was referred to the Finance Com-
mittee with a view to effecting a cure.

A bill for 17.90,. submitted by the Dover
Printing Company was ordered paid, having
safely run the gauntlet of the PihanoeCiun-
inlttee, whereupon the board adjourned.

WASHINGTON COBKESPONDENUE.
WiSJUHGTOir, T>. C, Dec. 88,1897.

The farmers of the United States ought to
flnd their holiday Beason a very satisfactory
one. The contrast in their condition at the
present time with that which existed under
the free trade which the Republican party
has just eliminated from the statute books
hi very great, and every farmer will doubt-
less appreciate it. They have contributed
very largely to the exportations of the pre-
sent year, which are shown by recent figures,
of the Treasury Department as greater than
In any preceding year in the history of the
country. Of course, the products of agricul-
ture form a very large percentage of our
exports. Up to this time products of agricul-
ture form over 65 per cent of the exporta-
t ion of the year 1807, as they did in 1896. In
the month of October they formed 75 per
cent, ot the total exportation*. When we
take this into consideration and then learn
that the exports of the United States for the
year just ending will be more than a billion
dollars, it will be seen that a large amount of
money baa flowed Into the pockets ot the
farmerB.

A study of the details of the prices re-
vived by farmers for the articles which they
tire now selling, an compared with reoent
conditions, will be interesting at this clow of
the year. Since August, prices of wheat in
New York have hovered along the dollar
line, sometimes a little below, frequently a
little above, and the climax was reached the
other day in Chicago, when the price of
winter wheat touched one dollar and nine
cents. Contrast this condition with that of a
ihort time ago. On January 2, 18DC, the
price of red winter wheat No. 2 in the New
York markot was sixty-nine cents; on Febru-
ary 7,1806, it was fifty-seven cent; on October
4,1894, It was fifty-tour cento and a fraction.

Ohio medium class wool, which in Novem-
ber sold in the New York and Boston markets
at thirty cents, brpughtonly twenty oents in
January of the present year. Montana fin*
medium wool (scoured basis), which in No-
vember brought fifty-three cents per pound,
was worth thirty-three oents at the beginning
of the year. Kentucky and. Indiana unwash-
ed, which in October anil November brought
twenty-three oente a pound in the market*,
was worth but seventeen oents at the begin-
ning of the year. Lard, which in September
ranged as high as five dollar* and twenty-
seven cents, Is quoted upon February 11,1667,
at three dollars aud ninety-five cents. Mess
pork, which 1B quoted as selling In New York
marketa at ten dollars and seventy-five oente
In September, began the year at eight dollars
and twenty.five oeate per barrel. Beat,
which sold-ta the New York market* at ten
doll*™ and fifty cents par barrel in Novem-
ber ot the present year, is quoted at eight
dollars and fifty oents io the same market* in
July last,

In many other thing* farm price* steadily
advanced, and farmer* have reason to con-
gratulate themselves upon their improved
conditions. A reoent statement by Brad-
street's, in which it compares prices of nearly
one hundred different articles with former
rates, show* aa advance In November in con,
oata, potatoes, milk, oeans, pea*, hemp,
barreled beef, mutton, sheep, hops, eggs and
wool, while other articles:of farm produce
retained the advanced position which ttoy
had gained earlier in the year.

That all these things have had their affect
.upon toe fanner ami made hi* year a pro*-.
perous .one i> evidenced by report* coming
from every part of the country showing
enormous reductions in mortgage Indebted-

Thousands upon thousands of mort-
gages, hundreds of thousand*.In fact, are
being paid off .with the result ot a year1*
prosperity under protection and sound money
and hundreds of thousands of homes will
this year have for this reason as well aa for
many other* a merrier Christmas and hap-
pier New Year than they had known during
the period of free trade and its accompany-;
ing troubles.

Not only 1n the matter of increased earn-
ings do the farmers find their condition im-
proved, but coupled with this has come a
reduction in prices of many articles which
they must buy. Bradstreet'a statement re-
ferred to above shows a reduction in Novem-
ber in the prices of coffee, cotton sheetings,
tin, print cloths, iron and steel, coal and
coke, and many other articles for which the
farmer's money must go.

The farmers have reason to congratulate
themselves abo upon the change which ha*
taken place ID the management of then- own
Department of Agriculture within the year,
tfnole Jerry. Busk, Resident Harrison's Sec-
retary of Agriculture, was a real friend of
the farmer, and instituted a. number: of
schemes which have worked out to thsir ad-
vantage and which are now recognised a*
permanent insUtnion* ot the country, but
the workings of his Department were largely
experimental, and it remained for his suc-
cessor to reap much of the benefit of hi*
work. But President Cleveland'* Secretary
of Agriculture, Mr. Morton; failed to Improve
his opportunities, and seems to hare been
about the hurt man who should have occupl*d
this important position. Farmer Wilson,
however, immediately upon Us appointment,
pulled* off his coat. and has bad it off ever
since. The Department has< undergone a
transition and. more has been done in the
genuine interest of the farmer, of the United
States than was ever dreamed of before. The
new Secretary has pursued a vigorous jpoltay
in regard to the distribution of varieties of
seeds which will be cf some definite value to
the farmer; he has encouraged in every par*
ticular.the beet-eugar Industry; he has placed
the Department at the service of the dairy
intereste in bringing their, producta to tiw
attention of foreign mrTkiita, and with no
little success be is making: investigation in
regard to foreign markets ibr American cat-
tle, hones and other farm animals; be I*
sending all over the world, for new mods

•hlch will be of value. :to: this country, and
hi fact is doing every thing which enercy and
ingenuity can conceive and-which thorough
ortjauiiatloa and system, in his Department
can foster to materially advance the welfare
and business internals of the farmers ot the
United States. It is predicted by the friends
•f this Department that before President

McKinley'sfour years of administration have
possod there will bo no branch of the Govern-"
ment more influential and. none so popular
throughout the country as tho Department of
Agriculture.
