Mrs. Charlm
Conrad, who is a stater of the Struble boys,
and lives across the street from Ford, saw
him and called to the boys to nm and thBj
responded by running into tho wood house
and locking tho door. Ford broke down
tho door and was about to cuter when Charles
Conrad, fearing the boys would be hurt, ran
over and attempted to keep Ford from enter-
ing the shed, but a well directed blow on the
head from the base, ball bat), caused him to
fall to the ground.
