CHIEF OF POLICE BOTffLBY DEPOSED.

OQUNCIIXIAK STUMPF DEFENDS
HUE CONTUMACIOUS CHIEF.

In terest ing Session of tho City Coun-
cil— I'ollcu CommitLeo SulunlU* un
Adverse neporfc In tho Matter of tho

Sancho Panzo, were he in the fleah to-day,
and a resident of Dover, would doubtless reel
off a whole atrtng of homely aphorisms bear-
ing oa the Quixotic doluge of Chief of Police
Bowlby, who reached tho end of his tether
on Monday night, when the City Council,
acting on the recommendation of the 1'olice
Committee, ousted him from tils oIHeo by a
vote of three to one.

The reportof the Police Committee, telling
tho why and wherefore, was as follows;

"M-Wllful neglect to obey t ie orders ot the
City Council, lie Laving absolutely refused to ex*
punge from the police docket certain derogatory
and libeloua entries concerning a fellow officer,
aftrr having been specifically directed so to do by
the unanlinoua vote of Uie City Council, an order
to this effect having been formally tendered to
him by the City cierK;

•V>>»—KwlecMiu*.' tn patrol any part of tbo city;
"(ni—Spending uftwt of his* time sitting In police

headquarters and other places, where lie Is ndt
called by duty;

"CdJ— Using nearly a nbole day In taking a
prisoner to norrlstown aud returning;

"(e)-Dlsrespect to the Police Committee and
also to tho night-watchman and other officers of
the city, besides various other causes too Burner-
OUB to mention;

" Therefore we. the Committee on Police, are
satisfied that tne present Incumbent should be
removed for the welfare aud benefit of the city.

"Police Committee."
Councilman Carhart movod that tbe report

of the Police Committee be received and the
recommendation oontained therein approved
and Councilman Lyon seconded his motion.
Councilman Stumpf, however, was contrary
minded.

" I don't see," he began, "why you should
find so much fault with Chief Ilowlby There
is no cause whatever, He has always done
his duty and you can't find a thing wherein
he has done wrong. Yet you are all the time
harassing him."

Councilman Stumpf • plea In behalf of the
alleged contumacious Chief of Police Ml on
deaf ears; nor did any member of the Police
Committee deem It worth Us while to com-
bat his statements, Councilman Carhart'a
motion was accordingly put by Chairman
Baynor, when Councilman Stumpfs single
vote In the negative proved as abortive as his
plea and the motion was declared carried.

Turn disposed of the matter for the time be-
ing, but, just prior to adjournment, It oc-
curred to Chairman Baynor that It might be
as well to clinch the matter of Chief Bowlby'a
removal beyond all pendventura by the adop-
tion of a formal declarative motion; so the
question was again put, when City Clerk
Baker, by direction of Chairman Baynor,
called the names of the Councilman, with the
result tliat Councilmen Baynor, Lyon and
Carhart stand recorded as having voted "yes"
on the question of Chief Bowlby's removal,
while Councilman Stumpf baa a "no" record-
ed after nil name. This result having been
duly announced by tba City Clerk, Chairman
Raynor sealed Chief Bowlby'. fate with the
words:

"I declare the Chief of Police removed from
offloe."

Another city official deposed by the City
Council on Monday night was Biclse Com-
missioner Wilford A. Surnburger. i t were
mbre correct, perhaps, to say that Commis-
sioner Surnburger deposed himself, for by h'S
removal from the First Ward to the Third
Ward he lost his oommlsslonership Ipse facto.
But he did not notify the City C >uncll of his
removal and that body was first formally ap-
prised of the fact of an existing vacancy in
the Board ol Excise Commi'lionera by the
reading of the subjoined communication from
O. A Mann, who evidently believes that a
thing worth having is worth asking for. His
epistle read as follows: ' |

VTo THS Crrr COUNCIL or Dovia,
,"QIU<TLI«>S:-1 hereby make application to

your honorable body for the ̂ appointment as a
member of tbe Board of Excise Commissioners to
represent the First Ward of our city, a vacancy
having been caused by Commissioner Surnburgcr'a
removal from the ward he represents.

