Second InMtnllment of the Story of
Tholr Travels,

TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 15.
On the Mediterranean1, near Malaga
The rugged outlines of the Afilcan coast

were revealed by the morning light Poon
we swung around to Gibraltar, the etlait
across being about twenty m les wide. An
enrly brenkfnRt wan nerved and the passen-
gers made ready to land A sort of ladder
xtnlrway of about twenty-five steps was low-
ered and we descended into Bteam launches,
which took us to tbe Bhore. A carriage was
in rffidinesa and four of us drove around tho
town and fortifications for two hours. Tbe
old SpanUh streets are very narrow, and are
wltho 't sidewalks. Donkeys with kegs of
WAUT, or with charcoal or vegetables-met UB
ut ovpry turn. The mnrkflb was attractive
wlttrfruttJiand uViwei-s, indeed flowers were
in bloom by tho road side. Monkeys pranced
*bout the high rocks, having in some way
crossed over from Africa. All sorts of queer
little shops lined the business streets Sol-
diers in udfoini wore seen everywhere. A
sort of m rangement to carry the mall up tbe
cliffs reminded us of the methods used in
stoi cs for change,

Roturning to tho ship we had an hour*'
real—and how much that means after nine
days of the vibration from that unceasing
beurt throb of the engine I It was BO restful
At one o'clock we Btarted agaiu. The Med-
iterranean la calm aud beautiful. Tbo tnoiin-
tulns of Spain ere'ln full view as we sail on
over the placid water.

About five O'I lock wo enter the haibor of
Malaga. The pilot and the health iuitpuct'ir
have come on board and we are free to land
AB I v. rite, at seven o'clock, there is a weird
and beautiful sceno from our port window
Almost undnrneath are tho row bolts'to
wbi h passengers aro descending on the stair
ladder. The deck around Is full 13 suffocation
and wo had to shut tho port hole on that side
because of the tobacco nmoke. The lights on
the shore and an the shipping are aluios'
enchanting toeyes that haves) long Been only
tbe dark orentod waves of » biundless sea.
We took tea In < ur room and enjoyed all the
surrounding*. Every one Is so good to Dr.
Stoddai d. Tbe obolcebt plan) Is reserved for
Jiiiu and there Is such geuulua Interest'In all
hb movements that we forget sometimes we
are so entirely among strangers. He seems
stronger tonight than snee his coining on
board. The other member of ,tbe party of
two has unbounded cause for thanksgiving
for the strength to meet the days iu they
come. Our young people go ashore, (or a
stroll, prolabiy. It means a noisy night for
this side of tbe boat, but we are anchored and
shall not "rock in the cradle ot the deep." How
much vie wish every one ot our friends had a
Malaga orange to-night I

WEDNESDAY, ,

At'five Vclock~ tbe preparations began,
breakfast over, ws were handed down the
stair ladder to the launches/an* at 7 o'clock
we boarded the can at the dock of Malaga.

It Is 110 miles to Granada, through moun-
tains and valleys and quaint old towns. At
Oodello we stopped a half hour for luncheon.
The ship had given each one a paper box
contain!)]*- vei-y nice sandwiches and the
.eatauraut furuUhed tea, coffee, hot milk, etc.
Then we returned to, our seats in our com-
paitments. Tou will remember that the
steam cars are called carriage', bepsu.se they
are really two lota's opposite each other, each
compartment holding eight teats, If yon have
pleasant company, all ia well. If not, you
are obliged to stay until you reach another
statto6, as there hi no passing from oompsi t-
ment to compartment, the doors opening on
tbe sides.

We bad a variety of experiences. First,
with a fsinily of six, who studied their own
convenience exclusively. The young lady (!)
whistled and talked llkea magpie. Theyoun*
man said Insipid nothings. It was a real
punch and judy ahow, to which the lads con-
tributed their part, and paterfamilias snd
materfamilias smiled oomplelsantly' on their
brilliant children. Then the men commenced
to smoke and when asked to open the window
to make It pleasauter for us they took pains
to see that It was closed at every trivial ex-
cuse, such as passing through a tunnel one
hundred feet long, eto. In America we have
moklng cara. Across the water one Is priv-

ileged to smoke in any class car, bat a gen-
tleman does not Urns entertain himself to the
dibcomfort of others. Howover, wo secured
better Beats aftrr an hour of patient endur-
ance. The cars moved slowly, enabling us to
bee the beautiful country with Its mountains
and valleys, its present homes and its old, old
towns. Nothing Is wry new in this country
—primitive plows, ozfn and donkeys draw-
ing tho heavy carta, Tbe snow capped moun-
Inic s supply water for their fertile fields;
llowers blooming everywhere, and fresh veg-
t'tubleB transported us into June

