A NEW LIGHTING CONTRACT

TBE CITY COVJICXL
Oif UOSJ>A Y NIOJIT. ,

IT WEST THROUGH POST HASTE.

Contract for Five Tears Only-Bates
the Same as In the Contract 8et ABlde
by the Courts—Minimum Number ot
Lights 170 Instead, or 200 -To Be
cover a 9500 Penalty from Chlet
Bowlby-Usual Peti t ions, Communl
cations, eto,, etc.

In the matter of substituting another
publio lighting contract, for the proposed
contract which the Supreme Court of thiB
State recently set aside, the City Council did
not let any grass grow under Its feet, albeit
the existing contract, which the new contract
purports to set aside, does not expire by Its
terms until July 9 of the current year.

It was not until all other buslnoss bad been
disposed of that Chairman Baynor drew
from his pocket a bulky type-written docu-
ment, or rather, two bulky typo-written
documents, one of which ho handed to City
Clerk Baker to read, while he himself retain-
ed the other, and which proved to be drafts
of a new public lighting contract «ln
duplicate. As the reading progressed It
was soen that In two Important particulars
the now contract differed from tho one set
aside by the Supreme Court, namely, in the
matter of the life of the contract, which was
inado ilvo yoan InafcpaJ of ten, and in tho
number of lamps named in the contract, the
minimum number being placed at one
hundred and seventy incandescent lights anil
twelve arc lights, while tbe rejected contract
fixed tbe minimum number at two hundred
incandescent and twelve arc lights. In the
matter of cost per lamp the new contract
does not differ from the old, tbe chargo for
incandescent lamps being 110 each per
year, and for arc lights fOjeach per year.

Appended to the contract, and made a part
of It, was a schedule of maximum rates of
oharges to private consumers. Neither this
schedule, nor any other thing contained in
the contract gave rise to a word of discussion
and when the reading of the contract was
concluded Councilman Stnmpf arose to do
his part, which was to submit the following
resolution, which, as was only proper, some
one had tint reduced to writing:

KssoLVSD, That the contract for lighting the
dty whh electricity by the Dow Electric Light
Company nnler date of March 14, ISM, which not
lust lean nad to Council, be accepted and en-
tered Into by the dty with the said company.

This resolution was seconded by Council-
is* Carhart, and on the call of the roll by

City Clerk Baker, CouooUinen R.ynor, Car-
hart and Stompf answered "aye," where-
spot) tto resolution was declared carried,
Councilman Iflron, It should ban been stated

i*o«nu»lofUlinmAs a necessary oomptaroeot to the proposed
oontract, Chairman Baynor presented an or-
dinance designating the streets and other
publio places, in which the company is to be
privileged to erect poles and string wires. It
Darned • great many streets, doubtless all of
them, and concluded with, "and such other

as Uw City Council may from time to
time designate." The ordinance was put on
its first reading.

, IX-CHMF BOWLBY IK XVUHEHCI.
For a deposed city official former Chief of

Police Bowlby was very much in evidence,
First his regular monthly report turned up
among the hatch of reports, communications,
etc, read by City Clerk Baker, but as the
three arrests it told of had all been made be-
fore the'time of the ex-chief's deposition from
offlce, the report was received without com-
ment Later on, when communications were
being read, City Clerk Baker read a long
type-written communication from the ex-
chief, which, boiled down, was a refusal " to
consider myself removed from the office of
Chief of Police in the City, of Dover In any
and every sense of the word," etc, etc. This
communication nut with scant onurtesy, a
motion to table It being carried without a
word of discussion.

But if the ex-chief took exceptions to the
Council1! action in deposing him from offlce,
the Council also had a grievance against the
ex-chief because of the letter's, refusal to
consider himself removed from offlce, and the
presentation of the following motion by
Councilman Carhart gave expression to the
Council's feeling over the matter: .

Wheress, Charles V. Bowlby, who has hereto
fore exercised the office of Chief of Police In the
City of Dover, was removed therefrom on the
fourteenth lUy cf February last, and hss failed
within ten days after due notice of such removal
hsd keen given to him to deliver to the Police
Committee of the City ot Dover tne books, papers,
vouchers and property of every kind In his
possession or under his control, belonging to the
city or appertaining to such office, In pursuence
of such notice, and for such failure baa forfeited
snd become liable to pay to the city the sun
of law •

It Is therefore ordered that said penslbr of |9O0
be collected from ssld Charles W. Bowlby In the
name of the city.

