STATEMENT OF RECEIPTS, EXPENDITURES, ETC., ETC.
"A cash balance ID the hands of City Treasurer Bennett of (8,910,63 ploa $2,107.08 to

the credit of the city on the Collector's duplicate, minus a charge against th» city ot a
year's rental for water bydrauta, and outstanding bills, (or the month of March only,
tells a story of a wise and economical administration of the affairs of the city by the
City Council whose terras will expire la two weeks from today."

The foregoing was published in the EIIA on April Id, of last year and applied, of course,
to the then .outgoing City Council, of wblch Fred, H. Beach was chairman. Comparisons
are odious, It is said, nevertheless the Em feds Impelled to publish in juxtaposition to the
ibove a statement of the city's financial condition at the clow of another year, u a lort of
ibjcct lesson.

The tabulated statement which follows shows in its first column the several balances In
the water, special water and incideut&l funds respectively at the beginning of the fiscal
year (April 1,181)7), the aggregate being 13,520.00. This gum, however, does not represent
the entire balance left over1 by the old City Council, as will be seen by the first explanatory
note marked with an asterisk, in which it is stuted that " the turn of $4,073.75 was received
from taxes for 1806,18,723 43 of the amount having been turned over to the City Treasurer
on April 12,1807,1' i. e., before the present City Council took office. By adding the actual
caBh balance in the hands of the City Treasurer on April 1, 1897 ($5,629.90), and toe oath
balance in the hands of Collector Horace L. Dunham ($3,723.43), which sum was turned
over to the City Treasurer in the course of the next two weeks, we get. a gross cash
balance of $0,353.83, with a water bill of $2,039.40 unpaid, which deducted leaves a net
cash balance of tu,(ll8.f>3, with uncolleoted taxes on the 1690 duplicate aggregating
$2,107 03, of which amount the sum of $849.82 has been paid In the course of the
current fiscal year, making available for the use of the present City Council from
resources jeft over by the old the comfortable sum of 17,408.25, exclusive of the amount
required to pay the water bill, with which to keep house until towards June, when
license moneys began to come in. What a contrast is presented by the table which
follows:

(The actual total cash balanw which rcnainsd In the hand* of City Treasurer Cook, after
paying the bills passed at the March meeting ot the City Council, was $8,858.40, the mm of
$4,534.17, given as the sum total of the several balancea, represents tt» balance which would
remain If all the taxes on the duplicate of 1WT had been collected.

While the foregoing tabulated statement will readily explain itwlf to psnoos familiar
with financial affairs of this oltv, a little elucidation will, perhaps, not come amiss. , >

Reference has already been made to the first column, which contain! three balances,
credited respectively t i the water, special water and incidental fund*.

The second column dives the appropriations u contained In the budget for to* currant
fiscal year, the total, Including the county tax, being $33,186.72, the appropriations for
clty; purposes alone aggregating 190,300.

The third column shows a total of $0,805.45 received from various sources, of which
amount, as'ls stated in an explanatory note above, the sum of $4,572.75 was left over from
the resources of 18110.

The fourth column shows transfers to certain appropriations, white the fifth column tells
from which appropriations these transfer! ware mad*.

The sixth column gives the sums which, would have been available with the entire
duplicate of 1807 (t%,800) collected, the total being •48,509.07, of which nun $7,095.72 was
paid to the county, as has been said. i *

The seventh column Bhows the expenditures, to date, in the different departments, plus the
county tax, the sum total ot the expenditure* being $39,873, or for the city alone, *30,«06.2S.

