In accordance with tbe expressed wish of
the commanding oulcers of this corps all the
prisoners were set at liberty this morning in
order that tlioy might enjoy the Fourth with
the rest of us. Ool. Hine and staff and the
officers and men of the Sod BatalUon attended
church at the Presbyterian Church iu the
city lost night, being spooially invited by the
pastor. This morning dawned bright and
fair, but soon clouds began to appear and
about B,(M) o'clock it commenced to rain.
Guard mount was done in "double quick"
time. Tho weather continued showery all
day and most of the time was spent in the
tents, which made it very disagreeable and
an exceedingly slow Fourth for us fellows.
As this is a health resort there are no fire-
works of any Hud. The natives leave It as
qulot as possible for tho visitors and do their
celebrating at Christmas time. None of the
boys were allowed to leave the camp, as it
was not certain the parade would be post-
poned, but at !l:30 the postponement was an-
nounced and then numbers left for tbe city
where some of their northern enthusiasm
found vent. Early in the morning word was
received of Cervor&'a defeat, but it was
doubted by many. Near evening, bowever,
coonriuatloo of tbe news was received and it
caused great joy and enthusiasm. It certainly
afforded a One occasion for tbe oelebration of
the nation's natal day. The Wilson Battery
of this place fired a salute of forty-eight guns
at noon in a vacant lot near Main street.
Some of the boys brought a few fireworks
from tbe city and received permission to send
them off in camp and these, together with a
few displays by the officers, were all tbe
northern boys bad for the Fourth of July.

TUESDAY, July 5,1898.
We had the regular morning drill to-day

and were given quite a dose of doable time,
tat as It was cool we did not mind It In the
least. We were compelled to remain in ramp
so as to be on hand.when the call should come
for the parade. At about 10 o'clock a.m. a
large box of articles, such as towels, soap,
needles, buttons, pipes, tobacco, etc., wa. re-
ceived by the commissary department and
divided between t ie companies. It was from
the Daughters ot tbe Revolution. The cloud,
were quite heavy and threatening rain every
minute when at 8:30 o'clock Unorder waa
given to "fall in." We war. oomptUedto
take our ponchos along and had gone only a
few blocks when we wen compaUsdto put
them on ami proceed In that manner dorms;
the rest ot the parade, as tiiarainf.il steadily.
Tbe streets were crowded but there were not
so many In the city as yesterday. The New
Jersey Regiment and Torrey's Bough Rider,
got the moat applause along the line. The
poncho, an just long enough to permit the
rain to run down the top of our leggings and
from that our feet were drenched. Accord-
ing to orders a two-grain quinine pill wai
given to every man In our regiment, but
some of the boys did not take them and are
DO WM-ae oft than those whodid. The officers
are always on the lookout for the health of
their boys and do their utmost for their com-
fort The parade was without any extra
happenings.

WaDirasDAT, July 6,1898.
No drills this morning as onr clothing bad

to be put on the Use to-day. Anothershoirer
oame upon us about noon with severe thun-
der and lightning, and it continued showery
all day, reminding us of the time put In at
Sea Girt. Many ot the boys went to the jail
this morning at 10 o'clock, and witnessed tbe
hanging of a negro, which was made public
owing to the desire ot so many to see it. He
died gamely. The execution was taken by
the Mograp", which was placed in a position
to record every move.

The supply list waa taken again to-night
for the next three months but the hoys
not ordering much, so as to have a good re-
bate at the time ot closing their time. Gen.
Lee kept the telegraph wires busy yesterday
in making arrangements for keeping our
brigade tn the 7th Army Corp. instead of
transferring it to the corps that if soon to
leave Tampa for Cuba, and he finally suc-
ceeded, so we are likely to remain here for
awhile jot. The officers think our dartiua-
tlon will be Fort Rico and then back tor the
grand attack on Havana. All the folks down
here are surprised at the heat experienced In
the north, as it is higher than it 1B down here.
We feel sorry for our friends in the north.
Capt Petty brought one of Pearson's war
pictures, No. 7, and discovered that the pic-
tare of " Taking the Oath " was t ie right of
our line during the swearing in at Sea Oirt
It was a first-class picture.

ceived by Col. Hino that the recruiut were a
certain distance from the city. Then, headed
by the drum corps, they proceeded to the
depot to act as escort. They arrived about
2 o'clock and quickly falling in, after a hand-

shake with soino of their friends, started
through the city for the camp. But they
seoinod to bo doomed to a. taste of the rainy

reather of Florida, for just before they
reached camp the rain came down In torrente
ami they were a sorry lob by the time the
company streets wore reached. But the
othor fellows looked* after them in good shape
and supplied them with dry clothes, as they
could stand this climate better than the new
comers. The new boys did not get their tents
until near night, when they were soon fired
comfortably in thorn. Hany o£ the boys got
posses as soon as possible and visited the city,
so as to get a view of the place on their ilrst
visit to the south. The mascots were many,
osthetralu had no guard, on as ours had,
and at every stop the men jumped off and
secured something—razor-backs, chickens,
ducks, etc., etc., and a potr-ple dinner will be
held in camp before long.

