Lovers of the national sport who witnessed
last Buturday's game between the Dover base
ball club, erstwhile the R. & B's, and the
Boonton nine on the grounds of the former,
enjoyed arare treat, the game, which resulted
in a victery for the Doverites by a score of
3to 0, proving far and away tho best of the
season. Whatcontributed not alittle to the
excellence of the game put up by the home
team was, no doubt, the change in the posit-
jous of severil of the players, Dove playing
at second, Miller at short, Geager behind the
bat and M. Rainsy at third.

The principle event in camp this waek was
the Tield Day of the First Brigade, which
waes held on the grounds of the Florida
County Club, where it was witnessed by a
largecrowd., The regiments in this brigade
are the Becond New Jersey, Becond Illinois
and the First North Carolina, and the mem-
Lers of thess wers allowed a holiday on Bat-
urday and could go without passes. The
largest number of entries were from the
Ilinols and New Jersey regiments, and the
friends of the participants in the different
events made the air ring with thelr cheers
and shouts of encouragement. The musie
for the occasion was furnished by the Second
llinois Regimental Band and was greatly ap-
preciated. There was quite some excitement
caused at the close of the fat men's race
when part of the platform gave away and
about 150 soldiers dropped a distance of ten
feet. About seventy-five soldiers who had
been sitting underneath were given warning
by the creaking of the timbers and escaped
injury, and so did the others, as the grouud
they dropped on was soft, and but for a few
scratches they werenone the worse off. There
were thirteen different events on the pro-
gramme and all were carried off in good
style and without any trouble.

Since we have been here this company has
received saveral boxes of books and two bar-
rels of miscellaneous stuff from the citizens
of our patriotic town, but such things can-
not ba worn or used very much by sol-
diers in camp as we are, Beveral of the
companies receive regular monthly boxes from
thair home towns, while others have been sent
considerable money to use as they see best
for the good of the members, and the Naval
Aid Association, of Morristown, is not taking
a'back seat, About two weels ago the boys
from that town received two large boxes of
reading matter and on Monday of this week
they received three more boxes containing
many useful articles, among which were:
two dozen cans of soup, one dozen cheeses,
two dozen cansof jelley, three dozen pajamas,
three dozen towels, five dozen handkerchiefs,
twelve pair of socks, sixteen pair of shoes,
forty-four packages of tobacco, twenty-four
plpes, six boxes of soap, tiwenty-four pads,
twelve pair of shoe lacings, a lot of envelopes,
four rolls tollet paper, twelve papers safoty
pins, package piny, twenty-four Mutual Life
pads, ssventecn stamp books, seventeen dozen
2cent stamps, tooth brushes, thirty-seven
