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LABOR DAY GAMES.
Dover played two games with Boonton on

The I'ruth as to Army Mortality,
From 8t, Louls Globe Deraacrat,

What the people desire in regard to the con-
dition of troops is exact information. They
are well aware that sensational stories ure
contrived to inflame public sentiment., The
basis of these exmggerations is partisan, It
is impossible to dispute the results of the war,
since they amount to a brilliant success.
President McKinley stands too well to be
solected as a target. The Democratic policy
is to attack the administration somewhere.
After the point is chosen the gamae is to con-
centrate the venom and make a great noise in
directing it at the mark. It is charged by
the Democratic press that the sick in the
army have boen systematically neglected and
the soldiers on duty deprived of a proper
supply of food. These statements, be it re-
membered, follow a war of complete and ex-
traordinary victory. Since this is beyond
denial, the Democratic schema s to besmirch
the means by which it was won, Two
months hence a new Congress s to be elected,
and the Democrats must discredit the admin-
istration, no matter how, or they are lost.
‘They have always voted against doing any-
thing to improve the regular troops, but in-
sist that nothing short of perfection must
bappen in an army of 225,000 suddenly called
to the fleld,

A report like that from Gen. Boynton on
the condition of the camps at Chickamauga
is especially welcome to the people. It deals
with exact detalls and figures. Since the
first pation of the Chick gua site by
the volunteers about 75,000 men have been
stationed there. The total death list in canip
of this immense force up to August 22 was
108, These figures are official, The death
rate per annum at Camp Thomas has been
7.02 per 1,000. The death rate at St. Louis in
1809, the date of the last official report, was
17.95 per 1,000. According to Phisterer's
statistical record of the civil war the aggre-
gate number of men enlisted, reduced to a
three years' standard, was 2,320,272. During
the war, by the same authority, there were
183,287 deaths in the union army from disease,
an average of 70 per 1000 for the three years,
or of 208 per 1000 per annum. At Camp
Thomas the sofdiers have beon more than
twice ag safe from disease as {s the popula-
tion of a large city, The average loss for
sach reglment Is lower than is usual in such
a host of men, Gen, Boynton makes a favor-
able showing as to the condition of the hos-
pitals. Every hospital there is better equipped
than any known in the civil war, There
were & few fllthy regimental camps, whose
Colonels ought to be cslled to account.
These officers seem to have been too incom-
petent to know how a camp should be kept
or too lazy to see that they were properly
cleaned up daily.

Every soldier's history in the service is
carefully preserved, and there is no difficulty
in ascertaining the mortality in each camp.
From vagua stories the puhlic had  baesn Jed
to believe that th ds at Chicl &
had died or were in a dylog condition. But
the official figures do not differ from those
of the best kept camps, where 75,000 men
assembled and where the most of them re-
mained for months, The mortality lists of
the various corps are published daily, There
the truth will be found. BSomething quite
different is spread abroad in the pages of
Democratic papers, They deal in ghastly
rhetoric for political effect, They minimize
or omit favorable news from the army and
catch at every exaggeration that drifts about.
Thelr purpose is not to beneflt the soldiers,
but to tear down a cabinet and blacken an

THE DOVER CANE ARGUED,

Decislon to be Handed Down on or
Bofore the 16th Inst.

Argumeut was heard last Friday at an ex-
traordinary session of the branch of the Su-
preme Court, with Justice Depue presiding,
in the case of the State ngainst former Mayor
Ferdinand Wolfe and the members of
the last Town Council elected under the
old charter. The State asked for a writ
of mandamus against the town officials of
Dover, who were in office {u May, 1896, hav-
ing been elscted to their offices under the
authority of the act incorporating Dover,
passed in 1869, to compel thei. to exercise
the functions of their offices. Attorney-
General Grey and ex-Governor George T.
Werts appeared on behalt of the application,
which was opposed Ly Joseph Coult.

In 1895 the Legislature passed an act au-
thorizing any town or borough containing a
population over five thousand te be incor-
porated as & city, which act was taken ad-
vantage of by Dover. The Huprome Court
at the June term of 1608 declared unconstitu-
tional the act of 1895, and the officlals elected
under {t wera ousted. A writ of error was
taken to the Court of Errorsand Appeals.

Iu his argument ex-Governor Werts seid
that the officials elected under the act of 1845
are not parties to the case. 8o far as they
are concerned they have been declared usur-
pers without either a de jure orde facto title.
The defendants set up the unconstitutional
statute of 1895 and ask the Court to declare
that the officials elocted thereunder are color-
ably in office becauss a writ of error is pend-
ing in another case wherein that statute was
declared unconstitutional, The Bupreme
Court decided that such a law as that pur-
porting to Ge the law of 1805 was never
passed, and consequently noelection was held
thereunder, and no offices of those claimed
under that act ever existed. That decision is
the lJaw of the Btate and must be accepted
until reversed. It cannot be reversed by this
branch court in this proceeding. The offi-
cials elected under the act of 1860 were to be
kept In office until their successors were
chosen, By reason of its unconstitutionality
there were no legal officers created by the act:
of 1805, and therefore the officers elected
under the act of 1869 must serve,

% The Attorney-General,” said the ex-Gov-
erpor, ‘‘is acting for and in behalf of the
Btate to enforce and maintain public peace
and order ; for upward of two years the
defendants’;duty under the law of 1804 was
to exercise the functions of goverment for
Dover, but they have failed to do so.”

Attorney-General Grey made a simflar
argument.

In his argument Mr. Coult, for the defend-
ants, held that the taking of the appeal from
the decislon on the act of 1895 to the Court of
Error made the writ of error act as a stay.

He was interrupted by Justice Depue, who
said that in this cass the writ of error did not
so act.

Mr. Coult then held that the officlals
against whom the writ was directed are not
officers under the old act because they va-
cated the places which they held under that
act, bacoming officers for & time under the
act of 1895, Under both acts the officers
were virtuslly the same, and it seemed to be
a case of offices legally created, but fllegally
filled. Englewood bad ulso taken advantage
of the act of 1895, and both it and Dover
were anxious for a speedy determination of
the case.

The court announced that it would give a
Jecision on or before the 15tk inst.
