She had not stood alono
before sue sa'J, for months.

A woman who said she hod been deaf since
SUG was thirteen years old assorted, after
treatment, that she could hear tho Boy Phe-
nomenon vvhon lie spoke to her in a wlitapar.

A little child, aflllcted with rheumatism,
walked across tbe stage treatment, tho first
walking sho had done, ber father sakl, in
months.

An old woman of ofglity skipped about lika
a young girl after she had been treated for
paralysis.

The greatest interest centered in tho case
of Robert Sattltir, formerly of Battler's Park,
well known to many of tbe spectators. Mr.
Hattior Went upon tho stage at the request of
a number of friends. He has had throe Htrokos
uf paralysis. After treatment ho lifted his
right band far above his head and later drank
a glass of water from it. He had not had the
liaud higher than hln shoulder before la (Ire
years, ho said.—Newark News.
