JOHN 1. B, REILEY TO SUCCEED PITREY

HERECEIVES THE NOMINATION ON
THE FIRST BALLOT.

Congressman Pltney P’resides Over a
Most Hnrmonlous Convention—=1wo
Hundred and Fight Dolegntes Ap-
pland I8 Ringing Addross—A Souad
Roepublican Platform Adopted—Can-
didato Iteficy and Judgo iforr, Who
Aspired to bo tho Candidate, Ad-
dross thoe Convontion DBriofiy.

The outcome of a most barmonious couven-
ion lield in Newton on Baturday of last week
was the nomination, on the first Dallot, of
of John 1, Blair Reiley, of Phillipshurg, as
candidate for Congross to succeed Hon, Mal-
lon Pitasy.  The convention was held in the
historic old Court House, which was just
large envugh to comfortably seat the 208 dele-
gates from the four counties, plus the band
and usual quota of spectators.

The convention was cerlled to order hy
Charles T.. Chovey, of Madison Township,
chairman of the Fourth Congressfonal Ifs-
trict Republican Committes, who, after the
call had besn read by John Swayze, secre-
tary of that committes, announced that Hon,
Mablon Pitney and Mr. Swayzo had been
selected to act as chairman pro tem and sec-
rotary pro fem respectively. The mention of
Mr, Pitney’s name was the signal for an out-
burst of applause, and there was more ap-
plause when o few minutes later Delegates
Reaser, of Warren, and Redding, of Hunter-
don, escorted Mr. Pitney to the chair. BMr,
Pitney, on taking the chair, addressed the
conventlon on the issues of the day.

By way of preliminary, Mr, Pithey ex-
tended his hearty thanks to the representa-
tives of the party for the very earnest sup-
port which had been accorded to him in the
campaigns of 1804 and 1896, and expressed his
regrot that for rensons personal to himself he
was unable to again become a candidate for
Congress.  Ho referred to the great import-

{

ance of the coming campaign, both to the
State and to the nation. Ina few words he
sketclied the State campalgns from 1893 until
the present time, and declared that the peo-
ple of the Btate had not changed their minds;
that they would not be willing to go back to
the days of the coal combine and the race
track bills; to the days of the Senate steal,
and the pardoning of election conspirators,
ballot box stuffers, and race track gamblers;
aud to the days of **Barney” Ford, when
private apartments were furnished at the ex-
penso of the State. These things, he said, aroe
atill pertinent to the issue, becauso if the peo-
plo of Now Jersey now turn their backs upon
the Republi State Ad ation, and
place in power the Democratic Party as at
present organized, they will repudiate the
verdict of 1805, when John W. Griggs was
elected Ly a great majority.

Mr. Pitney next referred to tho issues of
the National election of 1808, when the in-
dustries of the country were prostrated, the
Treasury of tho nation was bankrupt, and
the credit of the Nation assailed by the
vevolutionary doctrines of the Chicago plat-
form. He mentioned with pride the great
majority Now Jorsey gave to William Me-
Kinley, and which, he said, was made up
largely of votes of sterling Democrats, repre-
sontatives of the ancient principles of De-
mocracy.

The silver question, he said, was as great
an issue In 1808 as it wasin 1800, The one
destructive doctrine of the Democratic party
as ab present organized is the free and un-
limited coinage of silver at 16 to 1.

Take away the belief in free silver und the
appetite for oflice. and there would Dbe little
left of tho National Democratic party to-day.

Mr. Pitney reminded his hearers that less
than o year ago tho Senate of the United
Btates passed the Teller resolution, which de-
clared that it would not be in violation of the
public faith, nor in derogation of the rights
of the publie creditor to pay off eight hundred
millions of government bonds with cheap
gilver doliars. This was justified by somo
people on the ground that it was a blow at
the “*bloated bond holders,” Mr, Pitney de-
clared it an insult to the intelligence of the
American people to say that a distinction
should ba or could be made letween tho bend
holder and the man who works for wages,
and that one kind of money could be given
to the bond holder and a different kind to tho
mer. who toil. If, he said, forty-four cent
dollnrs are paid out to the bond holder for
bonds, the same kind of money will find its
way into the pay envelopes inside of thirty
days, The Teller resolution involved the
same repudiation of public and priyate obli-
gatfons that was embodied in the Chicago
platform in 1800, 1t was supported by every
Damacrat in the United States Senate, in-
cluding tue Democratic Senator from New
Jersey,

The fssue of 1808, he said, is whether the
American people will stand by what they
snid was right in 1800, and will sustain the
Republican party in maintaining the money

Another issue, be saiil, ix whether the peo-
ple will sustain theedmninistration of William
McKinley in what has been so gloriously ac-
complished in the recent war with Spain, or
whether we shall stand heforo the nations of
the earth as a people divided among ourselves,
There was nothing partisan in the war, and
thicre would bo nothing partisan in a vote of
tlie country to sustain the Presidont by plac-
ing In power a majority of Cougress, who
would stand Ly him in his demands concern-
ing terms of pence.  No civilized pation at a
time like this would fail to sustain the goe-
ernment under whose guidance so glorions a
victory had leen achieved. Awmerican citi-
zenship has been advanced In every part of
the world. Everywhere American citlzens
aud American property are more respected
than before.

‘The war has brought upon us new reponsi-
bilities not of our secking. The victories of
Dewey und Sampson have placed under onp
control these distant islands of the sen and the
inhabitants thereof, and we must as & nation
arise to the respousibility of our position.
Might makes right, and might brings also its
duty and responsibility ; and it is our duty
to tafie these weak people under our guardian-
sL'ip, and to raise them to a higher standard
oleltizouhip.  Wemay anniox their territory
if it be necassary so to do, but only as trus-
tees for the inhabitants, e do not want to
adinit these new countries as States; we must
inaugurate some form of colonial govern-
iment for these new peoples and when we have
properly prepured them, we chould allow
them to exercise the right which God gavo to
them when He gave them birth, and of which
the Spanisl nation bus so long deprived them
—the sacred right of self government.

Three rousing cheers for Acting Governor
TFoster M. Voorhees, followed by three equally
rousing cheors for Mr, Pitney afforded a vent
for the enthusiasm which Mr, Pitney’s ad-
dress had excited.
