ADDRESS OF THE REPUBLICAN
STATE COMMITIEER.

DEMOCRATIC MISRULE RECALLED,

Democratic Frauds Upon the Suflrage,
Outrageous Gerpymander, Pocula-
tion and Jobbory n la Barney Ford,
Gle,, ote.y Lead to Ouuterﬁ of Demo-
crats — Republicnns Abolish Fees,
Bubstituting Moderate Salarids and
Bring About Other Reforms--Re-
publlcan JPosltion on Stute and Na-
tlonal Issuces.,

The Republican State Committeo has issued
the following address to the voters of the
Btato:

T0 THE VOTERS OF THE ETATE OF NEW
JERSEY.

An election will be held on November 8
for a Governor, a Legislaturs of the Btate
that will elect o United States Senator, and
for elght members of Congress to represent
the people of the State In the House of Rep-
resentatives at Washington. The issues of
the present campuign, therefore, are both
State and National, and the record of the
Republican party for ability, honesty and
high patriotism so commends it to the
favor of the people that it appeals with eatire
confldence to the voters of the State for their
support.

The government of the State for the past
four years has Leen so able, 50 honest, so free
from public eriticism, so nearly what it
should be, that it is difficult to realize that
only four years have passed since the con-
dition of things throughout the State was the
exact opposite of what it s now.

It was proven in
official investigations, that the registry lists
had been padded with hundreds of flctitious
names, from barns, vacant lots and grave-
yards; that thousands of froudulent ballots
had been voted in a single election in Hudson
county, and that gaugs of repeaters, native
and imported, went unchallenged from pcll
topoll. Theso frands had been practised for
years, not only in Hudson county, but in
most of the cities throughout the State,

RACE TRACK GAMBLING.

Becond, the protection of the race track
gambling dens at Guttenberg and Gloucester
City, which naturally furnished large annual
contributions to the campalgn fund of the
Democratic party, These places of legalized
gambling not only corrupted the publio
morals, but poisoned the very fountain head
of the government itself by their enormous
contributions to the Democratic corruption
fund. The widespread evil of the bribing of
voters, that had become such a scandal in
this Blate, drew its chief sustenance from this
foul source. . :

Third, by turning our State penal, retor-
matory, educational, claritable and other
institutions into Democratic partisan ma-
chines,

MALIGN PARTISANSHIP.

Boards of direction and management, com-
posed of citizens eminent for their character
and public virtue, who bad given faithful
an intelligent service, were ruthlessly turned
out and Democratic politicians installed in
their places. The government of these ingti-
tutions was revolutionized,

The State prison, the State hospitals, the
State Normal and Model Schools, the Reform
School, the Deaf Mute Bchool, and every
non-partisan board and commission in the
State were thustransformed into Demoeratic
machines, intreducing into our public affairs
a spirit of malign and ravenous partisanship
that debauched every public institution and
every branch of tho State Government.

DEMOCRATIO GERRYMANDER.

Fourth, by a gerrymander of the legislat-
ive districts, the most grotesquely outrage-
ous'ever atternpted in this country, Its char-
acter may be inferred from the boast openly
made by its framers that it was designed to
make forty-two Democratic districts out of
the sixty. Nothing else was thought of In its
construction but tosecure partisan advantage
by the grossest unfairness. It wellserved its
purpose. In the Assembly of 1892 the Demo-
crats had forty-two members and the Repub-
licans eighteen, although the Republicans
pollod 98,534 votes against 113,084 pelled by
the Democrats, entitling the former to twen-
ty-eight members and thelatter to thirty-two,
under an equitable system of apportionment,
Under this gerrymander it required 6,074
Republican votes to elect a momber, while it
required only 2,002 votes to elect a Domo-
cratic member,

In other words, each of the Republican
members represented more than twice a3’
many voters as each Democratic member, so
that ons Repnblican ballot counted for less
than Linlf us much as a Democratic ballot.
Fortifled by these contrivances the party felt
secure, Protected in control of the Btate by
the systematic stuffing of ballot boxes, re-
peaters and padded registry Iists, Ly huge
corruption funds drawn from their race-track
confederntes by au army of unscrupulous re-
tainers who had been billeted upon the Btate
in every positionof public emolument, and by
a gerrymandor that made a Democratic voto
count for inore than two Republican votes,
its londers belleved that nothing less thana
