We have met the voters of Dover and
roundabout and they are ours—nit, Thisis
probably what the Democratic candidates,
Elvin W. Crane, et als., said to themselvesas
they soberly filed out of the armory on Wed-
vesday nlght after an hour's perfunctory
speech making, during which they utterly
failed to enthuse their audience, which, truth
to tell, wes a large one. It was au exempli-
fication of the old saying, ‘‘you can lead a
horse to water, but you cauw't make hiin
driuk.” Bonflres, rockets and the music of n
band served to attract a large assemblago to
thearmory but when itcame to imbibing Dem-
ocratic doctrine (save the mark!} to the point
of welling up and bubbling over, why, that
was quite another matter. And so the large
assemblage rewmained cold, for all the world
as if by soiné cataclysin a largesection of the
Klondike had been suddenly dumped in Mor-
ris connty. Ina word, the great Democratic
“rally” proved to be a **frost,"
™ Candidate Crane and his party arrived iv
Dover on schedule time and were escorted to
the Parlk Hotel by a reception committeo.
After shaking bands with quite a number
Mr. Crane entered a coach todriveto the
armory, but he made a sudien exit when, a
moment later, the horses attached to the
coach began to rear and plunge, being fright-
ened by the unusual hubbub caused by bon-
flres, rockets and band jointly. Thus it hap-
pened that Mr, Crane, accompanied by his
follow candidates, made his way to the arm-
ory on shank’s mare, There was more hand-
shaking on his arrival, but as the party was
scheduled to start for Morristown at §:44, lit-
tle time was lost in getting down to work.
With Mr, Crape wers former Connty
Prosceutor Joshua 8. Salmon, of Boonton, o
{ree silverite who wants to go to Congress;
Thomas 4. O'Brien, of Morristown, aud A. J.
Bartley, of Bartley, who aspire to go to the
Assembly, and James C. Porter, of Boonton,
who has his eye fixed on the County Clerk-
ship, Ereoholder Thomas H, Hoaglaud, who
is pitted against Hon, Mahlon Pitney for the
State Senatorship, was conspicuous by his
absence. To Barton Bmith wasdelegated the
role of chairman, presnmably on account of
his stentorian volce, and when he announced
that “ Our Democratic candidates on the
State and County ticket is hero with us to-
night, and I take great pleasure in introdue-
ing our candldate and next Governor, Elvin
W. Crane,” a cheer arose from some H?
throats or thereabouts, and Mr. Crane step-
ped to the front.

“The history of the Democratic party is the
history of New Jersey’s financial prosperity.”
This was the text of Mr, Crane'sspsech, And
he stuck pretty closely to his text. To Dem-
octatio legislation he attributed all that was
tavorable in New Jersey’s financial condition,
while charging the Republican party with
unheard of extravagance in public expendi-
tures since that parties accession to power in
1894, The cause of the defeat of the Denio-
cratic party in that year helaid to the then
prevailing hard times, and no one, inac-
quainted with the black legislative record of
Mr, Crane’s party, would ever have guessed
that disgust with race track, coal combine,
Sonate steal, wholesale pardoning of ballot-
box stuffers, and kindred abominations had
ad anything to do with the relegation of the
Democratic party to a condition of enforced
inuoccuous desnetude, to borrow & phrase
from Grover Cleveland, Here is Mr. Crane's
statement as he made it:

* In 1803, when the Re%ublican party got
control, the expenditure Ly the Democratic
government_of the State was $1,857,082.28,
That was called extravagance. We wore ac-
cused of stealing the State’'s money. Well,
under Republican rule, the expenditure was
872,000 more fn 1894 and £411,000 niore In 1805,
2203,000 morein 1896, and in the following
yonr $621,000 more than any Democratic ad-
mlnistmt{on ever spent.”

After ringing the changes on the alleged
extravag of the Republi dmlnist,
tions of the past several years, Mr. Crane ad-
dressed himself to the subject of his own leg-
islative record in 1887, in which year he was
amember of the Assembly. The legislative
session of that year, it will bo remembered,
bad as a distinguishing feature the Turley
scandal, In fact, it was the Turley scandal
which made that session a stench in the nos-
trils of all honestwmen, But it was not of this
that Mr, Cranespoke. Instead, he told how
tio had voted for the enactment of ten alleged
labor measures, which ho enumerated,
Having gone into this part of his legislative
record, Mr. Crane wound up with an appeal
to the ' Democratic and conservative” voters
of tho Btate to put the Democratic party
where it belongs, and as this might
bave been considered by some as be-
ing ambiguous, he added, *in power
promising, in the event of his election as
Governor to use his influence to have laws
passed beneficial to the peopls and to the
State, and to take cave of the State's fluan-
cinl interests, When he resumed his seat
there was n minimum of applause, which,
moreover, had a perfunctory sound, for all
the world like the applause of a claque., Had
ono-fourth of those present applauded it
would have raised the roof.

The Stentorian Chairman next introduced
to tha mesting *‘a gentleman most of you all
know, Josbua B. Suhnon, of Boonton,” whers-
upon Mr, Salmon proceeded to address the
meeting, "I am one of those disciples of
Jefferson,” ho began, ** who believe in govern-
ment of the people, by the peopls, and for the
people. I beliove that the great body of the
people are more interested in legislation than
the individual, The people should havein
Congress represoutatives of thelr intorosts,
1 Lavo noticed that when great corporations

Prince Wilson, colored, indicted for break-
ing and entering the house of Martha Me-
Groggan at Lincoln Park, pleaded not guiity.
During hLis incarceration in the county jeil
Wilson attempted to gain his liberty by saw-
ing through the bars but was frustrated.
For this he was also indicted and pleaded
gullty,

Tred. M. Teeter, of Madison, pleaded not
guilty to an indictment charging him with
having placed obstructions upon the Deln-
ware, Lackawauna & Western Railroad nt
that place with the {ntention of wreckinga
train.

