my of these great organizations known as
Trusts."

Now, us to the more specific statements of
ihe World article:

Mr. Pitney has quite a record ia Wash-
ington as a friend of the trusts and corpora-
lions." This is a wilful and reckless mlsrep-
*e*entation. Let the entire record bo pro-
luced; set forth all my official acts and votes
ind let the people judge of my course in Con-
fess,
Tho World says: "He was always relied

ipon by the Standard Oil people."
This is a " whopper." Bo far as I know,

the Standard Oil people had 110 interest in
ny legislation upon which I was called upon

to vote or act Tbe Standard Oil people
certainly never "relied" upon me in any
sense whatever.

Tbe World says: *• Mr. Pitney is said to
have been counsel for tho Potomac Electric

" Lighting Company of Boston."
There is no such company, so far as I know.

'resumaMy the company referred to Is the
'otomac Electric Power Company, of Wash-

ington, D. C. I do nofc believe that by any
Brson who values the truth " is is said" that
was counoel for that company. I never at
ay time had any connection with, or interest

in it, and never received any favor at its
hands. In December, 1895, when I com-
menced work as one of a commit!oo of five
having charge of the appropriation bills for
tho District of Columbia, I found the public
lighting in the City of "Washington Jn the
lands of a gas company and an electric light-

ing company, each of which concerns had a
monopoly within Its own limits, and each of
which "played into the hands of the other,"

as to prevent any third party—either a
gas company or an electric lighting company
—from entering the field as a competitor.
After an investigation which showed that the
city was being charged far more than
reasonable prices for gas and electric light-
ing in the streets and other public places, I
made an effort to establish the practice of
letting the publio lighting to open compe-
tition, with the purpose of securing reason-
,ble rates for public and private lights. ID

this effort 1 was partially successful, and
with the aid of my colleagues upon the com-
mittee managed to so shape the annual appro-
priation bills as to secure a groat reduction
(about thirty per cent.) in the cost of electric
lighting in the streets, at tho same time secur-
ing competition for the benefit of prlvato
consumers in a considerable part of the terri-
tory in question. Such competition has ma-
terially reduced the cost of lighting to tho
general publio.

The old electric light monopoly was called
tho United States Electric Lighting Com-
pany. Tho competing company was the
Potomac Electric Power Company. I hava
nsver received, directly or indirectly, any
favor, contribution or assistance, either finan-
cial or political, from either of these com-
panies, and neither of the companies ever
received a favor from me, unloBs the right to
enter into competition for supplying lights to
the publio may be called a favor. I am not.
and was not at any time, in any sense what-
ever, the counsel or legal adviser of the
Potomac Electric Power Company. My con
noction with the electric lighting matter was
simply that o£ a legislator making a fight in
the interest of the general public against a
favored monopoly—one which the Worh
would, call a " Trust." Tho fight continued
for over two years. With the aid of my col
leaRues upon the Committee on Appropria-
tions, I won a substantial and gratifying vic-
tory, and our victory would have been more
sweeping, had It not been for tho opposition
of certain influential Senators. For my share
iti tlio matter 1 havo no apology to roako. I
havo a right to he proud of it, and am proud
of it

During the progress of tbat fight I was
warned tbat if I persisted in my efforts to
secure competition, the street lighting mo-
nopoly would attack mo through the columns
of a certain voual newspaper in Washington.
1 did persist, and tho attack was accord
iugly made, in tlie foj'jn of u series o
llbelous articles aimed at my personal char-
actor. It was aftorwards shown Ju the course
of an iuvostlffation by a conunitteo of tho
Senate, that the electric light monopoly
had paid tho newspaper for tho publica-
tion of these articles, at tho rate of ono riol
bar per lino, and that for these and other arti-
cles published for tho purpose of bolstering
up tho monopoly, tbp UQWBpniwr in ijuestiu
