MORRIS COUNTY COURTS,

Culprits Lourn that the Way of the
Transgressor 1s Hard,

The October term of the Morris County
Courts is practically at an end, there being
but one more tase to Ly, that of Herbert G,
Torrey, indicted several tarms ago for malie-
fous mischief aud breaking aund entering.
This case is set down for November 29, and
will be tried before Judge J. Frank Fort, of
Newark, because Judge Vreeland was for-
morly counsel in the case,
Harvey Jackson and Kllis Jackson, colored,
who were joiutly indicted for having com-
mitied an assault and battery upon Henry
Grunby, were tried for that offense, and the
Jjury after belng out all night reached a com-
promise verdict Ly finding Harvey not guilty
aod Ellis guilty., On seutouce day seutence
in the case of Ellis was suspended until the
next term of Court.
Martha Castimore and her daughter Maud,
who hall from Dover, and who were together
indicted for the offense of keeping a dis-
orderly house in Morristown, were placed
upon trial for that offeuse, this heing the last
cuse to be tried. The trial was n long one
and the jury did not reach any agreement
until they had deliberated all night-and the
greater portion of the next day They then
came in with a verdict of guilty against both
of the accused women, but recommending
Maud to the mercy of the Court. On Mon-
day both of the prisoners were arraigned for
sentence, and Maud received a sentence of
two months in the county jail, while her
mother was sent to Btate prison for the term
of two years. This severe sentence was im-
posed by the Court for the reason that Mre.
Castlmtore has previausly been convicted upon
a like charge. As a sequel to the case Chas.
Peottiuger, & young man of this city, who
claimed to be the husband of the elder Casti-
more woman, has been placed in jail on a
charge of foraication, he having testifled upon
the stand that he was the husband of the
woman, which was belleved to be untrue.

Jovemiah Hendershot, of Morristown, ja-
digted for having comumitted an assault aud
battery upon Chiel of Police Holloway, of
that place, to which he pleaded guilty,
escaped with o fing of 310 and costs.

Danfel Batson. an old offender, who was
tried and convicted upon a charge of having
assaulted Aunton Gunther, at Flanders, was
because of his previvus bad clhuracter sen-
tenced to State prison for the term of seven
months,

Edward Wean, who was jointly indicted,
tried aud convicted with Batson for the above
offense, was sent to the Couaty Jail for
thirty days.

George Garrish, of Madison, was sent to
State prison for two yearsfor having brutally
assnulted his sisterdn-law, Mrs. Anna Hop-
plog, by strikivg her on the head with a
clothes pounder, This is the full penaliy for
the crime.

Frank Miller, of Dover, who pleaded gnilty
to two indictments, one for stealing a bicycle
belonging,to a man named Swayze, the other
for assaulting Officer Blake, escaped witly a
sentence of two months in the county jail.
Clemency was shown the prisoner in this

case because of the fact that he ia at present
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John Newton, of Madison, who pleaded
guilty to an indictment for forgery, was sent
to the County jail for three wanths. New-
ton is an old offender, aud had just emerged
from Btate prison after serving a seuteucs
for a like offense, when he was arrested upon
thig complaint  The man is not sound ment-
ally, and as be has shown o disposition to re-
form, the Court was lenient.

Ellis Jackson, colored, of Morristown, was
permitted to go until the next term of Court
under a suspension of sentence. He his been
tried and convicted upon a charge of assault
and battery upon one Henry Gruuby,

Fred M, Teeter, of Madison, was sent to
Btate prison for two years as a penalty for
having obstructed the D., L. and W, R. R.at
Madison by piling ties upon the tracks, At
the time of the rimmission of this crime,
Teetor, who is an educated man, and comes
of good family, wason a prolonged spres,
and evidently did vot appreciate the suorin-
ity of his act. It wasonly due to the vigi-
Iance of an employee of the railroad that a
terrible uccident that might have bLeen at-
tended with great loss of life, was averted.

Joseph Ewing, a young man of New York,
was sent to the county jail for two mouths,
he having been convicted upon an indictment
for baving stolen a pocket-book from Mrs,
Catharine Doer, at the farmers' picnic at
Bwinefleld, last summer,

Thomas Miskela, of Dover, who pleaded
guilty to an indictment for having committed
an assault and battery upon Edward I,
Decker, was allowed to go upon payment of a
flue of §15 and costs.

Patrick Conuelly, of Madison, retracted the
former plea of not guilty entered by him fo
an indictment for essault upon John H.
Muchmore and pleaded non vult, The court
imposed a fine of $50 and costs,

In the case of Herman O'Dell, the young
man who was tried and convicted for having
stolen a horse belonging to Edward H. Ball,
of Ball’s Crossing, near Boonton, sentence bas
been deferred pending the disposition of a
motion for & new trial that has been made
by his counsel, Charles 8tillwell, jr. The
ground upon which this motion was made is
that one of the jurors, during the progress of
tho case, was in such a state of intoxication
a8 to be unable to understand the nature of
the evidence that was being produced. The

An Important Deoclslon,

The New Jersey Supreme Court on Ties-
day flled an opinion sustaining a verdict for
dumages given in the Essex Circuit Court to
Thomas Ruddy, of Newark, against the New-
ark Electric Light and Power Company.
The amount of damages awarded by the lower
court was $12,600. Huddy’s eight-year-oid
boy was injured by taking hold of a live
electric light wire that was trailing in the
strest. The case was carried to the Supreme
Court by the company on exception to the
refusal of the Lrial judge to grant a non-suit.
The nou-suit was asked for on the k;ropnd
that there had been no negligence on the part
of the company as the wire had heen down
but a few minutes.

Justice Colling's opinion holds that the
length of time the wire was down does not
enter into the case, and the company did not
avail itaslf of the opportunity to prove that
the breaking of the wire was due solely to
the elements, and not within the company's
power to prevent, The decision further says
that to exonerate itself from prima facle
negligence the company should have shown
how long the wire had been up; that it had
not been subjected to undite usage, and that
it bad been tested from time to time, Those
things the company did show, but rested on
the point that the wire had been down buta
fow minutes aud that there was no neglect in
removing it. This, the opinion holds not to
bave been sufflolent, and the verdict in the
Essex Court stands. .
