pany M went to Paterson on Monday, that
being the day set for the muster out and final
paying oft of the regiment. The Pasraic, Pat-
erson and Dover companies were ou hand
long before noon, which was the hour set in
the orders, and the armory and vicinity pre-
sented a lively appearance. The companies
from Orange and Montclair, as well as those
from Hackensack, Englewood and Leonia,
came in on a special train. Most of the men
lookarl well and strong, having fully recov-
ered from the effects of fever in Jackson-
ville, but some still Jooked wan and hollow-
eyed, while others appeared with crutches or
with canes.

As the paymaster had not yet arrived the
men amused themselves with pranks and
tricks of various kinds. Fights and quarrels
were frequent among those who had imbibed
a little too freely, but on the whole the men
were very good-natured, although much
grumbling was heard over the long delny
Finally it was announced tuat notbing would
be done before noon and that those who
wished to do so could go out and get some-
thing to eat (if they bad the money). On re-
turning it was found that the paymasters had
not yet arrived and that there must be more
tedious waiting. About half-past three o'clock
wild cheering at the entrance of the armory
announced the arrival of the paymasters.
Even after the arrival of these most welcome
personages, however, there was still a couple
hours' delay and then Adjutant Hilton ap-
peared on the balcony and announced to the
men that the delay of the first few hours
had been caused by the non-arrival of the
paymasters and that of the last few hours cu
account of the non-arrival of the money.
The Adjutant then said that the money would
probably arrive about six o'clock by the
Wells, Fargo express, and that ail those who
lived ip Paterson would bave ample time to
go home and get their supper, as the com-
penies which bad the farthest tv go to get
home would be the flrst paid off and dis-
charged, M and F were the fortunate com-
panies, for they were first. The paymasters
oceupied two rooms and cne company was
paid in one and the other in the other. Be-
fore eight o'clock Company M had been paid
off and the members had a little roll which
entitled them to be again called citizens.
Captain Petty then directed his men to be at
the railroad stution in time to get the 10:16
train for Dover. The men received on an
average about §60 and it took about §110,000
to pay off the regiment. The money arrived
in en irou trunk and its arrival was the
signal for the wildest of cheering.

Lioutenant I, R. Stokes, who had managed
tho regi 1 teen at Jacksonville, was
on hand witha big bunch of I. O. U, slips
which he wes trylng to collect. Another
person whn bad accounts against men was a
Mrs. Coie, of J: ille, who had d i
a sutler's stand outside the Second New Jer-
sey encampment and who had come North to
see {f she could not collsct various amounts,
footing up $600, that the men owed her
for meals for which she had given them credit
on the strength of their promises that they
would pay her when they recetved their Sep-
tember pay. Before pay day came the regi-
ment was moved and the poor woman had to
g0 without her money. Thers were others
who had to do the same but she was the only
one who had the energy to come North and
try to collect. The amounts oweq ran from
one dollar to fourteen dollars aud as the
government does not recognize any claim
against soldiers it was a matter of honor
with the men, Many pald up but others did
not. Company M started a game which
amused the regiment for several hours, It
was “rushing ! those of their comrades who
had the audacity to sppear in white collars.
Every collar was torn off, and other compa-
nies seeing the fun took the hint and started
in on their own members, Finally a crowd
of about 200 gathered snd went all ground
the armory looking for unfortunate wearers
of linen. When oue wag found he was in-
vited to remove his collar, If he didso he
was wise for if he refused it was taken off by
the self-appointed committee and the process
was by no means gentle, A member of Com-
pany B was foolish enpugh to resist and at-
tempted to * bluff 7 his tormenters by draw-
ing & knife. The result was that bothk eollar
and knife were taken from him. He then
went to report the matter to his company of-
ficers and the crowd followed across the arm-
ory jeoring and hissing at him. His ofticers,
of course, had no sympathy for him and
would do nothing. After the collars bad all
disappenred other amusements, even football,
was indulged in. Some who had * jags"
went about looking for trouble and usuaily
they found it. Others, more quiet, gathered
in groups and ** swapped " stories of their ex-
periences ** during the war.” i

Company M arrived home at 10:50 p. m,
tired but happy for each carried two rolls,
ons a roll of the ‘“‘long green,”" and the other
his discharge, The last of the companies
were patd off about midnight and the 8econd
Now Jersey Yolunteer Infantry was a thing
of the past. .

An Award Annulled.

Vice-Chancelior Reed on Monday filed an
opinion dismissing a suit to enforce an award
of ‘arbitrators brought by Andrew Fagan, of
Morris county, against the Whippany River
Railroad Company and ordering a decree in
accordance with a cross-bill filed by the de-
fendauts to annul the award.
