HILTON BARNES CHARGED WITH ARSON

Monday Night’s Record, "fwo Dostruc-
tive Fires ; Two Fiyres Extingulshod
Boefore Thoy Gained IIcadway, atd
Two o Ont of Themselyes — Flros
Kindled With Packing From Jour-
nal Boxes—~8nspect Barnes Conunit-
ted for Trial,

Incendiarism was rampant in Dover on
Monday night, no less then six attempts be-
tug made to fire buildings in different parts
of town, two of which were successful, en-
tailing considerable Joss, while of the nther
four two were frustrated through thelr early
discovery and two through fallure to ignite,
the oily waste used burning out before the
timbers caught fire. It goes without saying
that the department was kept ‘‘on the jump,”
although in only three cases was an alarm
rung.

Asaresult of an investigation set on foot
by Chief of Palice Hagau and Special Officer
Byram suspicion fell on Milton Barnes, an
employes of the Thomas Iron Company at
the Richard mine, aud he was yesterday ar-
rested by Chief Hagan on a cbarge of arson,

Barnes had a hearing before Recorder

Gage yesterday afterncou, which, however,
was not concluded owing to the ubsence of
a material witness, and was in consequenco
adjourned till this morning.
The first of the seriea of fires accurrod
about 10:80 oclock, The Enterprise Band
had been practieing at their headquarters on
Clinton street, and when John Curtis, Jeader
of the band, left the band room to go to
Bearing's stable for his horse, he saw a man
skurrying away from the rear of Reuben
Rowe's shop. He did not give the incident
much attention until Joseph Bimmons, an:
other member of the band, a few imoments
Inter raieed the cry of * Fire (! and it was
seen that the stable in the rear, owned by
Thomas Baker, was an fire. Mr. Rowe in a
jilry transformed himself into a flre depurt-
ment and with a pajl of water, which stocd
rendy at hand, put out the incipient blazs
before it had had & chance to gain headway.
It waes then discovered that a lot of oily
wasts, such as is used in the journal boxes of
railroad cars, had boen placed under one cor-
ner of the barn and lighted. For this flre no
alarm was rung,

The yard of the Dover Lumber Company
was the scenas of thesscond attempt. This
was discovered by the engineer of the train
which arrives jin Dovor at 11:02.  When pass-
ing the lumber yard he saw that one of the
lumber sheds was on fire and on arriving at
the station he gave the alarm. The firs bell
rang out but the fire alarm whistle failed to
sound, and only the nolse of escaping steam
was heard. The several companies quickly
responded, but the pull down Blackwell street
was on account of the snow a laborious oue.
Ity the meantitme the crew of a freight train,
whose engineer had stopped on seeing the fire,
had been successfully fighting the fire, which
had not yet gained any headway, with snow.
Here also was found a lot of packing which
had been taken from the journal boxes of
freight cars which stood on & nearby side-

Jtrack. When the flre companies got to the

scene of the fire they found there was nothlog
left for them to do and they started back for
the engine house, The truck company, who
had the hardest pull of all, hnd not gotten
farther than the corner of Essox and Black-
wall streets when they were told that the fire
was out and they need not goany farthor,
and right gladly they also turned about, On
reaching the engine bouse the truck and No.
s jumper were backed in. Scarcely was this
done, when the alarm rang again aund this
time a glow in thesky to the eastward showed
that a fire had somewhere gotten under head-
way. This time the firebug had turned his
attentfon to the coal chutes of the Dover
Lumber Company, alongside the Central rail-
road tracks, between Hudson and Unilon
streets, When the fire companies arrived
the lower end of the frame structurs was
ablaze, the ilre having evidently been kindled
among a lot of shingles under the chutes.
Engine Company No. 1 coupled their hose to
the hydrant in frontof the Dover Lumber
Company’s oftice on Blackwell street and
Alvin Hagan and Morrig Sharp pluckily car-
ried the end of the hose across the river,
wading through the fcy walers. They were
at once told togo home, Scon there were
three streams playing on the fire, two lines of
hese having been coupled onto hydrants on
Union street, By dint of hard work tho fire
was confined to the lower end of the chutes,
where it burned flercely for upwards of two
Lours. It was flually extinguished with a
loss of about $3,000, tully covered by insur-
ance.

Shortly before this flre was discovered
Floyd Carling, who lives nearby, saw a man
smerge from the lower eud of the chutes and
dart arcund the corner and across the tracks
in the direction of Blackwel) streot.

The scene of the fourth fire was on Fair-
view hill, where shortly after four o'clock in
the morning the new barn of Lucius Daven-
port wns discovered to be on fire. The alarm
was promptly given and as promptly re-
sponded to, considering the difficulty of pull-
ing jumpers and truck up Clinton streot’s
steep {ncline, The truck company found it
an impossible task, and when about lialf way
up the hill the truck was balted and the

bers of the pany shouldered ladders
and made of themselves packhorses for the
rest of the way, Howoever, it was already tao
Iate to save the burning structure, which was
totally destroyed, a horse, abont thirty chick-
ons, harness, hay and & lot of tools being con-
sumed in the flames. The Merritt barn near-
by was for a tima threatened with destruction,
but was tinally saved.

Two other attempts at incendiarism com-
plete the record, One was made on the prem-
ises of Conrad Mann, where a lot of packing
was placed in a barrel and set on flre, the
barrel being tilted up against Mr, Manni
icehouse, Fortunately this packing was cim-
sumed before the fire apread to the timbers,
The charred barrel and charred timbors wers
nob discoverad until Tuesday noon,

A similar discovery was inade in the renr
of a shed in Willlam Hill's coal yard, Herp
packing from journat boxes was also used,

The first American daily printed in Santi-
ugo was Fhe Times, * Cubg,” deseribed under
its title as ' Diavio fadependiente y de ifor-
maeion.,”  The Timrs first sew the light on
August 1, 1808, hardly more than two weeks
alter the surrender of Santingo to {General

Shafter by Ueneral Toral,  Its Reductor en
Jefe, which is what un editor-in-chief would
deseribe himself in Spanish, was Tomas R,
Dawley, who, it will be seen, dropped an L

from his first name out uf deference to his
Spanish  enviromnent.  Privats  Warren
Howell, of Compuny M, Seventy-lirst New:
York Vols, who has been a visitor at the
home of A. J. Cou, of Bergen street, thiscity,
brought back with Lim from the Santingo
campaign a copy of the second number of
The Tines,dated August 2, 1898, whichis de-
serving of & place in & museum as ¢ jour-
nalistic curiosity. The flrst column on the
first poge is given over to a recital of the
editor’s difllculties with compositors, proof-
readery and associate editors, whose trouble
was that they grew tired all too ensy. A
double coluiun on the same page coutains a
“ballad * by * Round-Up Rube, of Rattle
stnke Guleh,” which we give below, On the
third page ave two blank columns, with this
explunation over one:

“Qur readers will please vxcuse this blank
spece, Our editors did not get their break-
fust uwutil twelve o'eloek after which they
becanio very tired, They_bhave promised tu
do better to-morrow-—-MASANA™

The ballad follows :
BALLAD OF “TEDDY'S TERRORS,”

There was a lovely regiment whose men was
strong and stout,

HEALTH BOARD AFTER
TWO DOVER PASTORS

CHARGED WITH FAILURE TO RE-
LORN HMARRIAGLES PROMPTLY,

BOARD DETERMINES TO PROSECUTE.

Clerk  Bulker Iifrected to  Profor
Chargos Apninst Rev, Drs, David
Spencor and €. 8. Woodrufl—<Ciey”’
and ‘Town Ordlnwnces as Well ax
Mlrte Luw Violatod-X'ennity is $30
for HKach Offense.

The Board of Health has a rod in pickle for
botl the Rev, Dr. David Spencer and the
Rev, Dr. Churles 8, Woodruff for alleged
infractions of a town ordinunce, a * city™
ordinance and a State law, the former hav-
ing three offenses charged up against him and
the [atter two, for each of which a penalty of
£20 may be collccted by legal process, In
speaking of “a town ordinance, e 'city’ ordi-
nance and a State law” the ERa does not
want it upderstood that the Health Bosrd
chyrges Drs. Spencer and Woodruff with the
conunission of three different offenses, for
such is not the case, They merely failed to
report within the time limit certain mar-,
riages, which omission {s made en offense
punishable by a fine of $20 and costs by the
terms of an ordinance under the ¢ city” char-
ter, by a town ordinance enacted in 1869, and
also by a Btate law, thus leaving open no
avenue of escape for the luckless offenders,
forshould neither the towa ordinance nor the
“city” ordinance hold water there still re-
tains the State law to encompass their un-
daing.

The mutter was Lrought to the attention
of the Board ot Health by Secretary Joseph V.
Baker at the regular mouthly meeting of the
bourd on Monday night. Mr. Baker brought
with hiim to the meeling a ponderous tome
from which he read Section I, chapter £5, of
the laws of 1848, which covers the offense in
question, and then went on to state that in
the matter of making returns of marriages
Dr, 8pencer was * very neglectful.” Thaton
September 7 he had married his son John
rlington Spencer and Mlss Josephine Can-
avan, and on September 10, Johu Hughes
and Miss Hannah E, Fischchacher. On No-
vember 3, Mr, Buker went on to explain, he
Lad addressed a letter to Dr. Bpencer, in
which he called the latter’s attention to his
failure to send thereturns of these marriages,
aud ou November 5 Dr. Spencer had
handed to him the two returns on the street,
snyivg at the sarae time that he still had an-
other marriage to report, *‘but which mar-
ringe he hasnot reported to this day.” As
the marriage Jast referred to was psrformed
on October 1 it lets Dr. 8pencer in for an-
other 320 fine. Continuing his story, Mr. -
Baker told how he had that day (Monday)
written a letter to Dr. Spencer in regard to
his failure to make returns of marriages per-
formed by him within the time limit, and
that bie had received a veply from Dr. Spen-
cor in which the Intter gave as a reason for
his failure to report the said marriages the
troubles the Morris Printing Company had
recently beeu subjected to. This reply Mr.
Baker read to the board. Dr. Woodruff, Mr.
Baker went on to state, had performed a
marriage on October 5 and another on
October 26, neitber of which had as yet been
reported, although . the 30-day time limit
was up,

What to do wns the question. Secretary
Baker rend {he Jaw ngain and said; **You
see, the law i3 mandatory,”

Comuissioner Buchanan remarked that
‘* there ought to be something done to make
the people respect the ordinances.” .
*'No use having laws unless you live up to
them,” chimed in Connnissioner Grimm.
“Thisy matter is open for a motion, It
nons is made we'll pracsad to busines *—thia
from Chairman Peters.

For a time no one scemed inclined to move
in the matter and a desultory discussion went
on until at last Commissioner Grimu, taking
the bull by the borns, said ;

‘'I move that we live up to the law,”
Commissioner Hellander promptly seconded
the mation and Chairman Peters said :

#1t is regularly moved and seconded that
the board prosecute these cases.”
Commissfoners Grimin and Hellander voted
“Aye,” and as there was no negative the
motion was declared carried. Secretary
Baker was directed to prosscute the cases.
Health Inspector Blake pr his
wonthly report, in which he told of four
cases of scarlet fever and one of diphtheria
during the past month, of which contagious
disenses only the diphtheria case was still
under quarantino.

A bill of §5 for services rendered by Health
Inspector Blake was ordersd paid.

City Clerk Baker on Wednesday received
through the mail from Dallas Reove, State
Registrar of Vital Statistics, a postal card
communication as follows;

“TrENTON, N, J., Nov, 29, 1885,
Y MR, Jos, V, BARER, Town Clerk, !

“ Dear Siry—1f you have a return of the
wmarrisge of George W. Sharp and Margaret
Iliff, at Dover, within the past six months,
pleaso fet us bave it and oblige

“Very truly }{ours, .
“DALLAS REKVE, Registrar.”

Mr, Baker replied at once that he had no
roturh nor any knowledge of such marriage.
In his ovening mail Mr. Baker found an
envelope containing eight returns, five of
which were overdue, oue being the return of
o warriage which took place in May last, A
curious coincidence was the fact that the
return about which Mr. Baker had earlier in
the dny received inquiry from State Registrar
Reevo was among the five overdue returns.
This fucident goes to show that a strict com-
pliauce with the law is & matter of some im-
portance, How many overdue returns the
Rev. Dr., Spencer still bas to account for Mr,
Baker doesw't know. 'The lnst return he
mads prior to the two which he handed to
Mr Baker on Novembor 5, 1808, was trans-
mitted to him early in the Spring of 18K,
