CONGRESS RECEIVES
M'KINLEY'S MESSAGE.

NEW CONDITION OF AFFAIRS THE
It UK HEN OJ' THE MESSAOE.

CUBA TO BE FREE AND IMPEHDEHT.

To the Senate and House of Represent-
atives:
NotwithstnndfnR the added burdens

rendered necessary by the war our peo-
ple rejoice In a very satlsfuctory and
steadily Increasing degree of prosperity,
evidenced by the*largeBt volume of busi-
ness ever recorded. Munufucture has
been productive, agricultural pursuits
have yielded abundant returns, labor In
all fields of Industry is better rewarded,
revenue legislation passed by the pres-
ent congress has increased the treasu-
ry's receipts to the amount estimated
by Its authors, the finances of the gov-
ernment have been successfully admin-
litered and Its credit advanced to the
first rank, while its currency has been
maintained a t the world's highest stand-
ard. Military service under a common
flag and for a righteous cause has
fttrengthened the national spirit and
served to cement more closely than
ever the fraternal bonda between every
section of the country.
. A review of the relation of the United

States to other powers, always appro-
priate, fa this year of primary impor-
tance In view of the momentous issues
which have arisen, demanding In one
instance the ultimate determination "by
arms and involving farreaching conse-
quences, which will require the earnest
attention of the congress.

In my last annual message very full
consideration was given to the ques-
tion of the duty o£ the government of
the United States toward Spain and the
Cuban insurrection as being by far the

Bt Important problem with which we
have been called upon to deal. The con-
Ideratloiis then advanced and the ex-

position of the views therein expressed
disclosed my senae of the extreme grav-
ity of the situation.

SIIUIII'H Due.

Setting aside au logically unfounded
or practically inadmissible the recog-
nition of th« Cuban Insurgents as bel-
ligerents, the recognition of the inde-
pendence of Cuba, neutral Intervention
to end the war by Imposing a rational
compromise between the contestants,
Intervention In favor of one or tho
other party and forcible annexation
of the island, I concluded it was
honestly due to our friendly relations
with Spain that ahe should be given a
reasonable chance lu realize her expec-
tations of reform, to which she had be-
come Irrevocably committed. Within a
few weeks previously she had an-
nounced comprehensive plans which It
was confidently aaserted would be effica-
cious to remedy the evils so deeply af-
fecting our own country, BO Injurious to
the true Interests of the mother coun-
try aa well as to those of Cuba, and so
repugnant to the universal sentiment
of humanity.

The ensuing month brought little sign
of real progress toward the pacification
of Cuba. The autonomous administra-
tion set up In the capital and some of
the principal cities appeared not to gain
th* favor of the inhabitants nor to be
able to extend their influence to the
large extent of territory held by the in-
surgents, while the military arm, ob-
viously unable to cope with the still
active rebellion, continued many of the
most objectionable and offensive poli-
cies of the government tha t had preced-
ed it. The war continued on the old
footing without comprehensive plan,
developing only the same spasmodic en-
counters, barren of strategic result,
that had marked the course of the ear-
lier ten years' rebellion aa well as the
present insurrection from Its start. No
alternative save physical exhaustion of
either combatant and therewithal the
practical ruin of the Island lay In sight,
but hov.' far distant no one could ven-
ture to conjecture.

Till* Miiliie'ii Deutrncl lon.
At thin Juncture, on the 15th of Febru-

ary last, occurred the destruction of the
battleship Maine while rightfully lying
in the harbor of Havana on a mission
of international courtesy and good will
—a catastrophe the suspicious nature
and horror of which stirred the nation's
heart profoundly. Yet the Instinct of
Justlcn prevailed, and the nation anx-
iously awaited the result nf the search-
ing investigation at once set on foot.
The finding of the naval board of In-
quiry eBtablUhen that the origin of the
explosion was external, by a submarine
mine, and only halted through lack of
positive testimony to fix the reHponsi-
blllty of Its authorship.

AU theBe things carried conviction to
the most thoughtful, even before tho
finding of the naval court, that a crisis
In our relations with Spain and toward
Cuba wns at hnnd. So strong was this
belief that it needed but a brief exec-
utive suggestion to the congress to re-
ceive immediate answer to the duty of
making instant provision for the possi-
ble and perhaps probable emergency of
war, anfl the remarkable, almost unique,
spectacle was presented of a unanimous
vote of both houses on the 9th of March
appropriating $50,000,000 "for the na-
tional defense and for each and every
purpusi' connected therewith, to ue ex-
pended a t the discretion of the presi-
dent."

That thla act uf provision came none
too Boon was disclosed when the appli-
cation of the fund ^'RB undertaken.
Our coanta were prnctirally undefend-
ed. Our navy needed large provision
for increased ammunition and supplies
and even numbers to rope with any
Budiltm attack from the navy ur Spnln,
which comprised modern vessels of the
highest type of continental peifectinn.
Our army ftlno required en In f o m e n t of
men and munitions. The details of the
hurrluil prttpnrutiun for the dreaded
cgntlnuenuyare told in tliq reports of the

secretaries of war and of the navy and
need not be repealed linn*. It Is suffi-
cient to say that th<; outbreak of war
when it did come found nur nation not
unprepared to meet the fimflfct.

I 'eaceful Solution Nought,
Still animated by the hope of a peace-

ful solution and obt-ylng the diulate* of
duty, no effort wan relaxed to brlnK
about a spet-dy t-ndlnt' of the Cuban
struggle. Negotiation*! to this object
continued actively with the government
of Spain. * • • Grieved and disap-
pointed at the buiien outcome of my
sincere endeavors to reach u pmcticuble
solution, 1 felt it my duty to remit the
whole cjueation to the tongrews. In the

KHagt* of April 11, 18US, I announced
that with this last overture In the direc-
tion of Immediate peace In Cuba und
its diHappointlng reception by Spain
the effort t»f the executive wan brought
to an end.

In view of alt this the congress was
asked to authorize and empower the
president to take measures to secure a
full and final termination of hostilities
between Spain and the people of Cuba
and to secure in the island the estab-
lishment of n stable government. The
response of the congress, after nine
flays of earnest deliberation, during
which the almost unanimous sentiment
of your body was developed on every
point save as to the expediency of cou-
pling (he praposud action with a formal
recognition of the republic of Cuba as
the true ind lawful government of that
island—0- proposition which failed of
adoption—the congress, after confer-
ence on the 19th of April, by a vote of 42
to 35 In the senate and 311 to G In the
house of representatives, passed the
memorable joint resolution declaring:

First.—That the people of the IslanS of
Cuba nre und of right ought to be free
and Independent.

Second.—That It is the duly of the Unit-
ed SlatPH to demand, and the Government
of the United Stateu does hereby demund.
that the government of Spain ut once re-
linquish Us authority ana government In
the Inland of Culm and withdraw Its land
and naval forces from Cuba and Cuban
waters.

Third.—That the president of the United
Stutca be und he hereby is directed and
empowered to use the entire lund and
naval forces of the United Statea and lo
call Into the actual service of the United
States the mllllla of the several states to
such extent ad may be necessary to carry
these resolutions into effect.

Fourth.—That the United States hereby
disclaims any disposition or intention to
exercise sovereignty. Jurisdiction or con-
trol ov»r said Island, except for the pacl-
Hcation thereof, and asserts its deter-
mination whfii that la accomplished to
leave the government and control of the
island to Us people.

Our country thus, after an interval of
half a century of peace with all nations,
found Itself engaged in deadly conflict
with a foreign enemy. Every nerve was
strained to meet the emergency. The
response to the Initial call for 125,000
volunteers was instant and complete,
as was also the result of the second call,
of May 25, for 75,000 additional volun-
teers. The ranks of the regular army
were Increased to the limits provided by
the act of April 26, 1898.

The enlisted force of the navy on the
16th day of August, when it reached Its
maximum, numbered 24,123 men and
apprentices. One hundred and three
vessels were added to the navy by pur-
chase, one was presented to the govern-
ment, one leased, and the four vessels
of the International Navigation com-
pany—the St. Paul, St. Louis, New York
and Paris—were chartered. In addition
to thuse the revenue cutters and light-
house tenders were turned over to the
navy department urn! became tempora-
rily a part of the auxiliary navy.

The medium effective fighting force
of the navy during the war, separated
Into classes, was aa follows:

Four battleships of the first class, 1
battleship of the second class, 2 armor-
ed cruisers, 6 coast defense monitors, 1
armored ram, 12 protected cruisers, 3
unprotected cruisers, 18 gunboats, 1
dynamite cruiser, 11 torpedo boats; ves-
sels of the old navy, Including1 moni-
tors. 14. Auxiliary: Eleven auxiliary
cruisers, 28 converted yachts, 27 oon-
verted tugH, 19 converted colliers, IB
revenue cutters, 7 lighthouse tenders
and 19 miscellaneous vessels.

There was placed in Cuban waters a
completely outfitted cable ship, with
war cableB and cable gear, suitable both
for the destruction of communications
belonging to the enemy and the estab-
lishment of our own. Two ocean cables
were destroyed under the enemy's bat-
teries a t Santiago.

The day previous to the landing of
General Shafter's army corps at Cal-
mara, within 20 miles of the landing
place, cable communications were es-
tablished and a cable station opened,
giving direct communication with the
government a t Washington.

This service was invaluable to the
executive In directing1 the operations of
the army and navy. With a total force
of over 1,300 the IOSB was by diseaaa In
camp and field, officers and men in-
cluded, only five.

How t b e Fnnd Wa« Spent.
The national defense fund of $50,000,-

000 was expended In large part by the
army and navy, and the objects for
which it was used are fully shown in
the reports of the several secretaries.
It was a mort timely appropriation, en-
abling the government to strengthen KB
defenses and make preparations greatly
needed in case of war.

This fund being Inadequate to the re-
quirements of equipment and for the
conduct of tho war, the patriotism of
the congress provided- the means in the
war revenue act of June 13 by author-
l»Ing a 3 per cent popular loan not to
axceed $400,000,000 and by levying addi-
tional Imposts and taxes. Of the nti-
thorized loan $200,000,000 waa offered
and promptly taken, the subscriptions
30 far exceeding the call ns to cover it
many times over, while preference be-
ing given to the smaller bids no single
allotment exceeded $5,000. This was a
most encouraging and significant result,
showing the vast resources of the na-
tion, and the determination of the peo-
ple t,o uphold their country's honor.

The iiiewnge then recites the salient
features in the history of the war and
continues;

It will bft observed that while our na-
vy wus onRapced In two great battles
und hi nimninniB perilous undertakings
in bliirkiidt1 uml humbnreltncnt und more
thnn r«D.UOrt of our iroopH were trans-
ported tu tilHtunt hmdH a ml were en-
gqgeil In assuult and ale^t* und battle

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Mr. HuInert further reported that Misu
Sherinau and Miss Baldwin hud each been
utwent one day, Miss Lauterman one audone-
balf days and Mistt Lowe five days.

Mrs. E, T. "VVildrick offered to the Board of
Education, through Mr. Hulsart , th i r ty
desks, which had been used In the Dover
Business College, for $2.50 per desk. The
desks are nearly new and cost $5.00 apiece,
but the Board decided tha t they could not
use them a t present aud therefore would uot
buy.

County Superintendent M. L. Cox
held the attention of all during his most ex-
cellent address. Spirited discussions followed
each address and all were heartily sorry
when approaching night made it necessary
to adjourn. ^ ^ ^ ^ ^

A similar notice was Berved on
John H. Wood, foreman of Hook and Ladder
Company No. l,and then the locks ou the
doors of the flrerooras in the Township Hall
were changed. The furniture and other
personal effects la the rooms were taken to a
itorage-room, and Chief George V. Much-
more was told that he "BUOUIII proceed at
once to reorganize the two companies."
Philip H. Tildon was appointed drat assistant
engineer of the department, with orders to
assist the Chief. While the companies are
being reorganized the members of the Board
of Fire Wardens will have charge of the ap-
paratus aiid work it at any fires that may
occur. ^ ^ ^

More Volunteers to lie Mustered Out.

One of the first results of the termination
of the peace negotiations at Paris will be the
mustering out of at least 80,000 men of the
volunteer army. The present army couslsts
of KI0.0OO men, exclusive of all ordered out.
Fifty-two thousand of these are regulars.
The army as reorganized will bo distributed
aa follows: Philippines, 20,000; Porto Rlcd,
7,000; Cuba, S0.000, and about 20,000 for
frontier and station work in this country.
This would mean 75,000 men for the regular
army as reorganized. Secretary Alger
recommends 10(1,000. As there are now
130,000, from 30,000 to 40,000 will bo mustered
out in the near future. Tlie Third New
Jersey will probably be one of the regiments
nnmod for muster out.
