CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Pending the Impending Coup de Grace
by tho Court of Error.

The ¢ City” Council (de fuacto), with a
Damocl sword over its collec-
tive head, met in regular session on Monday
night to administer the affairs of this town.
In the course of the session Chairman Rayuor,
referring to Dover's municipal muddle, stated
that a conference had been held in Jersey City
between ¢ City " Attorney Wortendyke, of
Englewood, Renator Jobnson, of Bergen
county, *City * Attorney Neighbour, of this
town, and Joseph Coult, of the law firm of
Coult & Howell, of Newark, at which con-
ference Mr, Coult had expressed himself as
heing of the opinion that the ** Act of 1805,”

which was accepted asa " City” charter by ¥

both Dover and Englewood, was irremediably
bad—in flue, past all tinkering. Mr, Couls,
Chairman Rayror explained,based his opinion
upon the expressed views of Justices Depue
and Dixon, of the Supreme Court. In view
of this state of affairs, Mr. Raynor went on
to ray, it would be useless to appoint a com-
mittee, as had been suggested, to confer with
a like committee from Englewood witha view
to having the ‘‘Act of 1635"” amended. Mr,
Raynor, in conclusion, gaid that he had been
given to und d that the i ing Legis-
lature would in all probability pass a general
law for the government of municipalities like
Dover.

Only routine matters were acted upon at
the meeting.

Chief of I’olice Hagauw's rep rt told of
thirteen prisoners (mark the unlucky number)
who had been collectively flned a total of
$07.40, inclusive of costs, and who had paid
into the municipal treasury the sum of $43.-4),
a number having been committed to the
County Jail on account of their inablility to
pay their respective fines,

Recorder Gage’s report was in substantial
agreement with Chief Hagan's, but on ac-
count of n lack of clearness (it could hardly
be said of it that “he who runs may read”}
it was referred to the Finance Committes,
who will report on it at the next meeting.

The report of Chief Engineer James 8,
Moelick, of the Fire Department, told of the
several incendiary and other flres which
occurred since bislast report; noted the resig-
nation of Fred Wilkner from Vigilant Engine
Company No, £, and concluded with arecom-
mendation that 500 feet of Eureka fire hoss
be purchased.

In & communication from the Board of
Education the City Council was politely re-
quested to pay over to that body the $500
promised in May last toward the cost of con-
struction of the retaining wall on the
Pequannoc street side of the north sideschool
premises, Councilman Lyon expressed him-
gelf ds being in favor of paying the 500, but

Cheirman Raynor was not {uclined to over- | o F, ¥f

much haste in the matter of the promiseid
$500, the payment of which he said would be
only taking so much money out of one pocket
and putting it in another. He instanced the
unexpected expenditure of §230 for the re-
cently reconstructed drain on Sussex street by
way of emphasizing the need of caution in the
matter of paying out money and his views
provailed, the Board of Education’s request
being finally referred to the Finance Com-
mittee ‘f without power,” this lnst being ex-
pressly stipulated.

The following communication, which City
Clerk Baker said had been received by City
Attorney Neighbour, was. read and ordered
spread upon tbe minutes:

decided to buy the hose it would be necessary
to eke out the appropriation by a transfer
fromn some other fund. Couucilman Carbart
moved that the matter be referred to the
Fire, Light and Water Committes with
power, and this was done, although Council-
man Lyon was for settling the matter * right
here.”

A petition for a street light on Randolph
avenue, midway between Elliott and Spring
streets, was referred to the Firs, Light and
Water Committes, and a report from that
committes recommending that & street light
be placed on the corner of Guy and Searing
streets was received and the recommendation
approved.

A request that the fine imposed on Dayton
Lawrence by Recorder C. B. Gage for dis-
orderly conduct be remitted, was after some
discussion referred to the Finance Committes,

Councilman Carhart reported that the com-
pletion of the work at the engine house had
been delayed by the state of the wenther and
Councilman Lyon asked for more time in
which to better the recently vetoed fire
escapo ordinance, which request led to the
remark by Chairman Raynor that, owing to
the unsettled condition of municipal affairs,
the ordinance need not be raported in a hurry.

the County House, to enable him to live with

his wife. Both requests wers granted by a
vote of the board.
In the at o of Freeholder Hoagland

chairman of the Road Committee, Freeholder
Cook, speaking for that committee, said that
the committee’s report was not quite ready
and suggested an adjournment until 1:30 p.
m. The board udjourned‘necordingly, but
made the hour of reassembling 2 o'clock,

‘When the board reconvened Freeholder
Cook, for the Road Committes, reported ap-
proved bills aggregating $607.08 for road
vepairs, and $151.68 for other road work,
mostly for the removal of snow. A motion
that these bills be ordered paid, was made,
but Fresholder Bartley interposed a motion
that the sum of §125 be transterred from the
Mt, Olive bridge account to the Mt. Olive
road repair account, and Freeholder White-
head moved that the sum of $38 be transferred
from the Morris township bridge account
to the Morris township road repair account.
Both traunsfers were ordered made and then
the bills presented by Freeholder Cook were
ordered paid.

Freeholder Cook next reported that County
Engineer King had gone over the Mass
mountain read and reported favorably on it,
wherefore hemoved that the road beaccepted,
the bondsmen released and the five per cent.
balance be paid over to Contractor Munson,

Freeholder Cook also reported that the year
was up on the Mendbam road and that Con-
tractor Taft, who macadamized it, had asked
that the road be accepted now on his promise
to put the road in good shape whan the
weather permitted. The matter was lald
over.

Freeholder Gillen brought to the attention
of the board the claims of the special officers
appointed at the various polls throughoutthe
county on the occaston of the specinl election,
and whose bills the Committee on Printing
and Elections had not reported. County
Counsel Qnayle explained that by an amend-
ment to fhe election law the power to
appoint such special officers had been taken
away from election boards, He suggested
that the election boards settls with the
special officers and with this the matter was
dropped, for the time being,

Frecholder Cook, for the Road Comimittee,
reported favorably on the petitions for the
improvement of the Mt., Freedom, Passaic
Valley and 8pring Valley roads under the
State Aid Road Act, wheroupn the County
Eugineer was directed to causs the necessary
surveys to be made and specifications to bo
preparei,

County Engineer King reported having
opened tho bids for the macadamizing of the
German Valloy road, andsald that all the bids
received were low. He called attention to the
tact that the section of road in question wonld
complete two *trunk lines” through the
county in accordance with the plans adopted
four years ago.
