Important , if True.

A story Is again current to the effect that
Samuel Sloan will at the annual meeting in
February, retire from the presidency of th«
Delaware, Lackawanna and Western Railroad
Company. William F. Hallstead, now sec-
ond vice president and general manager of
the company, is named as bis probable suc-
cessor. In October, 1803, William K- Van
derbllt increased his already large holdipss of
Lackawanna stock by the purchase of a blook
of 40,000 shares. At the same time what
wan known as tbe New Jersey Central party
—then composed of President J. R. Maxwell
George F, Raker, H. C, Fahuestook and
Thomas A. Garland—also bought a large
block of the stock. Ever ftiuoe, there has
been talk of ttu impending change la the
management of the Delaware, Lackawanna
and Western. These rumors have become
more persistent and more definite in the last
few months, however, although this is the first
time any man lias been especially mentioned
as President Sloan's successor. Mr. Sloan Is
now more than eighty years old, and it Is
commonly reported and believed in Wall
street that W. K. Vanderbllt has decided
that there should be a naw executive head
for the Lackawauna system, and that this
change would include the retirement of E. R.
Holden, the first vice president, as well as of
President Sloan. It is understood that the
Vanderbilts now control the Lackawanna, if
not through their own largely Increased hold-
ings, yet at any rate through a friendly
arrangement with the New Jersey Central
men. Another report has it that William
Canniff, president of the New York, Chicago
and St. Louis road, or the "NickelPlate/'

'ould come east as Mr. Sloan's successor.

A Ittiginiuut from Jersey.
William S. Strylter, Adjutaut-Oenerul of

tbe National Guiird of New Jersey, in hi:
report lie is about to make to the Governor
Bjieakh uf the increoKe and reorganization of
the regular army as follows :

Hfotory affords UH the precedent which I
think the United Btatos ought to follow at
this hour, JJuriug the Revolutionary War
tho Regular Army of the country was made
up of soldiers organized in the several States
and placed ou tbe Continental establishment.

Speaking tttill for my own State. I would
further remark that during the war of 1812
the lfith Regiment, United States Infantry,
was known as the New Jersey Regiment. It
was commanded by a distiiiRuiHlied soldier,
SSebnlon RI. Pike, a resident of Trentou. Both
its HeuUiuiiuW'oIont'l and nmjor wore Jersey-
men, twenty-one of its subaltern officers were
citizens of this Sta'e, a large portion of them
having served with distinction during the
Revolutionary period.

The regiment waB enrolled and recruited in
bhla State and was known and recorded dur-
ing the war as a regiment from New Jersey.
The same thing occurred during the Mexican
War. TUB lith United States Infantry had
Companies F, G and 0 , which were com-
manded by residents of New Jersey; the
soldiers themselves were from New Jersey
and it was known to the country as made up
of the citizens of this State. If the Regular
Army is now to be enlarged, I see no good
reason why it should not follow tbe plan
established in other days.

To continue this line of thought, why
ibould not New Jersey have her regiment in
the Regular Army, designated as a certain
number of the line, encamped and In barracks
at Ben Girt and send details to guard Fort
Hancock on New York Harbor and Fort
Mott on the Delaware River ?

1 think a Bnitable board, such as our own
State Military Board, could Indicate to tbe
War Department one or two proper officers,
graduates from the military academy, to be
detailed for this regiment. This board could
select captains of companies or subaltern
officers from tba National Guard, whose zeal
'or military life, whose character and mili-
tary attainments are sucb as would meet tbe
approval of the State, and after passing a
rigid examination tbe Governor could recom-
mend them to tbe Secretory of War for com-
mission in this regiment.

Of Interest to Flsliur Folk.
Fisher folk will be interested in a -verdict

rendered last week in a trespass suit tried be-
fore Chief Justice Magle in the Sussex County
Court. The point at issue was the right of
the public to flab in private waters stocked
at public expense. The com pin in nut was
Andrew Albright, a wealthy Newarker,
who recently came into ownership of Swartz-
wood Lake. Prior to Mr. Albright's pur-
chase of the lake, which had been stocked
with food flsli by. the State Fish and Gamft
Commissioners, the publfo had had free
access to it, a privilege which Mr. Albright
didn't fee) disposed to continue, and to test
bis exclusive right in Swartzwood Lake he
brought suit against elgbt defendants. The
trial of the first case against Joseph B, Court-
right resulted In a verdict for nominal dam-
ages for trespass, the jury being directed by
Chief Justice Magie to find for the plaintiff
in the sum of six cents damages. The de-
fence did not question the ownership of
Albright, nor deny the trespass, but claimed
that, being stocked at publio expense, the
Legislature authorizing the stocking of its
waters, the publio could not be barred. Tbe
case will probably be appealed to the Court
of Errors, on the point of the lake being
stocked at public expense.

Sew 'Phone Connections.
An " automatic" telephone pay station has

been located at E. L. Decker's, in the Park
Hotel. It's number is 53 Dover. Here you
deposit your money before you talk and a

buzzard" notifies the central operator as
each coin Is dropped into the box. But three
coins, a quarter, a dime and a ulckel, can be
used. For instance, if a person wished to
ipeak to Newark he would have to pay 35
cents. When the quarter dropped a bell
at the central office rings three, times and
when the dime is dropped it rings once noti-
fying the operator that the tolls have been
paid and the connection is then made. When

nickel is used the bell rings twioe. This is
the first 'phone of its kind to be put up in
Morris county.
