A wax resembling that of bees has bi?en
extracted by M. Ranvier from th« human
epidermis, this result causing him to remark
that the body is protected by a eont of var-
nish against corrosive agents.

A most original recent engine is tbo Daw-
mi rotary gasoline motor. In this an at-

tempt is made to do uway with viilves as well
as valve gear, and there are no delicate parts
exposed to explosion or high temperature. It
depends on the usual explosions of gasoline
vapor and air through the four-period o>-cl«.
The chief novelty rests in the piston, wliiuh
has the form of a long steel tube, and which
assures tlie different phases ot admission, ex-
plosion and escapement by revolving during
its stroko and through an aperture in its side,
alternately opening and closing distributing
ports suitably placed on the cylinder. Dur-
ing its rotation, the piston makes four alter
nate strokes aud causes tlio crank Bhaft to
make two revolutions. The rotary motion
tends to reduce loss by friction, aud the
lengtb of the piBton diminishes loss by leak-
age and prevents direct contact of the gases

•ith the walls of the cylinder. Tbe cylinder
stands upright on a clo3cd box or drum con-
taining the fly-wheel, crank and shaft.

The Bocalled earthquake or tidal waves
that are frequently noticed along the coast
uear Sydney, New South Wales, are found
by H. C. llusaell to be mostly traceable to
low atmospheric pressure. Tlieir period,
about twenty-six minutes from crust to crest,
1st hat of earthquake waves. Mr. Russell has
proven, however, that only one per cent, aro
produced by earth disturbances, whila flixty
per cent, are due to low pressure areas,
which cause the sea level to rise, with cur-
rents along the south aud east coasts that
meet in Bass Strait, producing waves that
effect the Sydney and Newcastle tide-gauges.

Tbe manufacture of briquettes from peat
or turf, begun in Germany two years ago, is
reported a success. The wet turf ia reduced to
small pieces In a breaking machine, cut and
ground quite fine iu a second machine, aud
dried by passing through a lurge cylinder
heated by exhaust steam. Tbe material is
then pressed at the rate of eighty briquetteg
a socond, or thirty-flve tons a day. Tbe cost
is about $1.!J5 a ton.

Heaped up leaves, Bpoutanoously develop-
ing heat by chemical change, aro among tho
hitherto unnoticed causes of forest fires
poiuted out by M. Tabariea de Graudsalgnes.

Haviug observed that in certain forms of
cancer the lymph glands are not affected at
all, Dr. Herbert Snow, an English cancer
specialist, bas been Jed to the interesting and
important conclusion that it lathe function
of these glands to resist and actually destroy
thecaucerouB growth. This takes place up
to a certain point. The gland is eventually
overpowered by numbers, but the contest is
often an obstinate one, and tho number of
infective particles killed must be very cou-
Biderable. Supposing a natural secretion to
be tha active agent, Dr. Snow had made an
extract of fresh lymph glands. This he ad-
ministered to certain patients with apparent
benefit aud never any bad syrapton, and in
the case of a gentleman with advanced cancer
of the stoujach, whose death was expected
not later than November or December, 1897,
life was prolonged until last April. Compe-
tent medical men are asked to continue the
Investigation.

Electric power haa beeu transmitted 103
miles, with 70 por cent, of efficiency. Much
more IB possible, and Prof. George li'orbes,
speaking in London the other day, expressed
the opinion that tho power of the Victoria
Palls on the Zambesi might be economically
carried 500 miles for the development of min-
ing m Rhodesia. Ho had considered plauB in
New Zealand and India for transmitting
power 250 miles, miners in some cases being
prepared to pay $500 and even $000 por annum
'or each horse-power. Manyotliermdustnes
.night be bctiofltted by tapping distant sources
of power, such as irrigation in Egypt, and he
has found that the electric lighting of Cairo
could bo done cheaper by power generated
400 miles away at the Finst Cataraet than by
steam engines in that city. In all cases the
seriouB outlay is for copper.

Not less than 223 specfes of flfih liavo been
reported up to this tlino at Wood's Hall,
Mass., a number greater than at any other
United States locality except Key "West.
Many of the species are visitors from tropical
waters.

Among other effects of hysteria upon nutri-
tion, Dr. Paul Sollier, of Paris, notes the
rapid decay of tlie teoth, beginning with
erosion and atrophy of tho enamel. The
teeth aro very painful, and extraction is the
only reuiouy. as not oven removal of tho
cause of tha hysteria will arrest tUo disease
process wliau well eatablteucd.
