LEGISLATURE UORGANIZES
our 4 HITCH.

Wird-

Reed Choson Prosjdent of Senate—The
Standing Committees Named in Both
Houses and all the Cogs of the Lag-
islative Wheaol Fllled by Appolnt-
ment-John Keun to he United States
Sonator,

[Speciul Correspondence.]

Trenton, Jan. 11.-—The legislature or-
ganized without any friction and is now
ready for business, Presldent Reed of
the senate, In accepting the office of
presiding wificer of the higher body,
read the public a little homily apropos
of the legislature's attitude. He refer-
red to the fact that the newspapers of-
ten criticised the lawmakers for letting
the time glip idly by and then rushing
new enactments through at a terrific
rate {n the last two or three weeks of
the session.

“Thisg eritleism,” egald he, ‘growe
largely, I think, out of the fact that
durlng the first few weeks of the ses-
sion compardtively few bills are intro-
duced, and tlme must elapse in which
the public may be apprised of thelr ob-
ject and glven an opportunity to be
heard In order that intelligent action
may be taken. Consequently it necea-
sarily follows that but little can be ac-
complished in the way of completed
legislation until the session is about
half over. '

“Few bills originate with members of
the leglslature, and those few are usu-
olly introduced very early In the ses-
slon, 60 that criticism of the members
on that score i8 not deserved, If our
brethren of the press could prevall upon
those who Intend applying to the legis-
lature for the enactment of laws to pre-
sent their bills early in the session, it
would not only largely remove the
cause for criticlsm, but would add te
the heavy obligation we already owe
them.”

Pregident Reed’s suggestion for shift-
ing the responsibility on to the shoul-
ders of the newspaper editors 18 ingen-
lous, but probahly the only way they
could effect the desired result would be
by inducing the legislature to make a
rule prohibiting the reception of new
bills after a certaln date—say March 1
~and also requiring the bilis to be con-
slderef disposed of more nearly in the
order {n which they are introduced,
