Gentlemen ot the Senate and General
Assembly:
The duties of the office upon which I

am about to enter are assumed with a
deep sense of all that is implied in the
words of the oath just taken. I shall
strive to observe it both in letter and
in spirit.

Although chosen through the favor of
my fellow citizens as representing one

f the great political parties of the
state, I am not unmindful of the obli-
gation to devote my services to the
Common good of all. I have no apolo-
gy to offer for being a partisan. Under
a republican form of government par-
ties will of necessity arise. A people free
to learn and free to think for them-
eelves can only find in organization the
Instrument to enforce their wishes re-
specting government. Political parties
are not to bo considered as unmixed
evils. Their existence Is an evidence
of active interest In public affairs.
Their adherents are quick to assert
their Individual rights and to exact a
full and fuithtul performance of every
publla duty. Through their agency the
ends of government are best to be se-
cured. But governments do not exist
merely for the sake of parties. With
puhllc power comes the duty to exer-
cise It for the public good. Viewed from
a selfish standpoint, I believe that they
best serve a party who in the conduct
of their office pay heed to the interests
of the greatest number. This duty is
especially imposed upon the executive
by the oath of office which he tnkos.
In Ills acts he is not to seek partisan
advantage only. Ho is to promote the
pence and prosperity of the state anfl
maintain its lawful rights. He is to sea
that Its laws, civil nnd criminal, ar
enforced alike for all and against all.
He la to secure equal protection to rich
and to poor.

Trenton, Jan. 18.—The inauguration of

Foster M. Voorhees a" governor for the
coming thre» years, «*s the doralnatlnff
event of the present legislative week.
The occasion was a pleasant one in ev-
ery respect.

;un broke out from behind the clouds
Tuesday morning and welcomed a host
if visitors that came on from different
lections of the sta-te, A visiting band
from Elizubeth, the new governor's
home, paraded the streets during the
morning, and then, taking up Its por-
tion in front of the state capilol, ren-
lered a number of airs. The two
branches of the legislature held brief
morning sessions and afterward pro-
ceeded to Trenton Opera House, where
the inauffural ceremonies were to occur.
The theater was filled to overflowing,
nnd a great sea of faces looked down
upon the occupants of the Btage seatfl.
The boxes at either side were filled
chiefly with ladies, whose bright bon-
iets and handsome gowns lent pano-
•amic colors to the scene. The hall was
beautifully decorated with flags ano
jnnnerB. Far up in the galleries abrass
band discoursed enlivening; music.
Among those on the Btage as the noon
hour arrived were the members of the
eglslature, state officers and other dis-
tinguished" citizens. Nathaniel Voor-
liees, father of the governor elect, with
the Misses Voorhees, figured among the
uterested spectators. A notable face
n the platform was that of a patrlar-
shal lookinffgentlemanwithasnowwhite
ieard a foot long. Few recognized in

him ex-Governor "William A. Newell,
who was chief executive of New Jersey
from 18f>7 to I860, and who came to
Trenton to be Inaugurated under pecul-
iar clrcumBtanees. He lived at Allen-
town, ten miles away, and a big snow-
storm came on the night before inaug-
uration, ao that wagon traffic was im-
practicable next morning. A& the con-
itltution provided for the Inauguration
to proceed that day, and all arrange-
ments had been made, Governor Elect
Newell started out on foot and reached
Trenton in time, to the surprise of ev-
erybody. The old gentleman has of
late years resided In the state of Wash-
ington, where he enjoyed many politi-
cal honors, but recently he returned to
New Jersey. His presence yesterday
was specially interesting from the fact
that he Is the oldest of the living ex-
governors of New Jersey, while Mr.
Voorhees is the youngest governor ever
Inaugurated.

Innuenrnl Ceremonies.
It was on the stroke of noon when

lovernor Elect Voorhees and his party,
I open barouches, wheeled into the

driveway at the opera house and step-
ped forth to their places on the stage.
They were greeted with salvos of ap-
plause. Acting Governor Watldns was
with the governor elect. Speaker Pro
Tern, Squire, President of the Senate
Reed, Chief Justice Magle of the su-
preme court, President Patton of
Princeton college and the Joint Inaugu-
ral committee followed, John Kean,
Jr., the coming United States senator,
accompanied by State Comptroller Han-
cock, came next, with several others
following.

The ceremonies of Inauguration then
proceeded, Senator Hutchlnson of Mer-
cer, chairman of the Inaugural com-
mittee, announcing each movement la
order. First came an invocation by
Rev. Dr. Patton of Princeton. I t was
quite lengthy and effective and closed
with fervent words for the successful
administration of the Incoming gov-
ernor.

Chief Justice Magie, formerly the
legal preceptor of Mr. Voorhees, next
solemnly administered the oath of of-
fice. The booming of guns, being a sa-
lute by the Seventh regiment on part
of the state, was heard in the distance,
and then came the presentation of the
great seal of state by Acting Governor
"Watklns to his successor. Mr. Watkins
made a most graceful little speech in
delivering the Bymbol of authority, and
his sentiments waked up applause from
the audience. Governor Voorhees ac-
cepted the token quite happily, too, and
was then presented formally to Presi-
dent Reed, who in turn introduced the
new governor to the assembled legisla-
ture. This was the signal for another
outburst of applause, after which Gov-
ernor Voorhees proceeded with the de-
livery of his inaugurnl address. He waa
cool and collected and spoke with ex-
cellent effect, his recommendations to
the legislature being well received.

The governor was attired In dark
clothing, wearing a frock coat and a
smnll black tie around his standing col-
lar. The inaugural ceremony closed
with benediction pronounced by Rev.
Dr. Buyle of the State Street M; B.
church, Trenton. Many friends then
surrounded the new governor to tender
their congratulations. When he could
finally get away, he WRB driven, with
the inaugural party, to the Trenton
House, where a lunch was served.

From 3 p. m. till G p. m. and again in
the evening Governor Voorhees gave a
public reception at the executive cham-
bers In the state capltol. Throngs of
people poured In to pay their respectB,
nnd the new governor must have gone
to bod laBt night with a gore right hand.
The number of lady callers was sur-
prisingly large, which the wags at-
tributed to the fact that hia excellency
is still a bnchelor. The decorations at
the statehouse were beautiful beyond
precedent. Flngs and bunting were
liberally used In the corridors, and In
the rotunda the windows were banked
with palms and other potted plants.
The executive chamber was also Bet off
to look Its handsomest, and under the
glow of a myriad of electric lights the
effect was dazzling-
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
