UNITED STATES SENATOR KEAN NOW.

DEMOCRATIC STATE OFFICIALS T0

WALK THE PLANK,

Wil State Librarian Hamilten Have
to Go?—"The Practlenl Foliticians
Demand That the Plumm Tree Shall

" Be Well Shaken — Impourtant 3ildhs
Introduced.

{8pecial Correspondence.]

Trenton, Jan, 26.—The legislature In
Joint sesslon at noon today tormally
elected John Kean, Jr., of Union county
United States senator to succeed James
Smith, Jr., on March 4 next. The elec-
tion was really decided yesterdsy when
the two houses balloted separately for
the scnatorship, In the senate Senator
W. M. Johnson, for the Republicans,
presented the name of John Kean, Jr.,
and Senator Martin, acting, as he sald,
upon the unanimous wish of the Dem-
ocratic caucus, nominated James Smith,
Jr. A ballot followed, resulting In 14
votes for Kean and 6 for 8mith, Itwas
a strictly party vote, of course, but
Senator MoDermott of Hudson was ab-
gent, and the report quickly spread that
he had purposely remained away in or-
der not to cast a ballot for Mr., Smith,
whose election in place of Leon Abbett
six years ago had broken the hopes and
spirit of that great Democratic leader.
If Senator McDermott had any inten-
tion to show this mark of loyally 1o his
old chief, he changed his. mind, for,
coming into the chamber later, he se-
cured permission to be recorded for the
Democratic caucus nominee, In theas-
sembly the nominating speech for Mr.
Kean was made by Republican Leader
McKee, while Mr. Smith was placed in
nemination by Democratic Leader Mur-
phy. The ballot resulted in Mr, Kean's
favor—37 to 22, Mr. Marnell (Dem.)
was absent, Mr, Abbett, son of Lhe de-
ceased Democratic warhorse, satd in
voting for Mr. Smith: .

“In casting my vote for Mr, Smith T
bow to the will of my party caucusand
do not desire to be considered as giving
expression to my personal preference
for the office of United States senator.”

Mr. Abbett’s remarks caused a buzz
of gossip through the chamber, but it
was generally declared among Demo-
crats that the young assemblyman was
justifled in revealing his feelings under
all the circumstances of the case.

The election of Mr. Kean to the Unit-
od States senate will make the New Jer-
sey representation in the highest legis-
lative body of the land wholly Republlc-
an, Senator Sewell's term contlnuing
till 1901. This will be the first time in
many years that the Democrats have
been without a party representative in
the United States senate. With the loss
of this lucrative office following upon
the loss of the governership and the
legislature and the control of practical-
ly all the state institutlons, the Demo-
crats are very: much out in the cold at
the present time. .

Politics and Partisanship,

But the Democrats have some com-
pensation in viewing the storm that is
raging within the Republican ranks
now over the spoils that have fallen in-
to the victors' laps. The more conserv-
ative of the state lenders are in favor of
preserving at least an appearance of
nonpartisanship in the varlous depart-
ments by retainlng Democrats in sub-
ordinate places when they have shown
speclal aptitude for thelr work, The
governor, In his inaugural addréss, in-
dorsed this plan and reminded his fel-
low Republicans that in following it
they not only were pursuing the best
policy for the publc welfare, but also
were actually strengthening their party
in the good graces of the voters of the
state and insuring to Republicanism a
long continuance of power. But it was
noticeable that thia portion of Governor
Voorhees' address proveked no ap-
plause, It is not popular doctrine with
the rank and file of party workers, who
believe that the official plum tree should
be shaken till there isn't a plum left un-
appropriated by the parly in power.

This week has been made notable by
a regular invasion of practical politi-
clans of the type deseribed, who have
come on to Trenton to make thelr influ-
ence felt. Mercer county partisans, be-
tng right on the ground, have taken the
lead In the attack on the departments.
Every state official has been visited this
week and been argued with to show
that unless the. plums come down the
regular party workers are going to com-
bine to discontinue thelr activity in the
party's behalf at election time. In the
face of assaults of this kind it is very
difficult for the conservative men of the
party to hold thefr own, and it begins
to look as if there might be a pretty
general sweep before the winter ends.
PDemocratic lenders on. their part are,
to say the least, indifferent to the re-
gult, Many of them indeed would pre-
fer to see the Republlcan henchmen
have thelr way, ag the displaced Demo-
eratle officeholders are far more likely
to be'nctlve party workers than if they
were retained in comfortable berths by
a spirlt of Republican tolerance,

The storm center just at present ls
about the hend of State Librarian Ham-
{iton. There are at least ten candidates
for the veteran editor's ofllce, and while
It was regarded as assured awhile ago
that hig fitness for the place and a cer-
tajn sentlment of regard for .the old
gentleman would -prevent his displace-
ment it now beglns to loek as if even
these considerations would be insufii-
clent. There was a meeting yesterday
of the llbrary commissioners, with the
goverhor, chancellor and chief justlce
at thelr head, and unusual pressure was
brought to bear in favor of replacing
the Democratic Hbravian with o Repub-
llean. The commission, however, was
unable to reach a declslon amid so many
applicants, and an adjournment was
had tiil next week, which, however, is
an unfavorable {adication for Colonal
Hamilton. The Hbrarian's term is flve
years, and the annual salary s $2,000,

Governor Voorhees has the following
appointments to make this year: State
road commiationer, state school super-
intendent, four riparian commissioners,
slx state prison Inspectors, & member
of the state board of taxation, the coun-
ty judges In Burlington and Cumber-
tand counties and prosecutors in Cum-
perland and Essex counties. Most of
the present Incumbents are Republie-
ans, including Road Commigsioner Budd
and Btpte School Superintendent Baxs

So a Delegatlon ot Fourth Warders
Tells the Heanith Bourd.

A delegation fromn the casterly end of the
Fourth Ward waited on the Board of Health
at the regular montbly meeting of that body
on Mondey night to voice thefr protest
against the dumping of garbageand cadavers
of wvarious Linds on the city dump at the
lower endfof Richar:ds avenue. The flrst to
address the board was Frank Gies, a property
owner, though not o. resident of that section.
Hosald that the dumping of garbage, dead
fisl, ote., was getting to be a worse nuisance
than ever end that sickness would surely
result if the practice should be continued.
Less than thyee weeks ago, he said, he had
seen dead flsh carted to the dump, this in re-
Jjoinder to a statement made by a member of
the board, on the authority of Street Com-
missioner Jennings, that dead flsh are not
carted to the dump. Mr. Gies further said
that he had seen barrels full of rotten pota-
toes taken there, and in this he was corrobo-
rated by Health Inspector Blake, who said
that he had seen the same thing.

Citizen Aschenbach, who lives near the
dump, told what e malodorous place the
dump is and said tbat if the practice of dump-
ing garbage and otherdelsterious refuse were
discontinued the city would be a much
healthier one to lve in,

A third ber of the del who
evidently believes in calliug a spade & spade,
In telling of the nuisancs created by the
dunmp, said: ‘It smells not only, but it
stinks,” He told, further, how people had
moved away from that vicinity on account
of the stench, and quoted De, R. L. Cook a8
saying that sickness ceme from It.

A fourth member of the delegation told
pretty much the same story, and when he
gotthrough President Poters said : **Gentle-
men, what'’s your pleasure in the matter "

A desultory discussion followed, in the
course ol which Health Inspector Blake made
thesomewhat interesting statoment that he
bad yetto quarantine the first house in the
viclity of the dump.

Commilesioner Grimm sald that it seemed
unreasonable to attribute sickness on- the
south side of town to stenches arising from
the dump, to which President Peters made
rejoinder that, * Up there they smell the
burning out of the south side school closets
every tiro or three weeks when as a matter
of fact the closets are burned out only about
once a year.”

A motion that the matter be reterred to -
the Banitation Committee was finally made
by Commissioner Buchanan, and this was
amended by substituting Conference Com-
mittee for Sanitation Committes, in which
form it wus passed.

Health Inspector Blake’s monthly report
was a brief one. Thers had been reported
during the period covered by the report two
cases of scarlet fever, in both of which cases
the quarantine had, however, been raised.

A bill of five dollars for services rendered
by Health Iuspector Blake was ordersed paid,
and with this statement the report of the
board's proceedings is concluded.
