LEGISLATURE MAT ADJOURN IK MARCH

KOT MANY IMPORTANT HIL7.fi IX
SIGHT A8 YET.

All ol Which Lead* to DUcn»ton of
Dleniilal SeMHluiiM—Governor Voor-
hceM Does a Graceful Act—Bill In-
troduced For Providing For the
Publication of All Laws Faaaed In
the Newspaper* of the State—Other
Matter*.

[Bpeolal Correspondence.]
Trenton, Feb. 8.—The Impression Is

growing that the Republican leaders
are purposely holding brier sessions of
the legislature each week, and that they
intend, Boon after the 1st of March, to
bring about final adjournment. I t Is
said that they take the ground that no
important measures are demanding at-
tention and that to permit a dlBCUBslon
uf minor matters or matters Involving
political considerations would result In
no good and might result In serious
damage to somebody's political pros-
pects. The principle adopted by them
doubtless Is that a people who are the
least governed in the matter of new leg-
islation are the best governed. A reflec-
tion apt to grow out of the small
amount of business transacted is that
annual aesBions of the legislature are
uncalled for. The advocates of bien-
nial sessions are already beginning to
present this view of the situation In the
statehouse lobbies when there Is noth-
ing else to talk about. It Is well known
that the railroads and other corporate
Interests would be glad to have the leg-
islature meet every other year, for
these bodies never know, while the leg-
islature is In session, when they may be
attacked in one shape or another. They
feel compelled to support a corps of
lobbyists at Trenton every winter, and
from this, too, they would be glad to be
relieved. The attempt to get a biennial
sessions amendment Incorporated In the
constitution failed last year, however,
and it would doubtless require hard
work to have It adopted at any time so
long as the railroads are understood
to be Its avowed champions. Still the
expense of every legislative session Is a
heavy one on. the taxpayers, and tblB
feature la apt to appeal to the voters,
especially if it can be shown from the
writer's experience that very little new
legislation Is needed. Speaker Watklns
Bald yesterday that if the committees
would get down to work the work of the
session might be dispatched within
three weeks.

The legislature, In adjourning this
week, decided not to meet again till
Tuesday, not holding any Monday night
session because of Lincoln's birthday
occurring on Monday.

New State Institution*.
The legislative committee on appro-

priations Is taking advantage of the re-
cess this week to go to Rahway and
visit the partly completed reformatory
upon which the state has already spent
(185,000 and which, it is stated, will re-
quire at least $325,000 before the doors
can be thrown open. The commission-
ers who have the reformatory In charge
have agreed to meet with the legislative
committee on Thursday of this week
and to give all the aid in their power
to explain the requirements of the insti-
tution. The situation was very fully
explained In this correspondence a few
weeks ago. There is every reason to
believe that the committee on appropri-
ations will report to the legislature In
favor of a substantial appropriation,
sufficient for the completion of at least
one wing. The legislative committee
consists of Senators "W, M. Johnson,
Stokes, Hutchinson, and Braun and As-
semblymen McKee, Dexheimer, Coles,
Welsh and Eckert.

Another new state institution that is
claiming attention just now is the Vil-
lage For Epileptics. Speaker Watklns
this week Introduced in the assembly a
bill providing that the governor, with
the advice and consent of the senate,
shall appoint six managers—three Re-
publicans and three Democrats—who
shall have the government and control
of affairs. They are to serve for three
years and shall appoint a superintend-
ent, a physician and other needful em-
ployees. They shall fix the salaries of
all employees, but shall receive no mon-
ey themselves except for traveling ex-
penses.

This bill will doubtless be passed In
due season, as the state has already ac-
quired the Maplewood farm at Blawen-
burg for the purposes of a village for
epileptics. The managers who have
had the project in charge laid their re-
port on the desks of the members of the
legislature this week. They recite at
length the success which has attended
the plnn of segregation In Germany and
Prance, where it hos for some time been
recognized that those unfortunate suf-
ferers should be kept apart from the
Inmates of a lunatic asylum. Ohio and
New York have entered upon the vil-
lage system, with successful results,
and the legislatures of Massachusetts
and Pennsylvania have recently au-
thorized the establishment and main-
tenance of homes for epileptics. The
managers point out that there are at
present In the asylums and other Insti-
tutions o£ Now Jersey at least 450 epi-
leptics. There are 98 in the state hos-
pital at Trenton and 96 In the hospital
at Morrlstown. No patients under 5
years of nge shall be admitted In the
vlllnge, and no more shall be admitted
of any nge than the appropriation per-
mits. The managers declare that they
have made nil arrangements on an
economical buslB, knowing that the state
hfis no desire to get involved in an-
other expensive scheme. In pursuance
of this plnn they propose to admit at
first only selected patients, of whom
some shall be competent to work at
such trades as blacks ml thing, tailor-
ing, shoemnking, blacklaylnfr, carpen-
tering, harness making, etc.; also do-
mestic and laboring work. Two cot-
tages are wanted at once, as the present
house on the farm will be needed for
the superintendent, The two cottages,
each to accommodate 30 patients, will
cost $25,000. The managers. In addition,
want $8,000 to purchase an adjoining
farm, $2,000 for water supply and sew-
erage nnd $12,000 for salaries, repairs
and running expenses.
