All Rockewny {8 agng over the bold exploit
of & quartette of burglars, who at an carly
hour on Tuesday morning blew open the safe
in the borough post office and walked off
with the contents of the mouey drawer, bar-
ring a few bills and cvins which Postmaster
Gill recovered from the debris Two of the
burglars made their appearance shortly be-
fore 2 o'clock fu the gnise of wayfarers in
quest of a night's lodging. That the night
was already three-quarters spent did not, it
#oems, arouse any suspicion in the wind of
Elmer Beam, nightwatchman of the borough
and e guilelessly bade the men follow him
iuto the town hall, in whioch the town lock-up
i1l~cated, and Iu frout of which he bappened
t) bestanding when the men addressed him.
Just as he was about to open the oell door one
of the men grabbed him by the throat, which
he encireled with both his hands, while the
other biindfolded bim with a bandkerchlef,
but not bafore the surprised nightwatchman
bad caught a glmpse of one of the men,
whom he describes as o tall man with an
ulster and & round 'elt bat. Tosecure Beam
firmnly with a sushs cord and gag bim with a
bandkerchief was the work of a momnent
only, all thoughts of resistance being knocked
ou’ of him when a third man, who had bith-
erto kept in the background, said to him:
“If you say one word I'll Ylow your brains
out right hero. With his hands securely tled
bahind his back the burglars shoved Beam
inside the cell and lashed him in an upright
position to the grating of the cell door and
left him to his musings. The burglars next
made their way to the post office, and while
one stood guard on the caunal bridge, and an-
other, presumably, to the north of the post
office, the remaining two effocted an entrance
to the poet office and proceeded to attack the
safe. When the charge was set off the nolse
of the explesion woke Dr. Hale, a guest in
Riggott's hotel nearby, who thought at first
that it bed been caused by the fall of a large
iclele which he had before retiring noticed
hanging from the eaves of the hotel roof.
He went to bis window to look out, however,
and to his surprise saw a light in the rear
room of the post ofice and in the room the

burglars were found on Weduesday after
noon in the woods back of B, K. Stickivs
farmbouse, about a mile from the scenc of
the robbery. The discovery was made by
several smaull boys who saw footprints in the
snow, which they followed to the spot where
the cash box and other things were found.
From the tracks in the suow, itappeared that
the burglars broke opeu tho insids vaull In
the woods and divided up the spoila. TRen
they evidently went {n opposite directions,
one of them baving taken the precaution to
walk geveral hundred yards on top of a stone
wall before taking to theroad. No clue to
their identity has as yet been discovered.
