NO DEARTH OF BILLS, BUT FEW LAWS.

Trenton, March 1.—With today eight

weeks of the legislative session have
been Bpent, and the present week Is the
first of the eight that both houses set-
tled down, determinedly to business.
Upward of 200 bills have been intro-
duced tn the assembly since Jan. 10,
and up to this morning 144 have been
offered In the senate. It is easy to see
the pace at which the legislature has
been traveling when It Is known that
out of this large number of new meas-
ures only three have so far reached the
governor's hands. But now that the
legislative wheels are fairly In motion
they will move rapidly, and. with the
prospect of final adjournment not far
distant, a tremendous amount of bual-
ness will be soon dispatched. Governor
Voorhees is fearful that In spite of his
warning the legislature will leave a pile
of bills in his hands when final adjourn-
ment comes. He told the members that
he did not want the responsibility for
practically the whole legislation of the
winter. He wished the bills to be sent
to him gradually, so that he might ex-
amine them with care and In the event
of discovering defects of any character
return them to the appropriate house
for correction or defeat. It hau been
suggested, since there Is no way to
avoid the usual hurry of the clOBing
days, that the legislature should on
completing Its regular business take a
recess for about two weeks and then
return for the sole purpose of acting on
vetoed bills, If there ehould be any. In
that way the governor would be re-
lieved of some of the responsibility for
the final disposition of debatable ques-
tions.

Polltlca nt the PrUon.
The flrst avowedly partisan bill of the

session made its appearance this week,
being a measure Introduced by Senator
Hutchlnson of Mercer to abolish the
nonpartlsan board of Inspectors at the
state prison. He proposes to have Gov-
ernor Voorhees appoint five Inspectors.
three Republicans and two'Democrats,
who shall enjoy five year terms. Thirty
days after the board's first meeting the
terms of all the present deputies and
other subordinate officers shall expire,
and the board Bhall fill their places. The
force Is now pretty evenly divided be-
tween. Republicans and Democrats, but
under the new act there would be a
clean sweep of Democrats. Senator
Hutchlnson admltB the purpose of hla
bill and accepts the full responsibility
for It, though It la believed that a num-
ber of active Republican workers In and
about Trenton are at the bottom of the
movement. Considerable doubt is ex-
pressed as to the fate of the bill, as It is
•well known that prominent Republican
party workers from Jersey City and
Newark have been laboring1 for weeks,
but In vain, with Governor Voorhees
trying to get his approval of political
measures affecting those cities. The
Mercer Republicans are circulating a
story to the effect that they unearthed
a plot among the Democratic prison
deputies In the interest of Elvin W.
Crane, the Democratic candidate for
governor last autumn.

Governor Voorhees is gradually get-
ting1 through with his list of appoint-
ments. Yesterday he sent to the senate
the names of John Taylor and G. D. W.
Vroom, both of Trenton, for managers
of the State Hospital For the Insane at
Trenton. Mr. Taylor was confirmed at
once, being an ex-senator, while Mr.
Vroora's name was referred. Another
batch of appointments from the execu-
tive chamber contained the following,
which were referred:

Elwood C. Harris to be Judge of the
First district court, Newark, vice Thom-
as N. McCarter, resigned.

To be members of the board of medi-
cal examiners, E. L. B. Godfrey, Cam-

The senate also
passed the measure voting $5,000 for
badges for the survivors of the war.

other hearing to the soldiers' committee

Our Trade With Japun.
The EnA. bos received through the courtesy

of Consul .Samuel S. Lyon, brother of Coun-
jilman John A. Lyon, of this city, the
•Trade Report" for the year 18U7 of tbe

United StateR Connulate at Osaka mid Hloga,
Japau. The report contains much of iutereHt,
as it shows the very rapid development of the
trade between this country and Japan, which
latter country in fast pushing to tbe forefront
among the commercial nations of the world.
The total annual imports for the year under
review at the port of Kol>e (Hioga) amounted
In value to *57t3I7,ft84, and the total exports

In 1800 the United States exported $4,521,-
9 worth of goods to the port of Kobe alone

and there were exported to the United States
from tbut port 13,942,015 worth of goodB of
all Kinds. This was an excess of $549,014 in
exports over the imports. In 1SO7 we ex-
ported *0,704,450 to Kobe and imported from
that place $4,218,408 worth of goods. Thus
It may be seen that the increase in exports
from the United States to Mr. Lyon's con-
sulate district was 40.fi per cent, for the year
.897 alone. The principal exports from the
United States to Kobe are canvas, cigarettes,
cotton, flour, pig iron, plate iron, nails and
screws, kerosene oil, locomotive engines,
leather, dynamos, electric machinery, paper
making machinery, spurning machinery, con-
denied milk, parafllue wax, rails, railway car-
lages and railway mat»rlala, timber) etc.

The principal Imports are bamboo ware, cam-
phor oil, carpets, hemp, fans, matting, copy-
Ing paper, porcelain ware, rags, rice, straw
braid, tea, vegetable wax, etc.

The report BIIOWB that the United States
exceeds all other countries in exports to and
Imports from Japan. The United States have
proved their ability in the paBt three years to
compete with and far out distance their great
commercial rival, England, in the trade of
railroad locor •. JveB. ID 1805 Great Britain
exported locomotives valued at $3B0,fl35,
against $142,105 worth from the United Btates.
In ]8!t7 Japan's imports of locomotives stood
thus : from Great Britain, $390,180; United
States, $1,191,900.

be contest for supplying Japan with rail-
road iron also lies between England and the
United States. In 1895 England furnished
nearly all, a very email quantity cominE
from Belgium and Germany. In 189(i the
United States supplied a little more tbaa oce-
slxth of the iron used, and in 1897 the expor-
tatlonsstood thus: Great Britain, $810,110;
United States, $015,018. In 18IKV-90 the United
States exported no Iron bar and rod, iron
plate and sheet, or pig iron to Japan. In 1897
we stood fourth in the ranks of the large
exporters,

la 1H95 the United States exported to Japan
but $83 worth of iron bolts and Bcrews and
$2,521 of iron nailft. Germany was tbe
largest shipper of us.Ua to Japan In 1896,
but In 1808 the United States changed places
with Germany, tbe United States shipping
the larger amount, white Germany's export
dropped off one-half. In paper making
machinery, dynamo electric machinery and
mining machinery tbe United States is ahead
of ftll competitor?, while in 1805 and 189(3
England exported nearly twice as much as
any other country.

Most of the Hour used in Japan comes from
this country. The United States gained in
iblpmonts of cotton more than 80 per cent In
1898 and there was a further increase of more
than 70 per cent. In 1807 over 180(1. The an-
nual report of tbe Foreign Chamber of Com-
merce at Kobe states that cotton spinners in
Japan will be using 40 per cent, of American
cotton in tbe near future, as againBt 12 per
cent, and 15 per cent, in former years.

Much Ado About Ten Cents-G&rlJoee
ElBposal, e t c , Discussed.

Some little interest was imparted to the
proceedings of the Board of Health at the
regular monthly meeting of that body on
Monday night by the reading by Clerk JOB.
V. Baker of four communications which
recently passed between liim and Dr. R. A.
Bennett, and which were all written on a
single sheet of note paper. I t was all about
ten cents, wherefore the ecouomy in the mat-
ter of paper.
