CITY COUNCIL WANTS MORE LIGHT
BEFORE DIECIDING,

The intestinal troubles that have for some
time past been threatening Vigilant Eugine
Cowpany No. 2 with disruption received an
airlng before the * City Council” at the reg-
ular monthly meeting of that body on Mon-
day night, when the warring factions in that
company locked horns over a recomimenda-
tion contained in the report of the Board of
Enginsers of the Fire Department to the effect
that action be deferred in the matter of the
confirmation by the City Council of the re-
election to membership in Viilant Engine
Company of Daniel Dehler, who some years
ago was expelled from that company,

‘While it may not be flattering oxactly, rtill
the fact necds be stated that the Dehler inci-
dent wag provocative of more interest, as
was evidenced by the large attendance—
standing room in the council chamber being
at a premi than other of far
greater importance that have engaged the
attention of the * City Council” during the
past two years, There was quite a game of
talk, Chief James 8, Melick defending the
report of the Board of Engineers, while
Charles Mohler, as spokesman for the Dehler
contingent, urged that the * reinstatement,”
as he put it, of the redoubtable **Dan® be
confirmed instanter.

The Debler side led off with a letter, Which
City Clerk Baker read, in which it was
stated, in substance, that it was the desire of
the signers that Dehler's ‘‘ reinstatement” be
confirmed, he being *equal to, if not the best
fireman in Dover and of great help to the de
partment.” There were twenty-four names
signed to this letter, all in one handwriting,
the list leading off with the name of Mayor
Plerson and ending with Harry Case's, In
the ensuing discussion Mohler had the flrst
word.

#T understand,” he said, “that it is asked
that the reinstatement of Dehler be not con-
Armed ou account of its belng illegal, It is
not necessary to go into the detafls of Deh-
ler's expulsion, all we ask is that you decide
the matter according to our by-laws,”

With so much by way of prelimivary,
Mohler proceeded to read article 27, section
2, as follows :

“8EC, 2. Any member or members who
have incurred flnes or penalties under the
foregolng laws, or bave forfeited his or their
membership, and baving reasonable excuse
to offer, shall have the privilege to nyi)]paal to
the clemency of the Company, when the
majority of the members present, entitled to
a vote, at a meeting, shall have power to
remit any fines or penalties, or pardon an
offence he or they shall have committed, it

being bod that no or mem-
bers interested be entitled to a vote.”

t Article 30, section 1,” Mohler continued,
“provides that where there may be any
disagreament as to the intent of any by-
law, a majority shall decide, if two-thirds of
the members are present.
