WILL MORRIS CANAL
BE ABANDONED?

AND CANAL COMPANY RETAIN ITS
FRANCHISE RIGHTS ?

A MONSTROUSLY WICKED SCHEME,

Assomblyman Hall, of Qudson, Fath-
ers a Measure Whiclr I3 as Bad as
Bad Can Be-It Gives to & Corpora-
tlon ¥ranchise Rigiits of Incalcu-
lable Value — BIll May be Rushed
‘Through 1n Cioslng Hours ot Bession
—Fowerful Influences Back of the
Monsure.

There has been introduced ip the Legis-
lature a bill which can't be killed too quickly
nor too dead. It js known as House No. 309,
aud its introducer is Assemblyman Hall, of
Hudson. Under its provisions the Morris
Canal aud Banking Company will be enabled
to ebandon the canal as 8 waterway, while
still retaining for all time its water rights
and rights of way, which it may henceforth
devote to other public purposes, for private
gain, suchag railrosds, sewers, water works,
etc. An infamous scheme, monstrously sub-
versive of the interests of the people of New
Jersey, is proposed. It was supposed that in
the event of the ultimate abandonment of the
Morris Canal for purposes of navigation the
rights g0 lavishly bes‘owed upon the Morris
Canal and Banking Company, at a period
when Jittle or no account was taken of the
value of public franchises, would revert to
the grantors—the people, Now there comes
a proposition to absolve the Canal Company
of every obligation, while per that
corporation to continue in the exercise of ita
overy franchise right. This is clearly ex-
pressed in the title of the act, which reads:

‘“An act authorizing canal companies in
“ certain cases to surrender their franchise of
‘“‘pavigation and be released from public
#obligation in respect thereto, and giving
‘*gutiority to devote their property, waters
“and water rights to other public uses,”

Shorn of its superfluous verbiage the act
reads :

‘“Any canal company organized or incor-
orated under or by any general or special
aw of this State, with the concurrence of the

lesaee, if any, of the franchises and works of
any such company, may aud shail be released
and discharged from auny and every obliga-
tion to maintain and operate the works of
such canal company, or any designated por-
tion thereof, for navigaticn or canal purposes
upon filing in the office of the Necretary of
Btate a certiflcate declaring euch intention
and stating the date, which shall be at least
four months distant,

‘* The exercise by any canal compauy of the
owers herein conferred shall not work a for-
eiture of any of the vested rights of the com-

pany to its dams, reservoirs, works, waters
and water righta theretofore owned or used
by it, but the right to maintain the same
sball -continue as theretofore. The canal
company aud its lesses shall. nutwithatanding
such release, continue to exercise and enjoy
all the r ining powers, fr hi an
rights belonging to the canal company or its
Jessee, and shall continue to hold tueir real
and persoval estate, dams, reservoirs, works,
waters and water rights; and may leasa, sell
and convey the same or any part thereof;
und such conveyance shall vest a good and
sufficient title to such property, aithough a
change of the use may follow the eale,

*All lands, water and water rights now
lawfully occupied or owned by any such canal
company, and which it basa right to us» in
its buriness of navigation, may be used b

While this act was not introduced until
Tuesday of this week, it has already been
favorably reported by the Committes on
Railronds and Cansle, It is reported that
strong finfinences are behind the bill, and
there is great danger that in the press of
business incident to the closing hours of the
gession its enormity may mnot be readily
detected, The measure is solely in the in-
terests of Patrick H, Fiynn, who has the con-
tract to furnish Jersey City with 4 new water
supply, and of the Lehigh Valley Rallroad
Company, the lessees of The Morris Canal
and Banking Company.

A companion measure to House No, 808 was
Jast week fntroduced by Senator McDermott.
It is known as Benate No. 217, aud is in the in-
terestof Mr. Flynn. A clause io it reads:

“Such water company shall be fully author-
ized and ewpowered to lay its plpes through,
along and across such public roads, highways
and streets as they may deem necessary for
the public purposesof tik company, free from
nll charge to b+ mado by any personis or any
body politic, and may aleo place hydrants at
the crossings or intersections of streets and
highways, and ay other counvenient points
therein; provided, that such Elpes shall be
laid at Jeast three feot below the surface of
the road, street or highway, and shall not in
in any wise unnecessarily obstruct or inter-
fere with the public travel or damuﬁe private
or public property, aud shall promptly restore
the surface of such road, street or highway
to as good condition as before the laying of
such pipes.”

D, L. & W'S NEW DEPARTURE,

Sunday Tralns Carry Upwards of Ten
Thousand Passengurs,

The inauguration of Suuday trains on the
Morris & Essex branch of the I, L. & W.
R. R. on Mareh 19 met with gencratapproval
and generous patronage from the peopls. It
is stated that fully ten thousand passengers
were carried on the 4% trains which were run
last SBunday and the oflicials of the road ex-
press themselves as highly delighted at the
result of the experiment. 'The weather was
not at all favorable to travelling aund yet
nearly all the trains which came into Hobo-
ken in the morning and afternoon were filled.
SBuch heavy travel was not expected, or
longer trains would huve been put on, The
westbound trains carried but few pagsengers
in the morning and afternoon, but at night
they were crowded.

Nine trains left Hoboken on the Morris and
Essex division going west. No. 401, which
followed the regular newspaper train at 7:45
a. m ,carried only thirty passengers, The
last train left New York at 10:15 p. m., and
Hoboken at 10:30 p. m. Eight trains were
rur: east on the Morris and Essex; seven
trains were run west and eight east on the
Newark and Bloomfleld branch between
Hoboken and Montelair; six west and seven
east on the Boonton branch, and two each
way on the Passaic and Delaware brauch, be-
tween Hoboken and Gladstone,

The travel on the trains from Dover was
light and that on the Washington train still
moreso. The light trafiic on the new trains
may be laid in greater part to the execrable
weather, a further exp anation being that the
majority of Dover people invariably trave)
on the Boonton branch, except when they
wish to get Lo Morristown gr Newark,

Under the present arrangement; Conductor
William J. Spriggs will run every Sunday
and Conductor Jerry George and Charles
Morgan will alternate. Bunday trains will
now leave Dover going eastas follows: 5.15%,
6:10* and 8:00a. m., and 1:37+, 1:45, 0:22%
6:45, 8:17% 8:40, 8:57% p. m. West bound
trains arrive at Dover at 5:12[*, 8:84, 9:87,

Don’t Want River Water Divertod.

The following letter has been sent to Pat-
rick H, Flynn, the contractor who is to
furnish Jerssy City’s new water supply:

“DEanr BIR—On behalf of the riparian
owners along the Passaic River, represented
by the Passaic Valley. Mutual Protective
Association, I hereby notify you that the
diversion of water from the Rockuway River,

d | wbich is a tributary of the Passalc, and its

conveyance by an acqueduct or pipe line to a
reservoir situated in Jersey City, beyond the
bounds of the Passaic watershed, according
to the terms of a contract entored into be-
tween you and the Mayor and Aldermen of
Jersey City February 26, 1509, ipasmuch as
said withdrawal of water will diminish the
flow of the Rockaway River,an ] consequent-
ly the flow of the Passaic River at and below
the confluence therewith of the Rockaway
River, will be a violation of the right to en-
Joy the full flow of the stream which resldes
in every riparian owner on either of said
rivers below the proposad iutake, ar polut at
which such diversion of water is proposed to
be made, and that the destruction of the
property of riparian owners for your private
emolument without their consent and without
compensation is unlawful, and that the end
in view is not such a public use as will justify
condemnation under the power of eminent
domain; also, that it bas been jugdicially de-
cided in this State that the Legislature does
not possess, and bas not attempted to exer-
cise, the power of authorizing the diversion
of water of running streams upon condition
of making compensation by storing storm and
flood water and giviog it out in dry times for
the banefit of the riparian owners as com pen-
sation for the diversion.

*I further notify you that if yon attempt
to carry out such contract by iotercepting
and diverting the waters of .the Rockaway
River we shall apply to the Court of Chan-
cery for an injunction to restrain such action
on your part.

ADJOURN FRIDAY.

LAST

STIRKING SCENES DURING
DAYS OF SESSION.

CROWDS OF VISITORS AT STATE HOUSE

Formidable Delegations SsroopDown
Upon the Poor Lawmakers —Five
Fer Cent Interest Bill Defeated
After Spirited Contest— Soldiers
Wi Not Get a ¢“Clothing Allow-
ance.”

[Bpecial Correspondence.]

Trenton, March 22.—The house of as-
sembly yesterday adopted & concurrent
resolution for adjournment of the legis-
lature sine dle on Friday of this week.
The senate referred the resolution to
the judlclary committee, which will
hold it till important pending leglipla-
tion I disposed of, when the date will
be concurred In or & later one fixed. It
Is generally understood that final ad~
journment will take place some time
this week, but whether on Friday or
Baturday has not yet been determined.
There {8 the ugual evidence of ap-
proaching dlssolution. Crowds of visit-
ors are here, each interested In gome
meaaure, and the pressure exerted up-
on the members of both houses to hurry
bills through is difficult to resist. Per-
haps the most formidable delegation
this week isted of 1teachers
who want the teachers’ retirement fund
bill passed. They crowded the corridors
Monday evening and buttonholed the
members In the most approved fashion.
Subsequently they occupied positions in
the senate gallery, and when Senator
McDermott presented a petition of im-
mense size in favor of the bill the
schoolmarms applauded vigorously. But
the teachers are not a unit in the mat-
ter. Quite a few through the state have
been heard from who do not wish the
enactment of a law that will compel
them to join the assoclation,

Another conspicuous delegation con-
gisted of some 40 citizens of the town of
Btockton, Camden county, who oppose
the bill to annex that town to the city
of Camden. The delegates all wore
badges and had a hearing in the senate
chamber yesterday. Senator Johnson of
Camden county is rather puzzled to
know what to do with the bill, as his
constituents are divided In sentiment.

No Five Per Cent Interest.

The advocates of 8 reduction of the
legal rate of interest in this state from
8 to 5 per cent came mear carrylng the
day. Twa bllls had been presented with
the same purpose, one in the genate and
one In the house, The latter passed the
assembly without opposition, but pret-
ty much everybody thought that was
only & sop thrown to the agricultural
sections and that no mmore would be
heard of the matter, but last week,
when Presldent Reed of the senate suc-
ceeded In getting the bill reported from
the committes on revision of lawse and
Senator Martin of Sussex called it up
for action, there were unexpected de-
velopments. Senator ‘Stokes offered an
amendment making the rate 4 per cent,
with a view to killing off the measurs
at once, but this was defeated after a
sharp debate, and the bill went to third
reading. The banking interesta of the
state at once became alarmed and be.
gan to deluge the senators with peti-
tlons and letters against the enactment
of a § per cent rate. They representad
that it would Grive many small banks
out of existence and that It would not
help the borrower,as capital would take
fiight to New York and Pennsylvania,
where a 6 per cent rate prevails, Sen-
ator Ketcham alone received 60 tele-
grams yesterday against the passage of
the blll, so when it came up on final
passage yesterday afterncon he moved
to recommit In order to give the inter-
ested parties a hearing. Senator Mar-
tin made & spirited detense of the blill
and assalled the money kings for wait-
ing till the closing houra of the session
to ask a hearing. The purpose was
transparent, It was meant simply to
smother the bill in committee. Presl-
dent Reed also took the floor to urge
that the demands of the farmers and
small borrowers be acceded to and that
the banks be compelled to bear a falrer
ghare of the burdens of taxation. Sen-
ator Pitney, Senator McDermott and
Senator W. M. Johnson opposed the
measurs ag Inimical to the best inter-
ests of the state, Senator McDermott
insisted that the small borrower would
be fnjured instead of benefited by such
a reduction in the rate. He sald the
poor man would have a better chance
i the rate were not regulated by any
law and money was offered in the pub-
lic market subject to supply and de-
mand. He did not belleve In defeating
the measure by indirectlon and moved
to indefinitely postpone, This was lost
~—T to 10. The motion to recommit was
also lost—10 to 10—and it began to look
as if there was a chance for flnal pas-
page. The bill on the final vote was de-
feated, however—8 to 12, Those {n the
affirmative were Messrs, Barber, Braun,
Foster, Martin, Miller, Reed, Stanger
and Van Cleet, Mr. Francls was ab-
sent, All the other senators voted in
the negative.
