When Town Clerk Jos. V. Baker finished
reading the minutes of the preceding meet-
ing, at the meeting of the Common Council
lout Friday night, Councilman Young moved

that we adjourn until next Monday even-
ig," which motion was promptly seconded

Mr. Young explained that the election ordl-
uce wasn't ready yet, but would be on

Monday night, whereupon the motion wus
put aud carried. Recorder Beach was absent
'rom tliis meeting on account of IUIIOSB.

A "message" on excise inatterB, addressed
by Mayor Wolfe to the Common Council, was
read by Town Clerk Jos. V. Baker at the
Council meeting on Monday night. It read ;

DOVFR, N. J. March 31, 181)0.
I'o THE HONORABLE, THE COMMON COUNCIL or

DOVER:

GHNTLKMEN:-I wish at this time to call attetition
o a matter which in the multiplicity of items was
overlooked at our meeting on Wednesday evening
lost. I refer to the matter of licenses.

As I understand it, the decision of the court
hlch places us back where we were before we

became, or thought we had become a city, aud
consequently under the ordinanceu of tho Town of
Dover, all licenses granted by the Board of Excise
CouimisBlonera of the City of Dover, now extinct,
ind all llcunues grouted by the City Council of
Dover are null and void.

Under our ordinances no person Is allowed to
Bell any cider, beer, ale or other malt or fermented
liquors, nor any wine, rum, gin, brandy or other
spirituous H<juora, etc., a.c, without a license Cor
that purpose flint had and obtained from the
Common Council. (See ordinance to regulate the
sale of spirituous, vinous, malt and brewed liquors,
passed June 17,1BS9, page 00.)

Tlten again keepers of taverns and saloons may
Dot he granted licenses until tuoy have entered
into bonds to the Mayor, Recorder, Aldermen and
Common Couucllmen of Dover, with two sufili'i'Mit
sureties. (See ordinance passed April 25, 1800,
entitled, "Ao ordinance to amend an ordinance
entitled, ' An ordinance to license and regulate
beer shops, victualling houses and cellars, and
itlllard and bowling saloons,"' passed May 17,
1809.)

We, the Common Council of Dover, who sup-
posed we bad long ago been relieved from the
duties for which the people had elected us, seem
to be in the position of conscripts, called upon to
perform duty against our withes, and expected to
restore as far aa we may, order out of the chaos
resulting from the retrograde transformation
through which we are passing.

While I urn conscientiously opposed to the bus-
iness which blights many of the homes of our
friends and neighbors, and damns the souls of my
fellow men, I yet have sufficient grace given me
to enable me to deal Impartially with all classes of
men. I would treat all men, whether tavern keep-
ers, saloon keepers or ministers of the gospel with
perfect fairness, and I here wleh to be understood
that for the present condition of things I do not
attach any blame to the persons who are the

Ictlmg of thlB muddle.
They having paid their money in accordance with

the requirements of the Excise Board, wen; iuno-
cent until the entry of the judgment which dis-
solved the corporation of tlie City of Dover; but
now, in my construction of thB law, the case Is
different, and as they have no legat license and
are not under bonds to the officials of the Town of
Dover, tuny have no right to Bell the drinks 1 have
mentioned until they have obtained proper Ilcem
In accordance with the ordinance of the Town of
Dover.

It would be unfair towards these people to re
quire them to pay for new licenses since they have
already paid their money as requested, and I
think they are entitled to licenses to June flret
next, if the Council shall favorably consider such
proper applications as they may make aud all
other requirements are complied with.

I have thus at some length placed the matter
before you with my interpretation of the situation'
In order that vou may see as I think, the necessity
of immediate action in the enforcement of the
ordinance.

The reading of this communication was fol-

lowed by a long discussion, in the course of
which it was pointed out that the Mayor'*
proposed remedy would not be strictly legal,
inasmuch aa Council has no right to grant
licenses on any other conditions than those
prescribed in the ordinance. It was finally
decided to refer the matter to tho License
Committee, with Instructions to report at the
next meeting.

In order that no misunderstanding might
arise over the tenure of office of the variouB
officials appointed by the present Council,
Alderman Mulligan moved that tho minutes
of the mooting at which the first appoint-
ments were made be corrected BO as to read,

That all officers appointed at said meeting
are appointed for the unexpired term of the
present Council." It was BO ordered.

Recorder Beach, as chairman of the Ordi-
nance Committee, reported on election or-
dinance which was put on its first and second
readings and finally adopted. The ordinance
makes provision for a municipal election to
take place on Tuesday, May 2. It will be
found published in full on page 0 of this

9ue.
It being represented to Council by Ford D.

Smith that tho fire alarm whistle could at
slight expense be made more effective, tbe
Fire, Lamps and Water Committee was di-
rected to have the matter attended to.

What about a Board of Health ?" was
asked, whereupon a member moved that the
board appointed by the "City Council" be
appointed to aervB during the life of the
preseut Council, It was so ordered and
Health Inspector C. W. Blake was also con-
tinued In ofilce for the same time.

Tbis wound up the business and Council
adjourned. The next meeting, which will bo
a regular meeting, will bo bold next Monday
evening.

An In te rea t lnc Experiment .

The Delaware, Lackawanna, and Western
Llailroad Company has been conducting an
xperiment by operating a telephone and tele-

graph circuit at the same time on one wire
between, its offices in New "York and various
points on the lines of its road in this State.
t is Baid that this is the first time that this

has been accomplished between places in New
York and New Jersey. Hitherto the olertri-
cal disturbances encountered in river cables
could not be overcome. Exhibitions of the
double system were given last Friday, and
be railroad men at both ends of the line pro-

nounced itanunqualifledsuccess. Tbe system
will probably be adopted for practical use on
he Delaware, Lackawanna- and WeBtcrn line.

No Fare, No Hide.

An order to conductors has been issued by
General Passenger Agent W. F. Holwill of
tbe Delaware, Lackawanna and Western
Railroad relating to the collection of fares
for children between tbe ages of 5 and 12
years, which says: "If the child has no
ticket and the person accompanying the child
refuses to pay fare for the child, you will put
the child off tbe train. If the person accom-
panying the child chooses to go alBO, it will
be bis or her voluntary act. Care should be
used to put off the child at a station, not at a
crossing, and the child should be put In
charge of the agent at the station."

Wate r Contract C'ertlornrlod.

The argument on the application for a write
of certiorari in the matter of the water con-
tract award was heard by Justice LIppincott
ou Saturday, Personalities, indulged in by
counsel on' both sides, made the hearing in-
teresting. For the applicant it was alleged
that the^contract was illegal because of a
lack of competition, there having been only
one bidder; that the Interests of tbe city bad
been jeopardized and that the contract called
for a cosh payment, and not for an issuance
of bonds. Corporation Counsel McDermott
defended the contract. Former Congressman
McEwan, who appeared for the petitioners
said that they were fighting for the best In-
terests of the city and contended that the
specifications had not been complied with
and that Flynn could not furnish the water
without interfering with the vested rights
of the Morris Canal and Bunking Company,
which could not sell water.

Tbe otto of ros*>Bt the precious perfume
whose value at times has greatly exc-eded it*
wt-Ight In gold, is obtained from red roses, tbe
cblef centers of culture being Bulgaria and
Roumanla. A single district in tbls region is
a great rose-field of 130 miles by 40. Tbe
sbrub matures In three years, and ia produc-
tive for about five years longer. Tbe bar*eel
is from tbe middle of May to tbe middle of
July. An acre of plants is expected to yield
100 pounds of roses every morning for about
three weeks, and It is estimated that from
three-quarters of a tun to a ton and a hilf of
flowers are necessary for producing a single
pound of otto. A French calculation is tha
•100,000 flowers are required for an ounce of
oil. The rose* are placed with wat*>r in
twenty-gallon copper stills, and on repeated
distillations, the otto rises a« a Beam on th<
water, and fs carefully removed. Adultera-
tion is now reported to be no longer conun<
to exporters, but to have been taken up by
ibf> peasants, who have learned that other
