COMPANY M EXISTS NO MORE,

Plun ot Reorgantzation of National
Guard Promulgated.

In the reorganization of the National
Guard Dover {8 cut out and Company M is to
be disbanded.  Other ¢ which are
ordered disbanded are Compuny I, Second
Regiment, at Rutberford Companies H aud
1, of Orange; K, of Montclair; E. of Leonia.
Two compauies of the Fourth Regiment, at
Jorsoy City are to be disbanded or counsoli-
dated and four companics of the First Regi-
ment at Newark are to be disbanded or con-
solidated with other companies, The first,
second and third divisions of the Battalion of
the East, Naval Reserve, are to be consoli-
dated into two divisions, one at Newark and
oneat Jersey City, The flrst division, Battal-
ion of the West, is to be disbanded. The gun
detachments of the various infantry regi-
ments are to be disbanded. Orders for the
asbove changes were issued Ly Governor
Voorhees upon the recelptof the report of
Generals William J. Bewell, Bird W. Spen-
cer and P. ¥, Mauser, the commission ap-
pointed to reorganize the Natsonal Guard.
The report is as follows:

*The commisslon appointed by you, under
date of February 27, ‘for the purpose of
examining into the practicability of consoli-
dating and improving the present organiza-
tion of the National Guard, and who are in-
structed to report in detafl the result of thelr
deliberations and the manner of carrying out
the plan they recommend,’ respectfully
recommend that the National Guavd shall be
consolidated and reorganized, and be com-
prised of the following:

*Ono major-general and staff, a8 now pro-
vided by law; one Bignal Corps, to le at-
tached to division headquarters; two bri-
gades, two battalions of Naval Reserves, in
four divisions, .

“The First Brigade to conslst of the follow-
ing: Tworegimentsof infantry—First Regl-
ment, headquarters at Newark; eight com-
panies in Newark, three companies in Pater-
son, one company in Passalc; total, twelve
companies. Fourth Regiment, headquarters
at Jersey City; ten companies in Jersey City
and Hudson county, one compauy in Hacken-
sack, and one in Englewoud; total, twelve
companies, One troop of cavalry at Newark:
one field battery of artillery, the nucleus of
which shall be Gatling Gun Company A, of
Orange.

“The Second Brigade to consirt of the fol-
lowing: Two regimentsof infantry—Second
Regiment, headquarters at Trenton; three
companfes in Trenton, two companies in
Elizabeth, one company each in Rabhway,
New Brunswick, Somerville, Newton, Xay-
port, Freehold and Lambertville; total,
twelve companies. Third Regiment, head-
quarters at Camden; four companies in Cam-
den, one company each in Long Brauch,
Asbury Park, Burliogton, Beverly, Mount
Holly, Woodbury, Vineland and Atlantic
City; total, twelve companies. One troop of
cavalry at Red Bank, one fleld battery of
artillery, the nucleus of which shall be Gat-~
ling Gun Company B, of Camnden.

“The Naval Reserve to consist of the fol-
lowing: Two battalions, four divisions.
Battalion of the East—First Division in
Jersey City and Hobokeu; Second Division
in Newark. Battallon of the West—¥First
Division in Camden; Second Divigion in
Haddonfleld.

School Moeting to be Called,

A special meeting of the Board of Educa-
tion was held on Wednesday afternoon at4
o'clock to receive the report of the committee
appointed to devise ways and means of erect-
fog & much needed new school. Dr. A W.
Condlct, as chairman of the committes, sub-
mitted the following report:

#Your committee appoluted to inquire
into the needs of Dover as to increased and
improved schoo) accommodations has care-
fully investigated this matter, both by exam-
ination of submitted reports and through

ersonal visitation of the several buildings.
,f‘lne investigations of the committee extended
through enrollmentand attendance of pupils,
measurements, location of ventilations, jnlets
and exits, access, ete,, of the several rooms in
regular schicol buildings and annexea and
play grounds belonging to each building. As
the result of this iuvestigation your commit-
tes submit these flndings and recommenda-
tivns for your consideration:

“ Primarily stands the fact that there are
400 children enrolled in two buildings never
jntended for school purposes, though they
bave been adapted to the utmost of their
puasibilities for school work,

It seems unnecessary’ to dwell upon the
unfitnessof these buildings for school purposes
from considsrations of pupits' bodily safety
and health and facility of school that is too
evident, It ia deplorable that the use of
annexes was forced upon the previous boards
of et lon through cir  entirely
beyoud their control. Now conditions are
changed and it s imperative that Immediate
action looking toincressed school facilities be
taken. The present School Law of Now
Jersey requires (vide paragraph 83 and 106)
*the Board of Educationof each school dis-
trict to provide suitable school accormmorda~
tions for all pupils who wish to attend school
under penalty of having the Htate approgri-
ation withheld in case of failure.’ ur
County Superintendent has called our atten-
tion to this matter Lecause of its urgency.
He is furthermore dirccted to withhold the
appropriation of the State from any district
which persistently refuses or neglects to pro-
vide suitable recommodat.iom‘!. Therefore it
is urgent that we act promptly.

At the regular monthly
meeting of the board beld on Wednesday of
last week, areport of which will be found else-
where (having been crowded out last week)s
Chairman Hoagland, of the Road Committee’
reported that among the bids received for
the working of the Denville and Pine Brook
road there were several so nearly alike that
it would be necessary to determine the
amount of rock cutting before it could be
determined which among the bids was the
lowest. It was on this uccount that Wednes-
day's special meeting was called.

1t wanted just flve minutes of the noon
hour when the members of the Road Com-
mitteo, who had been in session in the Grand
Jury Room, hove {n sight and Director Lum
with his gavel gave the welcome signal that
the board was ready to proceed to business,

Mr. Hoagland supplemented the foregoing
with an explanatory statement in the course
of which be said that while Muunson & Co.’s
figure for rock-cutting was 25 cents a cubic
yard less than Daniels & Stanleys, the
committoe had found on going over Lhe road
that there would not be fifty yards of rock
cutting in the entire stretch of road, where-
fore he would move that the contract be
awarded to Danlels & Stanley, the work to
be done within flve months, with a penalty of
$25 a day for every day the work remained
unflnished beyond the time limit ; further,
that four miles of the road be macadamized
with stone from the Millington quarry, and
the remainder with Garret Mountain rock.

Freeholder S8mith moved, as an amendment
to Mr, Hoagland's motion, that the entire
road be macadamized with Millington stone,
but before his motion was seconded Free-
holder Whitehead moved that action on the
bids be postponed till the new board is in
office. This motion took the members by
surprise, but it was soon apparent that it was
{n agreement with the ideas of quite a num-
ber, Freeholder Cook; however, could see
no necessity for delay, and Freeholder Hoag-
land said that it would be necessary to act
promptly in the matter in order that the
Btate's share of the cost (the rond is to be
‘worked under the State aid act) might not
be lost.

Freeholder Dalrymple urged with a good
deal of ear theadoption of Freshold
Whitehead’s motion, saying: X

“This board has no money to spend for
roads aod how under the heavens we can
bind ourselves to an expenditure of from fif-
teen to twenty thousaund dollars I can't see.
Let usleave this matter to our successors.
They may notsee their way clear to build-
ing this road.”

Freeholder Smith at this juncture railsed
the question whether or no, in the event of
a postponement, it would not be necessary to
re-advertise, but County Counsel Quayle said
that the board could lay the matter over
and not be obliged to re-advertise. There
was & good deal moure said pro and con and
when a vote was flnally taken the members
were recorded as follows:

Ayes (to lay over)—Bartley, Becker, Bow-
wan, Carter, Dalrymple, Fancher, Orr, Post,
Squiers, Troxell, VanW inkleand Whitehead.

Nays—Axford, Cook, Hoagland, Kimball,
Milledge, Norris and 8mith.

This disposed of the business for which the
board was called together and the board ad-

An Infernal Machine,

Tho greatest fatality ever ‘ciused by an
infernal machine is known as the Bremer-
haven explosion, and it oceurred near the
end of 1875, whena fellow whoealled him-
gelf Thomus und was sald to bo un Ameri.
can took up his residence with his family
in Bremen, [His {lnances wero at a low
obb, und to replenish them he conceived
tho ldea of sending to America somo
worthless but highly insured packages of
goods, By the sumeo vessel ho intended to
ship an infernal machine, which was to
have exploded o fow days aftor the vessal
had left port. The explosion occurred,
howerver, just before the package was put
on board, cansing terrible loss of life.

Thomas, whose real name was sald to
be Alexander, charged his machine with
nitrogiycerin, which he had procured in
Amctica, snd purchased the clockwork and
the caso containing the machine in Ger-
many. The hammer of the elockwork,
which was to nct in six days after lenving
port, was to strike n blow of 80 pounds
weight, In his confession later Thomns
sald that when testing the clockwork tho
hammor smashed a mahogany table,

Ho sent the contrivanco to Bremorhaven
to be shipped on the Mosel for New York
vin Southampton. He himseclf took pas-
sago to the latter port, where ho had ar-
ranged to ship his casesof rubbish for New
York., The Mosel was to leave DBremor-
haven on Suturday, Des, 11, and on that
day the infernal machine was sent to the
lock, which was crowded with porters,
passengers and thelr friends. For some
renson that has nover been explained tho
heavy case slipped from the eranoon to the
whar{ as it was being lifted up tho ship’s
side, and the chargo was instantly explod-
ed. Death and destruction were denlt
around, 138 men, women and children
being Instantly killed, while 66 others wore
terribly wounded, .

Thomas was waiting on board the ship
to receivo his caso and see It stowed away
in tho hold, but right after tho oxplosion
ho wont to his eabin, locked the door and
shot himsclf in tho head with a rovolver.

Ho lingered for several days in tho hos.
pital and made a full confession before he
died.—Now York Sun.
