REQPENED AT HIBERNIA
AND ELSEWHERE,

The Gtendon fron Company’s Inter-
ests Now Owned by Joseph Wharton
—[mprovemsnts at the \WWharton Far-
nace—-May be a Noew Furnace Bullt—
‘Wood Mine Pumped Out—BIig Suip~
ments from Port Oram Furpace—
The Beach Glen Mine Again Work-
Ing-Renewed Activity in a Great
Many Places.

A deed was-on Monday executed and de-
livered by which all the property, both real
and personal, of the Glendon Iron Com-
pany in this State passed foto the possession
of Joseph Wharton, of Philadelphia, the
~onsideration being £50,000. Tbe sale of the
Glendon Iron Company's interests in New
Jersey was made by George Richards, receiver
of that company.

That Mr. Wharton has become the owner
of the properties hereabouts of the Glendon
Iron Company is to the people of Dover and
vicinity a matter for congratulation, for
sigos are not wanting that the deal will be
followed by a marked revival of the iron in-
dustry in general in Morris county  Already
tas ground been broken for & new stock house
to be built south of the Wharton furnace at
Port Oram, while preparations sre under
way for pumping out the Wood mine at
Upper Hibernia, which has been idle for the
past several years. The new etock house
will be 150 feet long. 50 feet wide and 30 feet
tigh. It will contain pockets for coal, coke
aand iron ore, and two tracks will lead to it,
rhe roadbed for which i8 being built of alag
aund isalready about half completed.

Another importaat improvement at the

Wharton furnace will be the installation of
the proposed new roaster for the roasting of
Hibernia ores. This will be of the Davis-
Colby tvpe, 19 feet in diameter and 43 feet
bigb, Years ago the process of roasting was
appliead mainly to ores running high in
sulphur, the purpose being to eliminate
that element. Such, however, is not the pur-
pose in this case, the Hibernia ores bring
tree from sulphur, It has been found that
by the process of roasting, the character of a
magnetic ore is changed practically to
a bematite, which latter ore makes a better
grade of foundry iron. The Hibernia ore,
being a magnetic ore, has always heretofore
in the Wharton furnace been smelted together
with Lake Superior ore, which i3 a hemadtite.
the two kinds used in conjunction makiog a
auperior grade of pig iron. By roasting the
Hibernia ores the neceesity of purchasing
iarge quantities of Lake Superior ore will be
obviated.
It isalso in the air that the building of &
new furnace at Port Qram is being considered
by Mr. Wharton, the output of the present.
furnace falling far short of the demand for
pig iron. Should AMr, Wharton decids to
build a new furnace it will mean an outlay
of nearly half a million dollars, the estimated
cast of a furnace built after the newest type
being upwards of 400,000, while a castiog
machine, a necessary part of the equipment
of an up-to-date furnace, would cost $18,000
extra. The present furnace, operated at its
fullest capacity, produces about 150 tons of
pig iron daily.

HORRIS COUNTY TEACHERS MRET.

ESS4YS ON BOTH THE ETHICS AND
SCIENCE OF TEACHING,

“ The Pedagogy of Jesus* the Tople
of un Interesting Paper by Prof. E.
8. Kemp—Principal J. Howard Hnl-
sart Discourses on the Value of a
High 8chool Rducation—~Other Paperd
of Interest, etc.

The teachers of Morris county held their

anpual meeting in the north side buildiog,
this city, last S8aturday, About 150 persons
were present when President M. L. Cox called
the meetiog to order. Mism Addie A, Hance,
of this city, presided at the piano, and Pro-
fessor J, Howard Hulsart conducted the open-
ing exercises..
After the business notices were given the
gatbering separated into two sections, one of
which was presided over by President Cox,
while the other was presided over by Vice
President Gerard,
In section one Principal Grant Smith read
an excellent paper on ‘* Thinking, Knowing
and Expresing.” Mr. Smith gave evidence
of careful preparation aud his paper was very
helpfal and suggestive. The relations of the
three parts of his subject were set clearly
forth in simple language without an attempt
to air his knowledge of the nomenclature of
psychology. Mr, Smith isa native of Penn-
sylvania, and taught in that State ani in At®
lantic and Bomerset counties, this State, be-
fore accepting the principalship of the Mt.
Pleasant public echool, where he has labored
with success for the past two years,
Miss Geneva Pruden, of Afton, next gaves
yaper upon ‘* Language Training.” This
paper was somewhat related in subject to the
preceding. A diflicult part of the teacher'’s
work is to secure good results in language.
The correct forms presented to the child at
school are not heard upon the street and often
are not heard in the home. A knowledge of
grammar does not currect the pupil's speech.
Constant drill is neaded uatil the pupil uo-
consciously uses the correct form. Miss
Pruden’s paper dealt with actual class work,
rather than with theory, and teachers are
pleased to know what someone else is really
doing. .
Miss Julia A. Peckham, ot Boonton, read &
very suggestive paper upon ** Nature Work
in Primary Grades.” Miss Peckham selected
with considerable care tha portions of the
great book of nature that she would open to
the minds of little children. She showed the
citractiveness of the atorfes of Mother Nature
to the child mind and traced the growiog °
mental powers exercised in studying the
beautiful and the wonderful things of nature_
A talk on * Percentage and its Applica~
tions,” by Viee Principal A, J. Titman, of
this city, followed by a discussion of his talk
by Principal E. E. Potter, of Port Oram,
concluded the work of this section,  Mr. Tit-
man urged the jmportance of making the
business part of arithmetic real to the pupil,
Hea advocated the use of busineas papers in
the school room, both to give interest to the
work and to assist the pupils’ understanding.
Mr. Potter warmly endorsed Mr, Titman's
methods and gave a short practieal demon-
stration of his method.
While this work was in progrees, section
two was listening to a discussion of the ques-
tion ¢ Shall the one and one-half years of the
County Course be divided between Physics
and Chemistry ' by Vice Principal Meeslar,
of thiscity, Mr. Messlar discussed in an able
manner the nature of the eciences and their
inter-relations. He apswered the argument
of want of time for both by proving that
whils the time was insufficient for the com-
pletion of either, an elementary knowledge of
both could begained. The practical value of
a knowledge of both was fully discuseed.
Prof. J. H Hulsart nextspoke upon *What
Becomes of High School Graduates” The
graduates of a town High Bchool for the past
eleven ysars showed that they had largely
gone into t or the professl Prof,
Hulsart deplored the fact that boys intend-
ing to devote themselves to’farming or to
trades drop out before completing the High
Bchool course and he deemed this a direct losa
to the boys and to the community. The value
of such an education in increasing the earn-
ing power of a boy was fiscussed and the
tollowing propositions were set forth: TUn-
educated labor recelves $500 per year as
wages while educated labor will average $800
perannum. The difference, $300, repressnts
the yearly interest upon the value of ednca-
tion to the individual. This is five per cent,
of $6,000—that is, a boy can earn $1,500 per
year by attending a geod High School and
applying himself. Statistics show the aver-
ege wages of the Mamachusetts man to be
higher than those of other men. This differ-
ence is mscribed to the superiority of their
schnols—~that is, longer courses of study,
more regular attendance, aud more goneral
interest in the work of the schools.

Priocipal W. B, Matthews, of Madison,

next di d * College Scholarships.” Mr,

Matth: had i d with all the

leading Eastern colleges. Scholarships are

increasing rapidly in number and on that
account are quite easily secured. Mr. Mat-
thews said that & better prospect than schol-
arships awaited the boy determined to wina
college education, namely, the opportunity
to work his way through. He cited the
instance of one boy who went through Yale
withont funds to begin with and finished
with $300 in tbe bank. Every High 8chool
boy in 1he couuty would be benefitted by
such an address as that given by Prof. Mat-
thews. Prof. Matthows regretted the fact
that New Jersey has no collegs to articulate
with her High Bchools. He spoke of the
rood work done in Western States where such
institutions exist. At the conclusion of Prof.
