Improved Electric Light Servica,
Manager Frauk C. Wright, of the Dover
Electric Light Company, {8 taking down the
heavy wires whichb formed the old Edison
system, and is replacing thom with thelighter
wires used in the present alternating system:.
He is also discarding the three-wire eystem
and installing in its place the latest improved
two-wire transformer system, and is further-
more replacing most of the old styls trans-
formors with new ones of the latest type.
One material advantage of the change is that
the stveets will be encumbered with three
wires less than formerly, while the con-
sumer will got groater efficiency in the matter
of candle power. It isalso in contemplation
to put in & new circuit to be used exclusively
for power, it being the intention of Manager
Wright, it his canvas among the local mills,
factories and stores for prospective users of
electric power 8 successful, to run the plant
night and day, thus giving uninterrupted
service both for light and power, Several of
the largest manufacturing concerns in Dover
are negotiating with Manager Wright for
current for power, in one instance for 150
