The Dover High Behool Commencement,
which was held in the Buker Opsra House
last Friday evening, proved delightfully en-
tertaining, and was a most enjoyable occa-
sion.  The platform was decorated with
potted plants and floral offerings. Sus-
pended over the class was the class motto,
¢ Not Finished, But Begun,” in red and
white, the class colors, The platform was
occupjed by the graduating class, a chorus
from the High Bchool, Professors Hulsart
and Messlar, and Superintendent C. B. Gil-
hort, of the Newark public schools.

County Asylum No‘usouso.

Under the caption * County Asyluts Non-
sense " the Morris County Chronicle lnst
weoek had this to say about Froeholdor Hoag-
land’s' proposed county insane asylum:

'I'iat the Board of Freeholders sbould give
serious consideration to the matter of con-
structing a county institution for the insane
seéms almost incredible. There are countles
in the State where a low grade of practical
politics has for years obfained and seems yet
to prevail; in such counties we might reason-
ably expect some such scheme to he brought
forward, but in Morris county, where there
has been constructed one of the finest State
institutiors in the United Btates, snd where
the citizens may observe what it means to
have the insane of the State properly cared
for, such a proposition borlers upon the
ridiculous. It is & matter of history, in facta
matter of very distasteful recory, that county
institutions, as a rule, grow out of political
aspirations and are subjocted to political

thods and ipulat ‘To apply polit-
ical usuages to that class of the dependent
sick who are unable to contend for or make
an intelligent plea in behalf of their interests
is not only cruel but reflects discredit upon
the county and on the individuals who in-
dorse, promote or permit it, There is only
one argument brought forth by persons who
advocate the construetion of county Institu-
tions, and that is that they will save the tax-
paysers money. The question in the mind of
the people who reason along this liue is,
s how cheaply can we care for the Insaneand
not how well they can be cared for.” An
eminent writer upon the subject says: “If we
care for our insane like hogs we can maintain
them as cheaply as we do our hogs.” .
The State of New Jersey has established a
reputation for maintaining her public ehnr-
ities with credit to herself.  She has builded
wisely and has supported with digunity and
honor two flne State institutions, to which
the insane of all the counties may be sent and
be properly, humanely and scientifically
cared for, The people of New Jersey, who
have as citizens and officials intelligently in-
quired into the operation and conduct of the
State Hospitals for the inuseue at Morris
Plains and Trenton, point to these magnificent
public charities wilh pride and satisfaction.
That the desireof * false economists” to erect
a county institution should be given any
recognization I8 to be deplored. Thers is no
need for A county asylum in Morris county;
the people duv not demand it; the taxpayers
have not asked for it, and the Chronicle
ventures to say that the citizens of this
county who wish to uphold the dignity of
this State and protect the wellare of its de-
pendent insane will unqualifiediy frown upon
such a movement on the part of the Ireo-
holders of this county.

Lot us have our jusane properly caved for,
let our policy be to see how well we can hok
after an unfortunate class who are completely
incapacitated from looking after them-
selves, and if it be necessary to build uplocal
political machines let us not stoop to make
the basis of such machinery tho sick, the
helpless, the blind nnd the insane, upon whom
the dark shadow of misfortune has fallen,
A county asylum s not needed; our Statein-
stitutions are sufticient.
