Quanrterly Roport of the Morrls County
Branch of the 8, I C, A,

At the quarterly meeting of the 13, . C. A.
this montlh, the reports showed a large and
satisfactory work accomplished since the
first of January. There havo heen sixty cases
investignted and relioved up to that date,
and besides, at the “fhelter” for dogs and
cats, 3 stray and unwanted animals have
been received and disposed of, either chloro-
formed or else given away. Itisquite doubt-
ful whether the public appreciates this vol-
untary work of the 8, . C. A. for homeless
animals, The town fails to rid its streets of
the nuisance of tramp dogs, sothe 3. P. C, A,,
for the sake of these poor uncared-for brutes,
accomplishes this task to the best of ita abil-
ity, on very short funds, and with no assist-
ance from the t.wn.

Atro-
cious cruelty occurs and must be corrected,
and the open sympathy of good people should
not be withheld. If an honest man sees a
burglag robbing s house he gives an alarm,
because he knows the robber is breaking a
law and deserves punishment. 8o the soclety
is not persecuting a man when they prosecule
him for breaking the law agalnstcruelty, and
for encroaching on the rights of animals,
The first aim of the society is for reform;
to rectify all minor abuses by advice, and
with a fair amount of leniency, if the offender
shows a disposition to heed the warning and to
correct and immediately ceaso thea buse. But
what intelligent person will bid us overlook
the offence when s man under the influence
of drink will drive about aimlessly one whole
day in the hot sun until his pony drops by
the wayside and dles; or the man wbo stands
up and Jags the whip brutally on a jaded little
horse, all the way home; or one who starves
his stock for days while off on a spree; or he
who pitcbforks bis neighbor's horse; or the
woman who was accused of tying a can of
burning turpentine to a dog's leg, after tur-
pentining its body, and then driving the tor-
tured beast out of her yard in flames? Al
thig, and much more has happened near Mor-
ristown this year, and stil] there are people
who are prejudiced and parrow enough to
say that the soclety simply perseccutes and
has no right to exist, and no right to investi-
gate into the dreadful complaints that come
in, and which are rarely false, The society
has not only to hnndle these dreadful facts,
but also to faco too frequently those dull or
obstinate people who fail to recognize thati
anlmals are about as sensitive to physical
pain as are we, and have their rights as cre-
ated beings. We doulit the flne character of
the men who deliberately closes his heart to
the sulfering of an animal nor would we ex-
pect much of bim as a kind husband and
father, The soclety, however, can be grate-
ful for the many friends it has among the
rich and poor, who ennble it to accomplisi
80 much good work,

The efforts of this humane work also in-
cludes the circulation among the children in
the country and towns of interesting ple-
tured literature on kindnoess to the varjons
domestic animals; 6,000 leaflets have this
year been distributed. Also the subjectof the
tight check-rein has been presented to the
public by mailing to every man in the direc-
tory, who has anything to do withahorse, an
able collection of ‘‘quotations from noted
horsemen® condemning the tight check and
ending with an appeal to bumane people to
notice the prevalent abuse of the check, and
to help to provent it.  This is only a part of
the work done by the Morris County Sociely,
