Buperintendent Raymond D. Du Puy, at
a special -mooting -of -sho Common Councll
1ast night, submitted to that body plans of
the proposed new station and new freight
house, with tle track scheme, etc., together
with a perspective view, in pen and ink,
showing how the proposed jmprovements
will appear whou completed. A pleture (re-
ducai) of the perspective drawing heads this
page.

Under a suspension of the rules, Supt. Du
Puy took the floor and explained at length,
with the plaus, ote., spread out on desks be-
fore him, what the company proposes to do—
if the town of Dover will meet the company
halt way, What * hall way” means, Supt,
Du Puy oxplained, in offect, as follows :

A prime ation {8 the elimination of
two grade crossings, i. e., the Morris and
Warren street crossings. This the company
proposes to do by means of two viaducts, as
shown on the cut above. These viaducts the
company wants the town to construct, or,
what amounts to pretty much the same thing,
pay for, the exponse heing estimated at $23,-
000, Inaddition to the construction of theso
vinducts the company wauts the town to
satisfy ell claims for damages consequent
upon thelr construction. If the town wilt do
these things, the company will, on its part,
huild a handsomo stone station, on the site of
the present station, with a long covered wait-
ing platform to the north of it,and a new
froight house, the aggregate cost of the fin-
provements to be made at the company’s
expense to be from forty to flfty thousand
dollars. .

The viaduct feature was discussed at length
and the mnecessity of doing something
to do away with the grade crossings at
Morris and Warren streots was ad-
mitted by all the mombers presont. As
will be seen in the cut, the rallroad
tracks are fenced in and Supt. Du Puy ex-
plained that at Bussex street there would bo
built & subway affording access to the wait-
ing platform or depot, thus doing away with
all crossing of tracks, while passengers going
to the station by way of eithor Morris or
Orchard streets would reach the station by
means of stairs, In front of the station there
will be four {racks, two for main line trains
and two for way trairs and tho Chester
branch, obviously a great improvement over
present conditions.

In the course of the discussion Bupt. Du
Puy said that under tho pluns the rallroad
compuny would pay about two-thirds of the
cost of the proposed improvements, but a
member suggested that there would be no
tolling what the damages which the town
would have to pay, if the proposition as sub-
mitted were nccepted, would amount to,
“Thoy might- reach tho sum of $160,000,” o
said,

To this Mr, Du Puy sald: ‘¢ We don’t take
the position that you must do this, or that
you must determine this matter now or there
nover will never he auother chance. The
conditionn a3 they oxist have been so for a
long time and they might possibly exist for
some years longer. I rogard this occaslon as
merely a friendly conference for the purposo
of opening neg ' In Ing this
matter the company thought that the division
of expensa as suggested was about jn theright
proportion. This is merely the heginning of
negotintions, so far as tho company s con-
corned. You don't have to act now, Wo
don't come hers and, motaphorleally putting
a pistol at your heads, say: ‘Do this or
nothing,' v

Board of Ilealth,

Anadjourned session of the Boardof Health
was hield on Monday night, at which all the
members were present. Clork G, C. Hinch-
man stated that he haid received from Jos.
V. Baker, treasurer (and clerk) of the former
board, a flnnneclal report. Mr. Hinchman
guve it as his oploion that the present bourd
‘was not competent to approve the report of &
former treasurer, Other members expressed
themselves as being of the same notion and
after some discussion the report was, on Cot-
missioner Poters's motion, ** filed without
reading.”

Health Inspector Taylor made a verbal re-
port to the effect that a certain nuisance
which had been complained of had been
abated, and that another, on Monmonth ave-
nue, which had been brought to his notice,
had Jikewise been attended to.

The new by-laws, which had beenread *‘for
information® at the i} ting of
the board, were read a second time by Mr,
Hinchman and, on motion, formally adopted.

Under these by-laws thostated meetings

70 BE OF SOUND MID.

AJURY OF TWELVE OCITIZENS IXGAR
EVIDENCE PRO AND CON,

LAYING BARE A FAMILY SKELETON.

An Alloged “UnjJuse® Will the Cansce
ot it All-Medical Director Evang
Glves the Resultof I11s Axamination
—Mrs, Goodale nnd her Danghter
‘T'ell of Mr. Goodale’'s llabita—Local
Physleians and Othor Citlzens Tes-
ity 1a Il1s Dofense, Holding That e
Needs No duardian,

It took a-jury of Lwelve representative
citizers of Dover just twelve minutes to
dotermine, aftor an exhaustive examination,
lasting from ball past ten o'clock ju the
morning until six o'clqck in the evenlug, on
Tuesday, that * Willlam H. Goodale, at the
time of this inquisition, is of sound mind and
and is ble of the govern
ment of himself, his lands, tenements, goods
and chattels.”

As appears from Mrs. Goodale's testimony,
application was made by her in May last (be
tore Vico Chancellor Williameon) for a writ
de linalico inquirende, The Chancellor ac-
cordingly caused & commission to issne out
of the Court of Chancery to detsrmine
whether Mr. Goodale was campetent to man-
age himself and his affairs,

The commisslon appoiuted by the Court
was compased of State Senator Mahlon Pit-
ney, Dr, I. W, Condict and James H. Simp-
son, The case was tried in Moller's Hall,
Henry C. Hunt, of Deckertown, and James
H. Nelghbour, acted as couusel for Mrs,
Goodalo, and former Judge Cutler, of Mor-
ristown, and E. J, Cooper represented the
{uterests of Mr. Goodale.

The jury summoned by Bheri®f Durling
was composed of (George Pierson, Charles E,
Clark, David B. Allen, James Gavduer, the
Rev. Dr. David Spencer, Martin V. B, Bear.
ing, William W, Hill, Thomas Baker, Her: y
Greengrass, Chavles H, Bennelt, Martin C,
Havens and Whitfleld B. Gillen.
