STONE l’JONTRACT—REMAlNS IN FORCE.

County Counsol Rathbun’s Opinion in
Matter of Stone Contract Repudinted
—8talo Benator Pltney’s Rhetorloe too
Much for the Board—Madlson Bor-
ouzh’s Roquost to Have County Roads
In Borough Turned Over to Borough
Donled—It wns a ‘I'rolloy Skirmish
In Which the Trolley Scored a Ilar-
ren Vlutory—Cmmmmlem.fons, Ro~
ports, cte., otc.

The Morris County Board of Chosen I'ree-
holders on Wednesday tackled the crushed
stone contract, entered into in 180h between
the Board of that year and one Arthur H,
Lynch, and on the strength of an opinjon
rendered by County Counsel Rathbun to the
effect that the contract in question was for
divers reasons Invalid, passed a resolution
directing the Road Committee, in conjunc-
tion with the County Counsel and County
Engineer, to advertise for bids for crushed
stone to be used in tho construction and
maintenance of county roads during the re-
mainder of the current fiscal year. This
action was {aken in the morning session, and
in the discussion which preceded the voto on
the resolution to advertise for bids it was
stated that if the contract were set asido the
county would be able to buy crushed stone
for $1.96 a ton, instead of $2.10 a ton, the
price named in thoe contract.

In the afternoon session, however, State
Seuator Mahlon Pitney, as counsel for A. H,
Lynch, made a long argument before the
tinard, in which he upheld the validity of the
stone contract and warned the board that it
would not be safe to repudiate the contract
unless the members were sure of thelr, ground.
“You can't blow the county seal off the
contract with a breath of wind,” he said, and
taking up County Counsel Rathbun's conten-
tions seriatim he controverted them all, The
contract, he said, was not only legally bind-
ing, but was also morally binding upon the
membera of this board. Whethor it was this
appeal to thelr consciences or fear of a law
suit in the eventof the annulment of the con-
tract, suffice it to say that upon the conclu-
sion of Mr, Pitney's argument a motion was
flvst passed to reconsider the vote by which
the resolution was passed to advertize for
bids for stone, and when the resolution was
again put, only two hold

awarded to the Art Metal Construction Com-
pany.

Freeholder Dalrymple, for the Committes
on Ingurance and Miscellanies, reported lills
amounting to $1,617.43, which were ordered
paid.

Froeholder Whitchead, for the Alms House
Committee, reported: Number in Alms
Houso at last report, 78 ; admitted since, 2;
discharged, 6 ; number remaining, 74, Nuwn-
ber in Children’s Home at last report, 635
edmittod since, §; discharged, 435 number
remaining, 04, Bills nggregating &1,080,85,
of which amount $i5.91 represented Chil
dren's Home bills, were ordered paid.

Freoholder Kimball, for the KRuad Com-
mittee, presented three several batches of
bills, as follows : Road repairs, §2,000.34 ;
Btate aid roads, §174; regular road bills,
$270.32. He also presented bills for work on
the Washington township and Denville and
Pine Brook roads, respectively, with the
statement that they lacked the signature of
Road Inspector Malley, who was not present,
and consequently the signatures of the
County Engincer and members of the Road
Committee. Theso bills were also ordered
paid **when properly signed.”

The following sums were set aside for road
repairs: Passaic, $375; Rockaway, $200;
Roxbury, $200; Washington, $100 ; Dover,
$100 ; Chester, 100 ; Hanover, $20; Morris,
§200 3 Mt, Olive, $150; Montville, $100;
Morristown, First Ward, $150 ; Second Ward
$150.

Freeholder Kimball reported that the bid
of Gill & Dickerson, at §4,457 20, for macad-
amizing the Rockaway section of the State
aid road, was the lowest received and a mo-
tion that the contract bo awarded to that
firm wag accordingly passed. This actlon
was not taken, however, until, by the inslst-
ent questioning of Freeholder Troxoll, tie
fact was established boyond all peradventure
that there was in the Btate aid road account
a suficiont balance to meet the cost of the
proposed improvement,

Freeholder Hoagland reported that the
Rockaway township bridge committes Lad
condemned a bridge at Hibernia and asked
that the sum of §400 be set aslde for & now
one. It was soordered,

Freeholder Squior asked that $#300 be et
aside for a new bridge at Milldale, Iy Chester
township, and it was so ordered.

Froeholder Axford reported one bridge in
Washington township in need of $25 worth
of repairs and another of which he said that
It would bave to be rebuilt at an estimated
cost of $250. In the cases, respectively, of
Frecholders Hoagland and Squier, the requi-
site sums were morely set aside out of the
bridge funds of their respective townships,

Before the vots wastaken on the resolution
County Counsel Rathbun suggested that
Mr. Lynch be asked to waive any claim for
damages by reason of the use of native stone
instead of Millington trap rock in the im-
provement last year of Speedwell avenue.
This waiver, Mr, Pitney, on bolalf of his
client, promptly agreed to.

A communication from the authorities of
the borough of Madison, requesting the
Board of Freeholders to turn over to the bor-
ough the county roads within the borough,
gave rise to aspirited discussion, Freeholder
Cook, of Passaic, affected to look upon the
request as an insult to the board, who, he
said, were apparently not regarded by the
Madison authorities ns competent to take
care of the ronds in question. Besides, Free-
holder Cook argued, the borough of Madison
would thus gain ownership of roads which
had been constructed at great cost to the
county, and be relievod of its share of the
cost of construction. How this would be
Lrought about hedid not undertake to explain
and Freeholder Troxell and Director Lum
botls explained that Madison could not thus
be relieved of any share of the cost of con-
struction. When a vote was finally taken
thirteen membera voted against acceding to
the borough’s request, while six voted in
favor of it, This was a knockout for Free-
holder Troxell, but the Madison representa-
tive came up smiling and eaid significantly:
“If you want to come through Madison
you will have to ask permission of the bor-
ough anyway., You can’t come an inch
without it.”