••Bespectfullr.
"O. A. Main."

This wasn't a case, exactly, of the office
seeking the man, but the Council let that pass
and the subject matter of the foregoing com-
munication was referred to the Committee on
Licenses. Later on, however, the matter was
again taken up for diicuoion, when Chair-
man Raynor suggested the lmproprle'y of ap-
pointing a Baloon keeper on the Boafrd of Ex-
cise Commissioners. Nevertheless he declared
his willingness to vote for Mr. Mann it Coun-
cilman Lyon, in whose ward the vacancy ex-
isted, would move his appointment. This was
somewhat embarrassing for Mr. Lyon, and his
colleagues, observing this, and taking their
cue from a curious twinkle in Chairman Ray-
npr's eyes, urged him to appoint Mr. Mann,
promising to stand by him. This was kept up
for a while, when it occurred to Councilman
Lyon to name William Gray for the position.
This was quite a new departure, but no one
balked at the name ot this consistent Prohi-
bitionist and the question being put, Mr.
Gray received the appointment by tbo unan-
tmouB vote of the City Council,

Tbe rest ot the business acted upon by the
City Council was mainly ot El routino nature.
Among the reports submitted, the mostinter-
eBting, not to Bay Btaitllng, was that of tho
Board of Engineers, in which it was stated,
referring to tbo recent lire In tho barber
shop over Taylor Bros', clothing store, that

"We have made a careful and thorough inves*
Ugation of the above Ore and from evidence that
has come to our knonledne wo havu come to the
conclusion that the oause of the fire was in-
cendiarism."

The report further told ot the resignation
from the Board of Flro Wardens of 0. W.
McDavitj and tho election of Charlos Chry-
stal to membership in that board; the resigna-
tion of Benjamin J. Wc9tervelt from Steamer
Company No. 3, and tbo election of Lsonard
Elliott to membership in Protection Hook
and Ladder Company. Councilman Carhart
moved that the part of tho report relating

to tbe alleged incendiarism be referred to tbe
Fire, Limps and Water Committee for
investigation, and it was BO ordered, and a
motion by him to approve of tbe rest of tbe
report was also carried.

Tbe report of Chief of Police Bowlby—he
hadii't been ousted when biHreport came u p -
told of ttirce arrests and flues imposed aggre-
gating $20, but a scrutiny of MB report later
on showed that be hod counted tbe arrest of
Mrs. John Lampson on two charges, drunk
and disorderly,, und fast driving, as two
arrests, wboreaa her arreft and that of a
vagrant made a grand total of two only.

Recorder Gage's report told of the dis-
position or the several cases of which mention
was made,and>nade mention besides of several
additional arresta, his total being Bvo, with
an aggregate of 129.08 paid In fines and costs.

Tbe renewal of the Insurance on the stone
crusher, engine and building, the amount
of the policy being reduced from t2,600 to
$2,000, was reported by Councilman Carhart
and, on motion, approved.

Two petitions for permtel6n to put up Blgns
in front of the place of business of Miller 8c
Co., on Warren Btreet, and in front of 64 Black-
well street, respectively, were referred to
tbo Committee on Streets and Highways with
power.

A petition for permission to put up an
ornamental iron stairway, about three feet
wide, to lead to the second story of the H. H.
Borry Hardware Company's building, corner
Blackwell and Morris streets, said Btalrway
to be erected on the east ride of >aid building,
was referred to the same committee.

C uni'ilman Carhart reported an offer from
tbe New York and Now Jersey Telephone
Company t-v place a telephone In the engine
house, and In the discussion which ensued it
was suggested that it might perhaps be bet-
ter to have tbe telephone plat-Cd in tne station
house. No cnncli'Sion was reached, bowever,
and the matter was, on Councilman Carbart's
motion, referred to the Fire, Lamps and
Water Committee.

In tlia matter ot the petition for the im-
provement of Park avenue, which was pre-
sented at a recent meeting of tbe City Coun-
cil, Counoilman Lyon, who is chairman of tbe
special committee to whom the petition was
referred, asked for an extension of timo,
which was granted.

To meet possible contingencies, the appoint-
ment, by Chief Bowlby, of firant Tuttle,
Charles W. Blake, W. H Heddenand James
Hagan. as chancenun, was, at tbe suggestion
of Chairman Raynor, formally confirmed and
City Clerk Baker wa* directed to notify the
men named of the City Council's action.

A horrible accident, which cost the lives of
two men, both of whom were hurled into
eternity without a moment's warning, took
place last Saturday morning about Qtty feet
west of the Salom street crossing on tbe Del-
aware, Locka wanna and Western railroad.

Tho victim wore Samuol Roberta, aged 45,
and William George Smith, aged 29, both of
Port Onun. Roberts and Smith had both
been employed by tbe North Jersey and Po-
couo Ico Company, cutting ice on Estllng
Lake, near Denvllle, and on Saturday morn-
ing they, in company with Borne half dozen
otbers who had also worked for that com-
pany, started for Donvllie on foot to get the
wages due them. Oa arriving at Denvllle
the party, was informed that tbe following
Wednesday would be pay day and they at
ouce started on their return home. The en-
tire party walked along the Delaware, Lack-
awanna and Western railroad track, being
strung out somewhat, and when they neared
the Salem street crossing, in this city, Rob-
erta, fmith and a man named Beth Robinson,
of tills c'.ty, werobringinguptherear. Thclv
path lay between tha east and west bound
tracks, but Juat as tbey pasted the crossing,
the approach ot a drill engine on the east
bound track caused Roberta', Smith and
Robinson to start across the west bound
track, totally unconscious of the fact that
train No. 95, speeding along at the rate of
between 25 end 80 miles an hour, was bear-
ing down upon them In the fog, the noise
of the approtchlng train 'being drowned by
the clatter of the drill. The fog, while it
bid from view tbe train until It was almost
upon the men, also prevented the engineer '
from seeing tbe men in front until it was too
law, for. tha shrill blast of the engineer's
whittle preceded by a fraction of a second
only the inevitable crash, by which Robert!
was hurled to one side of the track: «nd
Brolth to tbe other, while Robinson, more
fortunate than his companions, managed by
a quick leap to get out ot harm's way, though
be says he felt hla coat tails brushed by, thr
onapeedlng train. The train was at 000s
brought to a stand still and when the others
ot the parly, whose escape from injury
and possible death1 had also b e n ex-
ceedingly narrow, together with t in
train', crew hastened to where, the bodiss
of Roberta and Smith were lyi&g, both wire
found to be dead, their contorted bodies In-
dicating awful fractures of their limbs, while
blood Bowed from numerous lacerations and
contusions. Smith's clothing had bass par-'
Madly stripped from his body from tto waist
downward, but the appearance of toe'daad'-
body of Robert) was, if anything, tin more •
ghastly.

Roberta's right leg was broken In three .
places, at we ankle, and both below s a l
above the knee. His left leg'was broken
above the knee. His neck was alsobroksn
and bis lower jaw crushed, his upper, teeth
being broken off r-lco to the gum*. He sus-
tained besides a fracture of the skull, and
two deep lacerations of the scalp. ' '

Smith had MB neck and one leg broken, and
sustained besideB a number of lacehitlolM.1

Both bodies were placed on tbe train which
bad proved the instrument of their death and
on the arrival of the train at the Dover sta-
tion the bodies were removed .to the freight
house pending the arrival of Coroner C. B.
Gage. Here they were viewed by a morbid
throng, wblch was later dispenwd by Station
Agent Hunt, who 'ordered'all who: had no.
business there out of the freight house.

When Coroner (Age arrived on the seen*
the story of tbe accident was told by John •
Brady and Thomas P. Everett, who had bean
of the party, and after viewing the remains
Coroner Gage decided that no Inquest waa
necessary. The bodies wan thereupon r»-
movtd to the undertaking establishment of •
Thomas B. MoOrath, and later 8ml<h's body'
was taken to Port Onun smdwaa burled ia