It was almost three o'clock when we reach-
ed Granada. Coaches ware in waiting to take
us to tbe Albambra. The Albambra hill U
2,ul» feet long, by 730 feet In its widest parr.
The old Moorish Palace of the Albambra
covers only a small poi tlon of the hill. Tbe
name means "The Red Castle " We stopped
at the Washington I n ing Hotel and had
dinner in a lovely.garden to the musio of the
guitar, Home of the old elm treea were sent
from England in 1813 by the Duke of Writing
ton. The great attraction is tbe Albambra,
built by the Moor*, and occupied by them for
777 years. The first Christian flag was raised
on the Watch Tower by Cardinal Itendoia,
January 3, MuS. We clambered up the steps
to tbo top of this tower and saw tho flag
staff. Also the bell that is rung Just as it
was 400 years ago to tell tbe people they may
irrigate their fields from the Vega.

On tbo Anniversary of the conquest of
Grenada (January 2), there is a festival nnd
tuo people pass around the silver tongued
bell. It Is said few maidens pass without

rlklng tho bell, which act ensures a husband
und a good one in proportion to the noiM
made, which, itneednotbosaid,iscontlnuous
und considerable.

Descending from the tower wo passed
around through tbo "Gates of Justice,1'
wbkh dato fiom Moorish times They turn
on a vci tlcal pivot let Into tho ground instead
of on hinges. Tbero Is an Inscription in
Arabic: "May the Almighty malo this gato
u protection bulwurk and write down Its
electionamoug the unpcrlshahlo actions of

ID just."
Tho Court of the Ambassadors, the Court

of tho Lions and tho other halls and rooms
of the rolaco have been photographed and
described until they aro familiar, yet the

exquisite tracery of filigree work and the
coloring need to be seen to be fully ap-
preciated. In different parts ore inscriptions
from the Koran. Con plcuous among them

" There is no Conqueror but Allah."
" Ood is our l.efuge in every trouble."
" The glory, the Empire belong to Ood."
11 There are no gifts among you but those

of God."
The Spnulbh government keeps the Alham-

bra In repair and it brings a large revenue
from tourists. Our present relations with
Spain made some of the party fearful of
Insult but we took care not to Bhow any
partisan spirit. In tbo streets of the old
town the balcnleB were filled with ladles and
the porcheB and doorsteps were thronged.

About six o'clock we returnul to our
compartments In the train and a Beven-hour
brought u1) to Malaga and our boate. Imag-
ine 800 of UB waiting on the dock, crowding
into the barges, gliding over the smooth
waters at 2 a. m. to the Aller, whose port-
holes sent friendly gleams over tbe water
Then the exciting moment of leaving the
Kunch and stepping ou the ttafr ladder and
asce'mitng to the deck. It was a thankful
top that crossed the threshold of more than

one room that early mornlog and never were
ship bells more welcome, than those (bat
struck 2 with the sweet refrain: "3 o'clock
and all's well."

THURSDAY, FEBRUARY 17.
A nap from .1 a m. to 8 o'clock refreshed

us; then breakfast, after which we walked the
deck, meeting friends who congratulated you
on surviving tbe long day and journey We
enj >yed the sight of tbe blue waters of the
Mediterranean The S era Nevada mount<in»
on the shore bound the horison with beauty
Aa the sun Bank in the west It revealed the
coast of Africa. We passed a light bouse <n
the oape in the evening.

mtDAY, rSB'VART 18
This morning found us In the harbor of

Algiers. About 7:30 the launches took us to
the shore. Two hours and a half of carriage
driving gave UB an opportunl'y to see the
modern town which Is very Parisian in Its
tendencies. The old Moorkh city is up on
tbe rocks, which have cells in thorn for houses
Tbe streets are mere alleys, dirty and full of
Arabs and visitors so that It was difficult to
get about. No room for vehicles.

One laiy had her purse snatched from her
hand but it waa quickly rec ivered. Another
lady found her ba« In some one else's band
and as it was fastened to her belt abe was
going with it but her party came to her
rescue. We did not penetrate Into these dark
alleys. We saw tbe Arabs enough in the'
streets, A call at tbe American Consul's and
at a private villa gave a little idea of home
life among European and American residents,
The suburbs are enobauU aly beautiful-
palms growing as ourplnaaaodflowersevery-
wbere | caoti, tall at trass with us. The
Governor's palace is In a vary beautiful trop-
ical garden. Tiwjmosque, with Us worship 1
pars—and its beggar*-%ive"an Idea of the
effects of the Islam religion. 'Tbe place waa
too sacred for shoes, so they allowed' holy
slippers to be placed over them so the party
could tread on the prayer rags [,

Some floe oranges refreshed us and we re
turned to the Altar for lunch and rest. The
afternoon was quiet. At six o'clock the
anchor was taken up and we put off once
more on the beautiful sea. J

QEXEItAZ. LEE'S CA.BEEB.

A l toprosentatlve Amer ican Soldier
and Man of Coarnajo.

Msjor-Oeneral Fltehugli Lee is a man al-
most without fear, aud a epleodtd representa-
tive of the American soldier, and tbo Consul-
Geueral to Havana not only under President
McKlnlev, but also under President Cleve-
land. General Lee's resignation had been on
file at -Washington several months already
when last November be came bnme and re-
ported in persou to President McKlnley. Yet
be went back to Havana with the seal ot
rfflce still In hia pouessiou, fortified by the
cordial commendations of the President, who
had received stacks of letters from repre-
sentative men in a'l parts of tbe country,
favoring tbe retention of General Lee.

It was In April, 1600, that President Cleve-
land appointed General Lee to tbe bazardous
position. The case of the ill-fated Dr. Rule,
of Philadelphia, gave him occasion to show a
firm hand in conducting tho investigation in
the face of the determined opposition of Wey-
ler's organized inquisitors.

Lee's grandfather was the famouB" Light
Horse Harry" Lee, of the Revolution. HU
uncle was Geueral Robert F. Lee.

FItzbugu Lee was the eldest son of Captain
Sydney Bmitb Lee and bis wife, Anna Maria
Mason, and was born at Clermont, Fairfax
county, Va., on November 10, 1835, He en-
tered West Point Military Academy at six-
teen, wa> graduated In July. 1805, at the head
of his class in horsemanship, and was ap-
pointed a Second Lieutenant. His first duty
was in drilling raw recruits at the Carlisle
Barracks, Pa. Then he was sent to the West-
ern frontier and became an Indian lighter In
Texas under Major Earl Van Dora.

In oneeno ,nnter Lieutenant Lee grappled
with a big Ind an in a hauoVto-hand combat,
threw his antagonist to the ground and killed
him. i

The outbreak of the Civil War found Flti-
hunh Lee back at West f oiot aa Instructor in
cavalry tactics He promptly resigned,' of-
fend his services to his native 8tate, served
Brat on the staff of General Eweli, then' aa
Lieutenant-Colonel of the First Virginia
Cavalry, under J. B. B. Stuart, whom be ao-
companled on bis famous raid around Mo-
Clellau's army In front of Richmond,

On tbe promotion of Stuart, Lee was chosen
Colonel, and later Brigadier-Genera! under
Stuart. In 1U83 the cavalry of the Army of
Northern Virginia was divided into two di-
vi<low, commanded nep°ctively by Generals
Wade Hampton aud Fitahugh Lee. Shortly
after the'death of Stuart, Lea succeeded
Hampton as Commander of toe cavalry of
the Army of Northern Virginia, with the rank
of Major-General.

At Winchester, September 19,1884, be had
three horses killed under aim and was severely
wounded.' The last fighting done1 by ska
Army of Northern Virginia waa ttw cavalry
h b d d b r i h h L r I U

W r y » , t r a r I U a ,
a few miles from Appomattox, os April 8,
IMS. when the Confederates were saeosssfal
In driving back the Federal cavalry division
of Genera! Crook. Then Sheridan and Ord
came up and ended the hopeless struggle, sad
tbe next day Great and Robert E.;Lse settled
the Wrmsof the surrender. ' - >•"

The personal friendship between General '
Fitahugh Lee and President Cleveland dated
from tbe tatter's flnt Inauguration, March 4,
lfltlfi. Let headed ths division of Cootkern
military organisations in tbe procession, and
throughout the whole length ot Feamsylvaaii
avenue be was eke-red with greater anthosl-
earn than any ot tbe other noted men whom
too public recognised. " ' '

A similar demonstration occurred la New
York city four years later, when Las rod* sip
Fifth avenue, leading the yellow-plumed Vir-
ginia Troopers, to the stirring tune of "Dixie,"
in the Washington Centennial panda On
both these occasions, by t te way, he sat la
the Identical saddle which his uncle, General
Robert E. Lea, had used on his familiar grsiy
war bone, Traveller.

Tbe day after the inauguration General
Lee called upon President Cleveland by
•pedalInvitation. ThefriendshlpUiuformed
ripened into an intimacy, which from 'that
day' to this has remained unbroken. That
same year Geueral Lee was elected Governor
of Virginia. Eight yean afterward, when
Mr. Cleveland was again PresU-n', heap-
pointed the. General: Collector of .Internal