Councilman Lyon being absent, and Coun-
cilman Btumpf being* a firm supporterof the
recalcitrant attitude of the ex-chief, it de-
volved upon Chairman Raynor to second
'Councilman Carhart's motion, which ho did,
and immediately put. the question^ which was
carried by avote of two "ayes" to one "nay."

The ex-chief was onoe more in evidence
when the usual batch of hills was being read
and City Clerk Baker read: "Chief of Police
Bowlby, for one month's salary, 160." This
bill, together with, the rest, was referred to
the Finance Committee, and that body deftly
cut It in twain, Bowlby haying been dis-
charged on February 14, making just half a
month for which, in the eyes of the Finance
Committee, he was entitled to pay. The bill
was ordered paid in Its amended form, Coun-
cilman Btumpf again voting "no."

A communication from a resident of tat-
ereon, to which the writer, one Georgo F.
Balmer, made application for the offlce of
Chief of Police of Dover, was read by City
Clerk Baker. Mr. Balmer wrote that he was
thirty years old, in good health, that he
neither drank norismoked, and that, if ap-
pointed, he would '* properly preserve tho
peace and keep a morally clean town."

Chairman Baynor explained that a pro-
vision in the charter requiring a two years1

residence' in' the town before one conld bo
elooted or appointed to an office dobarrod Or,
Balmer.

In a communication from C. "W. Blake the
City Council's attention was called to comer
oafing on Blackwoll street, tho places named

in tho communication being the corners of
Warren and - Blackwoir and Sussex and
Blackwoll streets, and tho sidowalk in front
of the Volunteer Corps headquarters. This.

communicatiou was referred to the Folico
Committee.

There were two petitions for permission to
remove trees, oue from L. C. Blerwirth, who
asked to be permitted to remove several trees
from the vicinity of Spring street and Ran
dolph avenue, and the other from M, Munson
Searing, who asked permissionto remove two
trees, which he said were unsafe, from iu
front of his residence. Both petitions were
referred to the Street Committee with power,

A petition for electria light* us follows:
one at tbe corner of First street and Byram
avenue j onoat the corner of Second street
and Byram avenue; one at the corner of
Second street and Academy street, and one
at or near the easterly line of the South side
school grounds, between Second and William
streets, was referred to tbe Committee on
Fire, Lamps and Water.

A petition from Henry E. Greeigrasa for
permission to place a sign In front of his
place of business, at No. IS East Blackwell
utreet, was referred to the Street Committed
with power, and the same was done with a
petition from Frango Willi for permission to
erect and maintain a fruit stand in front of
tho Morris & Essex Hotel, corner Warren
and Dickerson streets.

Tho report of the Board of Engineers made
mention of three fires, all of which, it was
stated, hsd been put out without the aid of
tlio fire department The report also told of
tlio resignation of Ira J. Coe and Feter E.
Cooper from tbe Board of Fire Wardens and
tbe election of Julius Hairhouse and C. Fred.
•Tohnson in their Btead, and the dropping from
t'ie roll of Engine Company No. 2 of the namo
of Lowls Pollard, who had removed from
town,

A recommendation contained in tho report
to the effect Hint tlio date for tlio annual in-
spection be chnngod, so an not to have the
annual Inspection come In conflict with the
Stato Firemen's Convention, together with
the suggestion tbat the selection of a day for
the inspection bo left to the Board of Engi-
users, was referred to the Ordinance Coin-
mltteo.

An application for a license to keep a bill-
lard and pool room and howling alley at 49
North Sussex street was on recommendation
of tho License Committee granted.

Councilman Carhart, for tho Firo, Lamps
and Water Committee, reported that com-
mittee's concurrence la the report of the
Hoard of Engineers In the matter of the
recent fire in John Kenstlei 's barber shop, on
Sussox street, aud the matter was referred
for action to City Attornej Neighbour. Tbe
Board of Engineers, it will be remembered,
reported that in their judgment tbe lire had
been of incendiary origin.

The report of Fire Chief Mellck told of the
fires before referred to in the report of the
Board of Engineers.

At the request of the Street Committee
that body was empowered to buy from 150 to
200 tons of ecrtenings at 70 cent* per ton at
the crusher, for use In making nfeet repairs
on Prospect street.

On motion of Councilman Carhart City
Clerk Baker was directed to reoommend to
the several boards of registry and elections
tbat they employ the chancemen in their re-
spective wards as special officers on election

Interesting Story of Their I t inerary-
Third Instal lment.

MONDAYS, FEB. 21, 1898.
A cloudy morning, but a smooth sea. We

started from Naples at 4 a. m. and during the
forenoon passed the volcano of Stromboli. In
the afternoon we entered and passed the
straits of MeBslna. The ship was a scene of
excitement as the passengers went from side
to side to view the rocks of Scylla and Charib-
dls—Scylla on tho Italian side, on the main
shore, and Charibdis on the Island of Sicily.
The current is so strong that ships make their
way carefully and, if possible, by daylight.
Iu the narrowest point the strait is only a
mile and a half wide. Tbe difficulty of navi-
gation at this point is familiar to you all be-
cause of the proverb: "In avoiding Scylla
you may fall upon Charibdis."

The winds blow cojii from the Bnow-capped
mountains, whose height Is about 3,000 feet.
Heavy coats were in demand and the little
dash of rain added to the chill, but the crowd
kept each other warm. The deck is sheltered
and we enjoy sitting in thenteamer chairs,
or walking about, when the sun shines at
noon. How much we wish all our friends
could share the pleasant things of this jour-
ney, while wo are glad they do not experience
its unpleasant part

TUESDAY, FEB. 22,1898..
We anchored in the Bay of Malta at 2 a. in.

Malta is about sixty miles in circumference
and is seventeen aud a quarter niiles long and
nine and a quarter miles broad, It is one
hundred and nlnoty miles from tho mainland
of Italy and two hundred miles from Cape
Bon, tho nearest point on the African coast.
Tho island has belonged to Groat Britain slnoe
1700, and Is tbo rendezvous of the British Medl-
teranoan Squadron. About 6,000 troops are
usually statiouod horo. The general appear-
ance of the laud soon from the seals dreary
and barren, but there are beautiful gardens
and the soil yields twonty fold. The Knights
of St. John have made Malta historlo but to
the biblo student it is Invested with a sacred
interest us being the scene of St. Paul's ship-
wreck. The cove is still called St. Paul's bay
—U square tower and a small church marking
the event and spot.

We left the ship In a large row boat about
9 a. m. and riding to tho railway station,
through narrow, but clean streets, we took a
train to Citta Vecchle, seven miles Inland.
Tallow dips gave light in the tunnels. The
cathedral 1B built upon the traditional site of
the bou*) of Puhlius, who entertained Paul.
Some catacombs of very ancient origin wen
also visited. The government of Malta is ad-
ministered by a Governor appointed by tbe
British Crown, and a council of twenty, six
of whom are appointed and fourteen chosen
by the local electors.' The natural and arti- .
flcial fortifications are no massive and exten-
sive that they seem to be impregnable.

WEDNISDAT, FK». 83,1806.
A quiet day on the sea—calm and beauti-

ful.
The trunks had to be unpacked to select

articles for the trip, to Cairo, as we take only
sufficient for the four days. It Is quite a
study to Oil your Btate room with baggage
and then find room for. the various articles
you select for the possible needs of a hotel.
The plan is to leave tho ship Friday morning
at Alexandria, go by cars to Cairo, spend
four days in that vicinity, return to; Alex-
andria, take the "Aller" again to Jaffa, and
from thence commence the lour to Damascus,
etc., of vhlch, D. V., the account will coma
day by day.

We have been favored with remarkably
good'weather and begin to be somewhat ao-
customed t» a sea-faring life. The sun shines
in our port boles almost all day and the deck ,
right at hand is very q'uiet aud restful. We
go up to the higher deck very often to visit
friends, but it is so crowded with chairs that'
we love our quiet nook. There are over 000,
all told, on board—850 passengers, needing
five cooks and a hostof helpers. The amount
of provisions consumed is enormous., Room
No. S has been inaderate in its demands, but
generally the people bare good relish for the
variety of dishesi set before them three times

STEAHKB "ALLIR," FEB. Si, 1888.

A very beautiful sunrise—a perfect morn-
ing. Writing on the hatchway with a party
of young girls. : At Malta our chief steward
purchased two poodles—tiny little white
wooly things. One of them has bfen walk-
ing about with me and seems to want to stay
beside'mo.

The first thing when we anchored at Malta
we saw a man in a little boat with a basket-
ful of these weo dogs. Ho held up one after
another for us to oxamtue and purchase, but
I have enough planned for time and thought
without tho care of a Maltese poodle.

Bailing on this quiet sea is a delight' It is
the first day I have been able to get up any
enthusiasm on tbe beauties of the dark blue
waters that are broken into foam by our
noble ship, which we are preparing'io leave
to morrow morniug at Alexandria. Had our