In lbs last column are given the respective (gross) balances, aggregating $4,&84.17, the
net cash balance in City Treasurer Cook's hands, after paying the February bills, being
$3,250.40 (see explanatory note above marked t )• . '

To sum up: As $7,408,55 Is to $3,859.48. to wen the available cash ranoros* in
April, WOO, Immediately prior to the coming into office of the present City Council, to
the available cash resources in the hands of the City Treasurer to-day, and with whloh
tho City Council must make Bbift to get along with until towards the dots of June,
when license money will be available, providing a' Prohibition Excise Board is not
elected at the coming election. •

The prospect is not pleasing. At the April meeting there will be presented a bill from
.the Elective Light Company of about $1,000 for three months'" public lighting. The
lighting fund contains a balance of ,199.45 to meet this bill. In toe special water fond
there is a balance of $240.90, and a claim against i i for the construction of toe test
well of upwards of 1000. The bills ot coata In Uie two oertiorari casts, whlen will be
presented at the April meeting of the City Council, foot up a total of $105 55, to which
must be added the bill of Joseph Coult, associate counsel to City Attorney Neighbour
which is as yet an unknown quantity; though doubtless running well, into hundreds'
of dollars. And here it might be remarked that the expense incurred by the fair*
of additional counsel was just so much money thrown away, since City Attorney
Neighbour was fully competent to lose both cases without assistance.

The bills fer election expenses, easily aggregating; between 1500 and f/800 will also fall due
in May, aud there should be a balance left In the city treasury to meet them, as was the i
when the old City Council went out of office in May, 1607.

These bills, together with current expenditure* for March and April, will easily foot up
(5,000, and how a deficit la to be avoided before other funds twcoma available, about June,
is a problem which the City Council will not easily solve.

A «BO,000 Tiro.
The handsome waiting-room in the Penn-

sylvania Railroad Company's station, Jersey
City, was totally destroyed by fire on Mon-
day morning. Good wor^aaved the wooden
ferry-house on the east, tho ofllco building ot
tho' company dn' the west, and the .'Adams
Express Company's pier on the north. Even
the passage-ways around,the waiting-room
escaped the flames. The waiting-room, which
was two hundred feet fquare, stood between
the ferry-houso aud the train shed.

The depot h closed after
Ibe departuro of the midnight train, and only
a few employes were- in the room at 9:20
o'clock, when vsmoko waB dttectod; issuing
from the kitchen of. tbo mtaurant. .The

HOTEL METEBPOIX, Cairo, Egypt, Feb. 25.
We anchored in the harbor of Alexandria

at dawn. After an early breakfaBt on the
'AUer" we once more descended the stair

ladder, this time into a boat rowed by an
Arab. Ee would step up on a bag on th*
tern seat of the boat and thus give himself a

good leverage and so sway backward and
orward in rowing. Meanwhile he was beg-

ging for " backsheesh." It was about a mile
to the Bbore. Tho railroad station was over
wo miles and our drive gave us a fine view

of Alexandria—interesting to us for many
things, among them the translation of the
Bible from Hebrew Into Greek by 70 men,
and hence called the Septuagint.

At the station we secured a very pleasant
compartment, our Arab guide carrying our
small bags. The train started about 9:30 a.1

m. and for about four hours and a half we
bad a most enjoyable Journey along the
mouth of the Nile, watching the peasants at
rork, the oxen turning the wheels to irrigate

the soil, the camels laden with immense sacks
and donkeys almost covered with their loads.
t was so restful to see t ie green fields, tba

growing vegetables, the quiet water.
The brick kilns reminded us ot the Israelites

at labor, the primitive plow, the rude wagons,
the beasts of burden—all made us feel .as if
we bad been taken backward In the centuries.
'he 130 miles passed, we arrived at Cairo and

the babel coinmenosd again among ths Arab
guides and porters. In due time we war*
shown into a carriage and driven to ttui
hotel. Two flighut of marble stain brought
us to room 88, opening on a balcony over-
looking a garden. Its high ceilings and it*
neat appointment* made us' feel vary luxuri-
ous after the cramped accommodations of tb*
ship. Lunch was served and .than w* drov*
around the town., Some of the ttarwts a n an
narrow that our carriage almost tauchsd tb*
buildings on either ride, yet the shops op*n
right on the street and th* bargaining d
going on with gesture and loud oonvaraation.
Our dragoman uked Dr. Btoddard if ha was
from California, and when he answered, "Ho,
from New:Jeney," th* man said, ^ O | you
come from very far country." ; , •

The newer streets have flue buildings and
beautiful shops. We had a dragoman to' in-
terpret.