When William Hayes came into our com-
pany at Boa Girt he was put through the
orm of swearing In by some of the Iwys in a
oke .and when ho found it out be sworo re-

venge on some one, and hut night was his
time. Waiting until near tattoo, he took a
gun and uniform, and, dftalling hinueir as
corporal, ho posted "Uncle 81," (J. Dlckeraon)
on a beat behind the Captain's tent sad told
him to watch the huge eleotrlc light on top
of the water works tower and when it should
change its color to green, it was a alga of
war, He was also to halt all persons who
tried to cross bis beat, and this he did even to
Capt. Slack, tbe OiDcer of the Cay. Even at
this Hares was not satisfied, so he posted
Frank Palmer on a beat at the water tank,
which was empty, and gave him instructions
to allow no one to drink water from it, a. it
was thought some one had poisoned it. Both
patrolled their beats for over an; hour and
would not believe anyone'who tried to tell
them it was a joke, and Hayes himself had to
relieve them so they could go to bed. They
stood the joke very well and did not com-
plain o( the laughter o( the boys. Private
Barnes ha* been sentenced'to forty-eight
hours labor for quitting work on the rifle

. ' ; July 7,1898.
We had.the regular morning drill this

morning, consisting of batolllon formations
which made the sweat come out in great
shape. TLe rumor club hod it circulated
that we would be paid to-day, but It did not
ootne to pass. Private MoNellis WOB cap-
tured by the provost guard on Tuesday and
given eight hoars hard labor, and 1 Private
Ghtwey, fgr absenting himself from dress
parade, ,WOB confined to his quarters for
twenty-four hours. Word was received to-
day that the recruits had left Sea Girt and
are expected here on Saturday.

KniBAY, July 8, 1898.
The regular morning drill was held this

morning and that is all that was done, as the
day turned out stormy, and in the afternoon
there.wastheheavieet shower we have seen
.yet. It completely flooded; the groundB and
beat anything wo had in Sea Girt in tho way
of a 'shower. The guard detail received a
thorough dreuchfug but tho others were quite
dry in tho tents.

Tbe recruiU found out there waa a gnat dif-
ference in the parade (rounds between hero
and Sea Girt as they went stumbling along in
drass parade last night, but at the and of i t
Captain Petty congratulated ua, saving wa
did very good considering we had not marched
together before. These little words of praise
are cherished br tbe hoys and endear the
captain more than anything else. Wa are
all well. The boys are gutting used to the
food and water down here. They wish to be

We expect to arrive
at Jacksonville early on Saturday morning.
Sergeant Buraburger returned to camp from
New York last night He went to buy the
provisions for the trip South. Among other
things he hod a hogshead of pickles, ten gal-
lons of catsup, canned chicken, eggs, etc. The
hogBhead ot pickles is enough to give each
man four pickles. These things which the
Quartermaster boughtareallextraa. Beside,
these we have the government allowance.
Since Saturday no pie) have been sold in
camp. It is said that so many reported at the
doctor's tent for treatment that it was decided
to forbid tho sale of pies within the camp.
This order has doubtless already proved itsBlf
to be a good one. On some oooaslonBSom. of
the soldiers have eaten so much pie that they
would not eat the regular meals.

Last night the Governor cam. to the camp
with some visitors and went through the
kitchens. The bill of fan was pork and
beans. A Sergeant remarked, "that's better
than we'll get at Jacksonville, Governor,"
and the Oovernor replied:

filled with ooffee. Quaresrmeeawaurnbarger
bad three barrels of sandwiches and a barrel
of coffee made at tbe camp and yon can be-
lieve we lived rather high on oor Tray down.
.The boy. are all Tory greoafol to Sargeant
Bumbarger for the way he worked for them
and desire me to publicly express their thank,
to him through th. ERA. When ths first of
the regiment cauna down here they had noth-
ing but corn beef, hard tack and coffee, .That
we fared better Is entirely due to Bergeut
Soroburgv. ' *

We boarded the train at Sea Girt about
eight o'clock on Thursday evening, hat It we.
nearly nine whan we started. We went
pretty slowly until we left WsahugtOB, D.
0. After that we made good time and tbe
'trip took about forty-one noun. We passed
through Philadelphia, Baltimore and the oat--
skirts of Washington, but attar that we saw
no large otties except Richmond, Vs., which,
city we paased about two miles away. The
.reason we saw no. large 'places was -that wa
were sent down on a freight road, probably
to make quicker time. We made abort stops
frequently along the way.. At QuanUoo,
Va., a stop waa made and some of tbe com-
panies raided a melon train, which was aide-
tracked there, and ate melons on the rest of
the way south.

All along the road the, boys gave away
hard tack with their name, and companise.
on and they also threw them out of the win-
dows as they posted small towns,

Upon:our arrival at Jacksonville we found
tbe Second Regiment Band, with a battalion
of soldiers, waiting to escort us to camp. We
marched through the city to camp and re-
ceived much applause on the way. At the.
head ot the parade was a sign with this in-
scription:

These are Jersey iscruito. This is the
material with which New Jersey equips her
men."1

When we were abont half way to camp a
heavy shower came np and we were soaked
to the skin, but as soon as we reached camp
we'were taken hi by the old men and given
dry clothing. It soon cleared off and later: in
the day tenn were put up for tu. We are
now beginning to feel unite as much at horn*
as if we hod alwitft been with the company.