Frank Miller, of Dover, pleaded not guilty
to a charge of having stolen a bicycle
from one George Swayze. To another in-

The tenth annual conference of the Paterson
District, Ipworth League, was held in the
First M. E. Church in this city yesterday.
Threo sessions were held, the first beginning
et 10 0. o, with singing led by the Rev. B. €.
Lippineott, jr., of Lakewoord, N.J. The Rev.
F. L. Rounds, of Calvary Chureh, Paterson,
conducted the openiug service and made the
prayer and also spoke briefly on the subject
of christian usefulness,

The Rev. Dr. C. 8. Woodruff then wel-
comed the delegates and visitors to the town
and to the church, He sald, jocularly, that
the church was in a Prohibition ward and
that if they remained in the ward they could
not get drunk. He extended a hearty wel-
come in the name of the Epworth League,
the Junior League, the Reading Circle, the
Missionary Reading Cirele and the Epworth
Guards, The latter Dr. Woodruff character-
ized as the largest and best drilled body of its
kind in the Paterson district.

The response was mmde by the president,
C. A, Winens, and the presiding elder, the
Rev. Dr, Krantz, Dr. Krontz spoke of the
approprinteness of holding the tenth annual
convention in Dover, as it was in this town
Len years ago that the Paterson district was
organized.

After Dr, Kranta's address, the Rev. B, C.
Lippincott, of Lakowood, whu is the possessor
of a fine baritone voice, sang a solo, with the
delegates joining in the refrain.

The business was taken vp at 11 o'clock.
The treasurer, Hdward Jenkins, reported
that as contributions had not beeu as large as
wus expected during the past year, it would
b niecessary in order to meet expenses to do
that which they had hoped not to do—namely
to tuke up collections at the morning and
evening sessions.

After the business was concluded the Rev.
Dr. T, P. Frost, of St. Paul's Churcl, New-
ark, delivered an eloquent sermon, taking for
his subject ** The Heavenly Vision,” Upon
the conclusion of the sermon committees were
appointed, upon which the session adjourned
and proceaded to dinner in the armory on
Essex street.

The afternoon session began at two o'clock
with devotional services led by the Rev. J.
¥. Maschman, of Little Falls, R. R. Doher-
ty, Ph. D., of New York, made an {nteresting
address on ‘*The Epworth League and Mis-
sions.” After this came what was called a
¢ half hour of inquisitiveness,” dur{ng which
opportunity was given all to ask Dr, Doherty
questions concerniug the Epworth League
and the method of carrying on the work,

At 3:15 the reports of committees were re-
ceived and a ballot was taken for the officers
for the coming year, the result of which was
announced at the evening session,

The report of the committee on resolutions
was thie subject of mucl discussion. It was
finally adopted with the exception of one
clause, which concerned the entertainment
of delegates to conforonces. The committes
favored making a charge of twenty-five cents
for dinner served to the delegates at all
future conferences on the ground that the
conferences could then be held in smaller
towns which could not under the present
method stand the expense. On the other
hand it was argued that to charge for en~
tertainment would decrease the attendance
and the League would be the loser in that
way. It was flnally decided that the present
method should be continued, even if it should
be necessary, in order to defray expenses, to
take up collections at the conference, a thing
which, if possible, it was desired to do away
with entiraly. ’ )

The next speaker on the programme was
the Rov. F. J. Hubach, of East Rutherford,
who was billed to speak on * The Epworth
Guards,” but as he had not yet arrived, Mm.
C. 8. Woodrull, the Swperintendent of the
Junior League, gave an exhibition exercise
with the members of the Junior League.
Before beginning her exercise Mrs. Woodruf?
invited all the superintendents of Junior
Lengues who were present to take seats on
the platform. The children marched in to
music' to seats reserved for them and they
were then “put through the mill,” so to
speak, by their superi t, who quizzed
both classes and individuals, exactly, as Mrs.
Woodrufl explained, as if they were going
through & regular weekly lesson, After Mra,
Woodruff had brought this exercisa to a close
she invited the superintendents present to
give outlines of their mothods of instruction
and each did so in turn,

The Rev. F. J, Hubach, who had by this
time arrived, gave a short but extremely in-
teresting talk on *“ The Epworth Guards.”

At about 5:15 o'clock the afternoon session
adjourned and again the delegates repaired
to the armory to satisfy the inner nian with
the Vouatifal repast prepared by ths ladies
of the church. At 6:30 o’clock, after supper
bad Leen served, tho Epworth Guards were
put through an exhibition drill in the armory
Ly their drill master, Charles Vreeland, The
boys ditl well and received much applause
from the assembled spectators.

The evening session opened with an anui-
versary vesper service conducted by F. B.
Hoaglaud, the secretary of the Young Men's
Christinn Association of Paterson. This ser-
vico consisted of singing and prayer and
Insted for abouy an hour. The address of the
evening was mads by the Rev. Dr. G. C.
Wilding, of Hedding Church, Jersey City.
Mr, Wilding spoke on ** Christian Citizen-~
ship.”  His address was of great interest and
was a fitting close to a very successful con-
ference, Duriug the evening the Aisges
Emmz, Sndle and Dora Ponuds, of Paterson,
sang as a trio and the Rov. B. C. Lippincott,
of Lakewood, sang several solos. The fol-
lowing officers were announced as elected for
Lhe enshing year:
